The Weather I s Ideal—4,500,000 Acres 
Were Seeded—New Flour Mills at 
Winnipeg—Cause of Some of the 
Activity in July Wheat in That City. 

Special to The Journal. * 
Winnipeg, Man., Ju_.e 10.—The Ca­

nadian west had splendid crop weather 
the past month, and indications point 
to a record harvest . June has so far 

Eassed satisfactorily, the warm weather 
aving been tempered with abundant 

showers. The crop reports issued week­
ly by the Canadian Pacific and Cana­
dian Northern railways have for some 
time been mdst optimistic in tone. 

According to the est imate of the 
elevator commissioner 'there will be 
4,500,000 acres of wheat sown in Mani­
toba and the Northwest Territories. At 
a twenty-year average of over nine­
teen bushels to the acre, this woulc' 
f ive western Canada a crop of nearly 

0,000,000 bushels of wheat alone, 
which would break all records, while a 
crop of 80,000,000 is fairly certain un­
der favorable circumstances. 

The formation of the ,Wes te rn Cana­
da Flour Mills company, and its deci­
sion* to build a 4,000'barrel flour mill 
a t Winnipeg, adds another to Canada ' s 
three b ig milling corporations. The 
new concern is an amalgamation of the 
Manitoba & Lake Huron Milling com­
pany of Goderich, Ontario, and the An­
drew Kelly Milling company of Bran­
don, Man. The new company will, it 
is understood, make a Specialty of the 
oriental t rade . 

The Northern Elevator company is 
going ahead with the construction of 
i ts 3,000-barrel mill this year, and this , 
wi th the construction of the proposed 
new mill of the Lake of the Woods 
"Milling company, will make Winnipeg 
the largest milling center in Canada. 

Americans Bull July Wheat. 
H e a v y buying of Ju ly wheat by 

Americans in th is market during the 
past few days has forced tha t option up 
several cents. The principal buyer here 
was the Zenith Grain company, repre­
senting the Ames-Brooks Grain com­
pany of Duluth and the Ames-Barnes 
Grain company of New York. I t is a 
well-known fact t h a t the Duluth men 
are not buying th i s wheat for export, 
and i t is now stated tha t the Barnes 
firm has been carrying a heavy short 
line of Winnipeg wheat , and the ad­
vance the other day was caused by 
it t ak ing in this short line. 

At the t ime this firm went short; 
Manitoba wheat looked as if i t was 
going to hit the slide for a big drop. 
This did not come about, however, be­
cause of the fact t ha t the Ogilvie Mill­
ing company was carrying a long line 
of wheat amounting to several million 
bushels, all bought over the dollar 
mark. Ogilvie is still holdinfe this 
wheat . Ogilvie brokers have been un­
usually act ive of Lite and i t was owing 
to their work tha t the market did not 
sell off, af ter the Duluth men had 
bought all the wheat they wanted. 

The Ogilvies are doing their best to 
bull th is market , and have issued a 
s tatement to the effect t ha t there was 
only 2,000,000 bushels of wheat in 
fa rmers ' hands, while according to the 
Northwest Graindealers ' association 
there are nearly 5,000,000. The Winni­
peg crowd is very cautious and i t is 
not likely t h a t it will let Ogilvie or 
a n y one else unload much wheat on 
them over a dollar if they can help it .
