Other large amounts are promised, and 
while the. club wil l make no attempt at an 
assessment. It i s thought that there wil l be no 
difficulty in seeming the funds needed. 

In talking good roads, the Minnetonka road 
is commonly thought of. While this wi l l secure 
the immediate attention of the club, the work 
wi l l not stop there. University avenue wil l be 
looked after and the road to the new Wonder­
land park wi l l be g i \ e n attent ion.
