STAGG TALKS OF 
FOOTBALL RULES 

Chicago's Coach Has a Scheme 
to Open Up the 

N e w York Sun Special Service. ' 
Chicago, June 19.—Coach A. A. Stagg of the 

University of Chicago arrived yesterday from 
the east , where he attended the meeting of 
the football m l e s committee. Mr. Stagg said 
that few new ruleB were made, but that many 
were changed In their reading so as to make 
the meaning clear, and that several suggestions 
were made in regard to open play, b u t . that 
they were not passed. 

Mr. Stagg made a valuable suggestion to the 
committee in regard to open play which seems 
to be the most practicable of any y e t proposed. 
He goes at the question in the right way by 
making the defense weaker and building up the 
offense. He proposed to have five men in the 
scrimmage line and either five men behind the 
line with no ends, or three behind and two 
ends, who are to stand at least two yards be­
hind the scrimmage line. This would tend to 
make open play, as the defense would be corn-
positively weaker than i t i s under the exist ing 
rules, and the offense would be correspondingly 
more powerful. 

Did Not Accept It . 
Another plan was suggested in regard to open 

play in which both on offense and defense each 
team have i t s backs a t least three yards behind 
the scrimmage line. As i t i s at present, while 
on the defense but one man Is a t this distance 
at t imes, whi le the defensive quarterback is 
close behind the line. Neither of these sugges­
tions were passed by the committee, but show 
by what means open play may be obtained. 

One important change was made in the rules 
in regard to coaching from the side l ines, for 
which a penalty of ten yards i s inflicted. Even 
if there is a suspicion of coaching, i t wi l l be 
severely dealt wi th . As an example, i t was 
said that If the captain of the side on the 
defense suspects that the opposing quarterback 
i s being coached from the lines and sees him 
look in that direction before cal l ing the play, 
he is privileged to notify the referee, and If his 
suspicion is correct the penalty i s to be given. 

Must Notify Referee. 
Another rule was made which requires a 

substitute player to notify the referee when he 
goes into the game, thus taking away any chance 
of a team playing wi th twelve men. I t was 
also decided at the meeting to Increase the line 
of scrimmage to one foot, and all seven men 
in the sc i immage line must have either one 
foot or hand on the l ine. Stil l another change 
wa s made in regard to punting out. 

Walter Camp's proposed plan of having the 
team on the offense make ten yards In four 
downs was turned down coldly.
