DROWNINGS IN IOWA

Three Enown to Have Perished—Missis-
sippi at Flood Stage.

HAVOC AT PRAIRIE DU CHIEN

Wind, Hail and Rain Wreck -Buildings
and Kill Crops. E

Prairie du Chien, Wis,, June 20.—
The damage done by the storm ecannot
be_estimated. Wires are down and de-
tails from the country are meager. The
storm lasted only ten minntes, but the
official observer reports that 1.8 gaches
rain fell. The wind and hail alsd was
terrific; snapping off big trees, moving
small buildings, ‘érippling telephone,
telegraph and light service. A

Ten miles east of the ecity the hail
destroyed the crops in a strip half a
mile wide and twelve miles in length.
