Church Union.

A committee was appoinfed to draft
a resolution regarding the union' of
Norwegian Lutheran church bodies in
Ameriea. It was recommended that &
ebmmittes of five be chosen to meet
gimilar committees from the Free
church, United church, and Norwegian
synod. This provoked a spirited dis-
cussion, and by a vote of 79 to 48 it
was decided not to confer with the
Norwegian synod regarding a union,
thirty-two voting against striking the
name of the Norwegian synod from the
resolution having their names recorded.

The vote by which Jewell college of
Jewell, Iowa,” was accepted by the
synod was reconsidered, but .the synod
declined to recede from its action of
the day before. It was decided, how-
ever, that the college should maintain
its own financial agent, and not emplo
a new man for both the synod’s col-
leges.

\ Reconsiders Action.

Subsequently the synod reconsidered
§ts action excluding the Norwegian
gynod from the proposed church union
and had the record of the entire pro-
ceedings stricken from its minutes.

Then a resolution embracing all the
church bodies interested was adopted.
It was agreed that the former action
was too precipitate and based on the
too hastily formed opinions of a few
members. !

The secretary of the synod was in-
ptructed to urge the co-operation of all
the church bodies in the proposed union.

Plums con-
tinue to fall, but apples promise well,
tho In Brown county it is sald that the
blight is bad. Strawberries are abundant.
