MORAL AWAKENING 
IN BOODLE FIGHT 

Folk Says St. Louis and Minne­
apolis Exposures Woke Up 

the Public Conscience.

New York, July 10.—In explaining to­

ft flay her position in the recent conven-
£ Hon of the National Educational asso-
§ >iation, Miss Margaret Haley of Chi­

sago bi t ter ly arraigns the leaders of the 
Association. She says: 

The National Educational association, 
fchich has steadily grown year after year 
{hrough the efforts of the teachers In this 
country, is in Immediate danger of being 
placed under absolute control of a small 

* illque of men. The association is com­
posed of eighteen departments; one, as It 

- thooses to style Itself, "the national coun-
tll of education," is composed of such 

; Krell-known educational leaders as Dr. 
fjarper of Chicago University and Dr. 
Butler of Columbia University. 

The new plan of corporation provides, 
jmong other things, to make the national 
council of education, originally a part of 
the association, absolutely independent. 
It further places the entire surplus fund 
Jf $130,000, which has been cieated by 
}he teachers, in control of the council 
The opponents of the teachers I represent 
wish to turn the association and its funds, 
which include the $10,000,000 given re­
cently by J. D. Rockefeller, over to a 
imall self-perpetuating, independent and 
lelf-governlng organization, limited to 
Uxty persons. 

The control of the surplus of the asso­
ciation is of vital importance to the 
teachers. Unless they can use the money 
io urge reforms needed, which has been 
Jieir function In the past, the teachers 
toy as well disband their association 

For several years there has been a 
powerful conspiracy to make a despotism 
>f our entire public-school system until 
it present there is as a general rule no 
lucii thoroughly terrorized and oppressed 
>ody of men and women as our public-
ichool teachers. The whole policy of 
ichool administration in the United States 
(s centralization; and that is now being 
lorced on the National Educational asso­
ciation. It is to save the association from 
Ihe de-mutualization scheme of the na­
tional council of education that I am 
Jghting.

Jefferson City, Mo., July 10.—In re­

sponse to a request as to his opinion of 
the significance of the boodling expos­
ures so generally being made and as to 
whether it indicates a decadence in the 
moral tone of the American people, 
Goverhtor Folk said today: 

The hunt for boodlers and grafters now 
going on from one end of the land to the 
other is an e\idence not of moral degen­
eration, but of a moral awakening. Up 
to three years ago there had only been 
thirty-four cases of bribery reported in 
the books in the preceding 100 years of 
our country's history. 

This TV as not because the offense was 
uncommon, but for the reason it was un­
usual for anyone to be prosecuted for 
what was then termed a conventional 
crime. Men gave bribes and thought 
nothing of it Men took bribes and 
boasted of the fact; legislatures became 
dens of thieves; the touch of the unclean 
dollar was over all and the public con­
science was asleep. Then came the reve­
lations in St. Louis, followed by Minne­
apolis and other cities, and the people 
awoke to how they were being plundered 
by their trusted officials, and to the fact 
that bribery, if allowed to go on un­
checked, -would mean a government not 
of the people, but of the few wealthy 
enough to purchase official favors. From 
city to city and state to state the idea 
went until now many states and cities 
are waging war against the things that 
dishonor. 

This condition should encourage all lov­
ers of good government, for the remedy 
for corruption in its last analysis lies in 
the hearts of the people. We have 
passed thru the commercial age when the 
chief end and aim was to acquire wealth; 
we are entering now into* the age of high 
ideals. The question is now, not how to 
get rich, but how to get right. The rule 
of the dollar is not as potent as it was 
and the reign of law Is becoming more 
accepted. "We are passing from evil to 
good and from darkness into light. 

CASSINI, SNUBBED, ! 
LEAVES CAPITAL 

Russia's Retiring Ambassador Re­
ceives No Honor Common to 

Such Occasions. 

New York Sun Special Servioe, 
Washington, July 10.—Count Cassini, 

the retir ing Russian, ambassador, has 
said farewell to Washington and has 
gone to New York. He will sail Tues­
day on the Kaiser Wilhelm I I . and prob­
ably will go first to Paris, where he will 
rest for some time before going on to 
St. Petersburg. 

Baron Rosen, the new ambassador, 
Baron Mayor de Planches, the I ta l ian 
ambassador, the Mexican charge, the 
Danish minister and most of the other 
members of the diplomatic corps who 
are in the city were at the depot to say 
their goodbyes. The ambassador was 
deeply affected by his departure from 
Washington under conditions which 
practically amount to a rebuke. 

Baron Rosen had expected to accom­
pany Count Cassini to New York, but 
their relations became so badly strained 
during his short s tay here tha t he con­
cluded he would not go. 

Baron Rosen came to Washington Fri­
day. No one met him at the depot, and 
instead of being entertained at the em­
bassy, he stayed at a hotel. Instead of 
coming directly to Washington after his 
arrival at New York, Rosen went to 
Manchester by the Sea to look after his 
summer home. This was interpreted as 
a snub to Cassini. 

Rosen's a t t i tude toward his predecess­
or strengthens previous indications tha t , 
instead of having been promoted to 
Madrid, as he had claimed, Cassini 
had really been recalled and left 
Washington in disgrace. This belief 
among the other diplomats is so strong 
tha t they paid the retir ing ambassador 
none of the honors due his rank. 

# As an ambassador a»d dean of the 
diplomatic corps, Cassini was entitled by 
diplomatic etiquette to a formal fare­
well banquet, bu t none of tha t kind was 
arranged. 

Cassini is an ardent champion of the 
war par ty in Russia, while Rosen be­
longs to the peace party. After all of 
his talk about war to the bi t ter end, 
it is particularly distasteful to Cassini 
to be succeeded by a member of the 
peace faction.

RANCHMAN VICTIM OF 
ASSASSINS' CONSPIRACY 

Cheyenne, Wyo., Ju ly 10.—According 
to information? received from Thermop-
olis, Bob McCoy, a well-known ranch­
man on the Big Horn river, has been 
killed by assassins who decoyed him to 
a deserted cabin and shot him in the 
back as he was about to enter. His 
body was then weighted with stones 
and sunk in the river. 

Several times during the past few 
months McCoy had received anonymous 
letters threatening his life. In each the 
statement was made tha t if it became 
necessary to kill him, one of his ears 
would be cut off in order tha t others 
who had been warned to leave might 
know how he came to his death. One 
of the ears of the corpse is missing.

COURT TAKES REST 
IN KOCH'S CASE 

Work of Securing a Jury Will 
Be Resumed Tomorrow 

Morning. 

H e and His Chum Came Over a Route 
t h a t Traversed Many States and Was 
3,000 Miles in Length—They Had 
Many Exciting Experiences but Li t t le 
Grief. 

Sliding down the Appalachian moun­
tains with a telegraph pole for a brake; 
that was the wey Archie Walker eame 
thru West Virrginia and Pennsylvania 
in a Stevens-Duryea. Mr. Walker and 
his college friend Mr. Woodland arrived 
in Minneapolis this morning after cov­
ering 3^00 miles of all sorts and condi­
tions o± roads, and when they drew up 
a t the Pence garage, the car was pulling 
as strongly as when, it started. 

" W e started June 13 from Chicopee 
Palls, Mass . , " said Mr. Walker. " T h e 
first stop was about five miles out of 
Springfield, and we had our first ex­
perience in camping out. From there 
we went thru Providence, E. I „ New 
Haven, Cpnn., New. Yor, thru West Vir­
ginia, Pennsylvania, Ohio, Indiana, and 
trom Chicago we followed the trai l of 
the Chicago tourists. Altho we. left 
Chicago July 4 we passed four or five 
cars and stopped to help rig one up and 
pull another out of the mud. I guess 
some the tourists are still on the road 
if they haven ' t shipped their cars back. 

' ' With the exception of three or four 
night, we camped out all the time^ 
We carried a small tent and cooked our 
meals over a wood fire. We found tha t 
when we stayed in the country ho-
tells the over-curious were too anxious 
to see how the^ machine was put to­
gether. ^ 

" N o , the reads from Chicago to Min­
neapolis were not the worst by a long 
ways. When we were going over the 
mountains i t rained without a letup for 
five days, and the roads were stones and 
mud. Some of the hills wore so steep 
tha t when we put on the brakes the car 
skidded down without slowing up. We 
hitched on posts and logs and finally 
took a telegraph pole. The telegraph 
company objected, but d idn ' t make 
good their threat of arresting us. 

" W h a t bothered us the most was the 
trouble of getting state licenses. At 
one time we had nine s ta te licenses 
bers and i t worked all right. We finally 
hit upon the plan of borrowing num­
bers an dit worked all r ight. The first 
thing the constables do when you cros3 
the ferry in New Jersey is to see if you 
have a license and if you have not they 
collect $50. We had no trouble with 
the car and came thru without a punct­
ure. One spring broke, but tha t was 
fixed easily enough."

BOY BANDITS ROB WOMAN 

m S I R E TO SON 
Learn from 

Three Amateurs, the Eldest 13, Hold 
Up on Busy Street. 

New York Sun Special Service. 
Philadelphia, July 10.—Three ama­

teur bandits, the oldest scarcely 13, 
today held up and robbed Mrs. Harris 
of Aspen street in broad daylight and 
in a Dusy thorofare. The thing was 
done at the pistol 's point. The 
youngsters robbed her of a gold watch 
chami, a sapphire ring and a pocket-
book containing $10. The boys were 
arrested. 

Mankato, Minn., Ju ly 10.—The court 
in the Koch case took a recess today. 
The adjournment Saturday was until 
Tuesday morning, when tile work of 
securing a jury will be resumed. 

Dr. George E. Koch and the three 
jurors so far selected passed a very 
quiet Sunday. The jurors are given as 
much liberty as possible and are al­
lowed to take walks in the back streets 
in company with a bailiff. I t is more 
difficult to get jurors a t this t r ial than 
at the preceding one, and for this rea­
son only one peremptory challenge has 
been used. If either side does not want 
a man under examination, it can easily 
develop the fact tha t he has an opinion 
regarding the defendant 's guilt or in­
nocence, or is opposed to capital pun­
ishment, for scarcelya person will re­
fuse to take advantage of such an open­
ing to get excused from service. 

I t is said tha t the state has made 
use of the appropriation by the Brown 
county commissioners by employing 
two detectives during the past few 
weeks. Whether they have developed 
any new evidence is known only to the 
s t a te ' s attorneys, and the la t ter abso­
lutely refuse to give out any informa­
tion on the subject. 

GIVES REHEARING 
Hopkins Bate Case Up Again Ju ly 

18. 

The railroad and warehouse commis­
sion has reopened the Great Northern 's 
lumber rate from Minneapolis to Hop­
kins. The railroad officials state that 
they understood the other hearing to be 
informal and did not present all their 
case. Another hearing was set for to­
day and the railroad representatives 
appeared to ask for a postponement, so 
the hearing was adjourned to July 18. 

E. T. Abbott, the complainant, was 
present today. The order of the com­
mission compelled the railroad to grant 
the $5 rate enjoyed by the Minneapolis 
Threshing Machine compan'y to the gen­
eral pubhc, which pays $18. The rail­
road company claims tha t as the factory 
ships the finished product out over i ts 
line, the special rate is justified as a 
"mi l l ing in t r a n s i t " privilege.

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Chin M. Je t t , Chinese interpreter of 
the local immigration bureau, is to have 
a chance to test the effect of President 
Eoosevelt 's new declaration concerning 
the Chinese exelu&ion act. He leaves 
tonight for a thirtv-day leave of ab­
sence and will travel "to Boston and 
New York over ti^-. igloo line. This is 
where the rub wiUWIftne. The Soo line 
crosses the Canadian*"border on its way 
to the east. When Mr. J e t t gets to the 
boundary returning to the United 
States, the test will eome if the immi­
gration officers are alert. 

J e t t comes clearly in the class to 
whom President Eoosevelt would show 
favor. This includes the educated Chi­
nese, merchants and officials of the 
Chinese government. Against the dif­
ficulty J e t t may have, Inspector Wil­
liam D. Morse, under whom he works, 
has prepared a document that is ex­
pected to satisfy the officials and make 
i t clear to them that they are obstruct­
ing the way pf an employee of the 
United States government and tha t he 
is not subject to the operation of the 
exclusion act. 

The credentials consist of a formid­
able paper on which Morse certifies 
that J e t t is( an employee of the Minne­
apolis immigration bureau, department 
of commerce and labor, and on it is 
pasted a photograph of the interpreter. 

Should J e t t really be held up where 
he crosses the border into the United 
States, a contingently will arise on 
which the officials may not be count­
ing. Mrs. J e t t will accompany her hus­
band, and as she is German born, is 
not subject to exclusion. I t is probable 
tha t she will not submit to even a tem­
porary separation, and that the inspect­
ors will not be able to stand up under 
the force of her arguments against the 
detention of her husband, should the 
contingency arise.
