. Give Their Climate Its
B Proper Credit. -

Winnipeg, July 12.—Canadians of the
northwest are very tender on the ques-
tion of elimate. They declare that the
people of the United States fail to give
them proper credit for the comparative
mildness of the winters here. Th
latitudes oy the Canadian Atlantic coast
are almost uninhabitable and far be-
vond the line of possible erop develop-
ment. o o

The people of this region eall atten-
tion to the fact that if there were no
mountains to the west of their prairies,
those prairies would posses a _climate as
warm as that of western Europe, in
gimilar latitude.

The Rocky mountains bar the passage
of the warm winds from the Racific
ocean, but thru occasional gaps admit
rushing currents of warm Pacific air
which temper the wintry blast and mod-
ify the chimate for hundreds of miles
east of the mountains. These warm cur-
rents, called chinooks by the mna-
tives, make themselves felt as far east
as Battleford and Moose Jaw, And at
Calgary, near the foot of the mountains,
840 miles west of Winnipeg, there is a
mean summer temperature of 58.8, a
mean winter temperature of 13, and an
average of 37.4 for the year, as com-
pared with a summer average of 66,
a winter average of 0.9 below zero, and
a mean annnal average of 33.3 for Win-
nipeg.
