Stockholm, July 13.—While -Sweden
is deéply aggrieved by Norway’s aec-
tion, iKng Osear’s government neither
desires nor intends to impose terms” for

dissolution of ‘the union which rway
will find it impossible to accept. Count
Gyldenstolpe, foreign minister, said
today:

Sweden has no wish for a union that
must be maintained by force.” That

would be devold of that bond of fellow-
ship essential to political partnership;
but our dignity will not permit us to ac-
quiesce meekly in wanton disruption of
the dual agreement. ¢

I am not at liberty to disclose the de-
tafls of the conditions under which the
government is prepared to sanction the
breaking of the union. What I may say
is that we are striving to reach a basls
which will guarantee perpetual K amity
between the two nations under condl-
tions profitable to both and humiliating
to neither.

Would Drop Norway.

_ Certain - elemants of the Swedlsh peo-
ple favor unconditional sanction of dis-
golutlon, letting the future take care of
{tself. The government belleves it ad-
visable to conclude such negotiations in
advance as will make differences Impos-
gible afterward.

Sweden has reason to be proud of the
dignified and noble attitude of the king
in the face of the affront he has suffered.
He is utterly undeserving of the charge
that he attempted to subjugate Norway.
The Norweg'ans know that his reign has
been marked by concession after conces-
gion to their demands for fresh rights.
They know, too, that their attempt to
ghift the blame for the dlsruption to the
venerable shoulders of the king s un-
worthy of statesmen and patriots.

We are anxious that Americans should
judge us aright. We hope they will do
#o, regardless of the campaign of misrep-
resentation Norway has waged thruout
the world preparatory to Its revolt. Wide
pections of our people are smarting under
the Insult to the King and are ready to
avenge their wounded pride on the bat-
tlefield.

War ls Improbable.

1 am happy to say, however, -that the
danger of a resort to arms is remote, ex-
cept in the event of a Norwegian attack,
which we regard as extremely unlikely
under the clrcumstances. We hope for-
eign governments will not hasten to rec-
ognize the independence of Norway, the
status of which, pending the sanction of
King Oscar is, of course, wholly nonde-
script.

Only this remalns to be sald: The
question of the dlssolution of the union
will be 5ubm1ttedﬂto the riksdag, and,
however pacific the sentiments of the gov-
ernment may be, the last word must be
pronounced by the chosen representa-
tives of the Swedish people.

Albert Lea People Declare ‘‘System’’
Is R nsible.

Albert Lea is gore. . Thomas W. Luw-
son speaks there before the Chautauqua
assembly Friday afternoon, and Albert
Lea has been counting on entertaining
several thousand people brought in on
special trains from all over southern
Minnesota. Within the last week, de-
clares the Albert Lea Enterprise, the
announcement has been made that all
excursions for Lawson day are off, The
inference drawn by the people of Albert
Lea is that the railroad managers have
received a tip from the ‘‘system.’’

. The Rock Island refuses to run spe-
cials on the plea that it is short of roll-
ing stock, but the Enterprise declares
that this road has had 140 coaches do-
ing special duty this week to accommo-
date Chautauqua nssemblies in Kansas
and Nebraska. The Milwaukee has re-
fused to run a special even from Austin,
and the Minneapolis & St. Louis has
called off the excursion trains from Fort
Dodge and from Minneapolis, The other
railroad companies have been demand-
ing guarantees, and because they arc
not given will run no speeial trdins.
*0Of course the roads are not un-
friendly to Albert Lea,’’ says the En-
terprise, ‘‘but the position they assume
in this matter ‘shows their feeling
against Lawson and ean only be con-
strued as an attempt to discourage him
and to make it difficult for the gather-
111]5 of large audiences to hear the man
whose denunciation of their matters ren-
ders him ‘persona non grata’ to the sys-
tem and its friends.
