Football and Gymnastics to Follow Up 
Baseball League. 

Athletics wil l play a prominent part of the 
work of the soldiers at Fort Snelling as soon 
as the wai depaitnient can perfect plans which 
appear In orders received by Colonel Sweet 
of Fort Snelling. If the orders are thoroly 
cairled out, i t wi l l yet be possible for the 
military posts to outdo the large colleges in 
the point of athletic skill. 

Immediately following an order calling for 
the organization of a baseball league at the 
post, Colonel Owen J. Sweet, commander at 
Fort Snelling, received another order from the 
war department, authorizing him to appoint a 
general athletic board to have in charge a 
regular curriculum of athletics. 

Pursuant to the order, Colonel Sweet has 
appointed Major Robert L Bullard superin­
tendent of athletics at the post. According to 
the instructions, every organization at the post 
must be represented in all of the field days and 
other contests, and athletic committees are 
to be appointed within each organization to 
control the affairs of that body, to arrange 
for trial meets, care for the disposition of 
Prizesf trophies and athletic goods, and to 
create enthusiasm among the enlisted men. 

Physical training, calisthenics, gymnasium 
w o r t and general athletlos are to become a 
regular part of the military duty. Thirty 
minutes a day several t imes a week are to be 
dTvoted to this kind of work, except when
