Agreement to Disunion

Oscar and Riksdag Will Require Pledges
Against Future Trouble Between

the Two

Is Probable, but King|

Peoples.

Stoekholm, Sweden, June 30.—Altho
Sweden will undoubtedly consent to the
eaceful dissolution of the union with
Norway, she will insist upon uvertain
arantees against future trouble. It is
the settlement of just what guarantees
will be demanded and the method of
negotiation leading up to a final set-
tlement that now engross the attention
“of the Swedish government and the
houses of the riksdag. The subsidiary
nestions involved in the main one of
Norway s independence are partly polit-
ical and partly commereial. The debate
of Wednesday last in the riksdag, while
it quite failed to develop any solidarity
of sentiment among the members,
brought out clearly the fact that Swed-
en considers herself in strong enough
position to insist upon these guarantees
as precedent to dissolution of the union.
Mr. Unger, one of the leaders of the
upper house, made an eloquent speech in
which he seemed rather accurately to|
rauge the sentiment of his colleagues.
The burden of his song was that Nor-
way must first retract and apologize for
what he ealled the illegal and
revolutionary act of June 7. Then
Bweden would agree to enter into
amieable negotiations for  dissolv-
ing the union. Mr. Unger pro-
posed that if these negotiations reached
an impasse, the entire question be rve-
ferred to some international arbitration
tribunal—presumably that of The
Hague. Hea referred to the fact, not
then officially communicated to the
riksdag, that the Norwegian storthing
had mﬁmted a resolution requesting the
riksdag to enter into peaceful negotia-
tions. This he considered indicative of
a pacific disposition on the part of Nor-
way. Yet for the honor of Sweden
there must be a retraction of the storth-
ing's earlier action, and the formation
of a new Norwegian ministry by the
king before formal negotiations could
be begun.

Eronlund's Proposals.

In the lower house there were many
speeches involving wvarious proposals.

he most significant and eclear-headed
was that delivered by Mr. Kronlund,
who represents the northernmost prov-
ince of Sweden and lives on the Finnish
frontier, where the menace of Russia’s
ropinquity is a very real thing. Among
]:is constiftuents are the hardy Lapps,
whose wellbeing is wrapped up in_that
of their reindeer. Mr. Kronlund, I am,
told, is a veritable father to his people,
whose interests he carefully and shrewd-
lv guards. Here are the - conditions
which he demanded be laid down as a
basis for negotiations with Norway:

“‘That no steps be taken along the
boundary line between the two coun-
tries that could threaten peace and that
the frontier fortifications which have
been built by Norway since the consular
disPute became acute be dismantled.

¢ That free communieation and right
of way across each country be guaran-
teed to the other. This involves the free
right of exportation of iron ore from
the northern mines of Sweden by way
of the new Swedish-Norwegian railroad
leading to the northern Atlantie port
of Narvik in Norway. And conversely
it involves the gnarantee to Norway of
the right to send its exports to Finland
and Russia by way of the same rail-

oad.

“‘That a treaty be made between the
two countries prohibiting the cession
of any Beandinavian territory to any
foreign power or the granting of any
special rights or privileges to such
powers in the Seandinavian kingdoms.
This, of eourse, is intended to prevent
Russia, Germany or England from get-
ting a Seandinavian foothold.

““That a standing committee of ar-
bitration be guaranteed by treaty be-
tween the two kingdoms.

“‘That the right to pasture for their
reindeer in Norwegian Lapland be free-
ly given the Lapps of northern Sweden,

““That Norway continue to pay its
share of the expense of maintaining
the eonsular serviee until the union is
formally dissolved.”’

More Warlike Talk.

war would fall most heavily on the
workingmen, and thev are at one with
the king in the belief that war must
be averted at any cost, even if Nor-
way is allowed to go free without guar-
antees of anv kind. It is notable, too,
that the soecialists of Norway are sim-
ilarly minded, and that they have
joined hands with their Swedish breth-
ren in a movement to avert war at
any cost.

The Question Referred.

As the cables have already told yonu,
the question at this point, so far as the
riksdag is concerned, has been referred
to a special joint committee, which is
considering it in secret session, It is
worthy of note that under the Swedish
constitution, which is of wvery ancient
origin in some of its provisions, an ef-
feetive deviece has been provided to
prevent such deadlocks between the
house and senate as we have in the
United States. In case the two cham\-
bers find themselves unable to agree
on anv measure a joint vote iz taken.
As the lower chamber has 230 mem-
bers, while the upper chamber has but
150, it will be seen that the lower
chamber in the end has the preponder-
ance of power. Thus interest just
now centers in the attitude that will
be taken by the lower house.

The Tone of the Press.

The tone of the Stockholm press at
this time may be gathered from the
following utterance of the Aftonbladet,
the leading afternoon paper here:

““The Norska Morgenbladet (pub-
lished at Christiania) which bhas long
been very defiant on the union question,
sometimes mocking and sometimes giv-
ing fatherly advice, has now refreshed
its readers with meditations on the feel-
ing in Sweden, obviously intended as
an admonition to Sweden as to what it
should think. It declares that the
Swedes think themselves lords and are
tryving to make vassals of Norwegians.
f¢What has happened in Norway is
due to the jurist element and not to the
people. If the people had been left
alone and the upper classes had not
taken upon themselves the function of
spokesmen, the erisis would never have
come about. The Morgenbladet says

Count Gyldenstolpe Denies Sweden Will
Join with Germany.

Chicago, July 18.—A Chicago Daily
News special from Stoekholm says:

There is ;z-rowin%nm'.crtnint_',r and un-
rest on account of German designs. The
country is at a loss to know whether the
kaiser’s naval demonstration this ‘week
is an act of unselfish friendliness to-
ward Sweden and an incidental warn-
ing to Norway, or whether it is in-
tended to bring pressure to bear on
Sweden to prevent the disruption of the
union. The kaiser opposes dissolution
because he fears an independent Nor-
way would become the vassal of Enp-
land and a new danger to Germany
in the North sea. Many believe that
William may have gone so far at Gefle
as to inform King Osear that Germany
considers Scandinavian unity as vital
to German interests and that Germany
could not be a passive observer of its
destruetion.

Many Peasant Members.

In a public statement printed today,

«¢T gtated to the governor that I had
been informed that the Equitable so-|
ciety was carrying a loan im the Mer- |
cantile Trust company of $685,000, of :
which no record appeared on its books |
as a liability, The governor stated to|
me that he believed a further eflort
should be made to thoroly investigate
the subject. Our efforts in that par-
ticular were unsuccessful.’’

Loan Thru Alexander.

Tt was learned today that this loan
formerly stood in the names of James
W. Alexander and T. B. Jordan, but
has been transferred directly into the
name of the Equitable society, Alex-
ander ‘and Jordan were merely dummies
to conceal the transactiom, it is said.
According to well-defined reports the
Merecantile Trust company pald seeret
bills of the Equitable and charged them
up to this loan account.

Within the past six months at least
two very large payments have been
made by persons unknown in settle-
ment of suits brought against the pro-
moters of the secandalous ship-building
trust, in which the Mercantile Trust
company and Equitable financiers
playved leading parts.

Former Governor Odell, who bought
about $170.000 of ship-building securi-
ties, sued the promoters and a secret
settlement was made. How much he
received or who paid it never has been
divulged.

Toga as Prize in Deal.

Just about that time the contest for
United States senator was in progress,
and Mr. Odell_had been favoring for-
mer Governor Black as against Chaun-
cey M. Depew, who desired a re-elee-
tion. Suddenly Mr. Odell came ount in
favor of Mr. Depew and the latter was
chosen. Mr. Depew was and still is a
direetor in the Equitable, He was also
direetor in the Mercantile Trust com-
pany.

The investigators will look carefully
into this Equitable Mercantile account
to see whether any payment of $170,000
or thereabouts was made at the time
Mr. Odell was withdrawing_his ship-
building suit and Chauncey M. Depew
wns being eleeted TUnited States sena-
tor. Other similar payments will also
be investigated.

Denials Are Strenuous.

Strenuous _denials were made today
by lawyers for the former Eguitable
management of any connection between
the insurance society and the ship-build-
ing matter. They declared that the un-
derwriting was purely an affair of the
Mercantile Trust company and the so-
ciety had no part in it. Not even James
H. Hyde and associates appeared in it.
On the other hand, lawyvers interested in
pressing sunits against the underwriters,
say that the Equitable owns a majority
of the Merecantile’s stock, and the com-
pany was run purely as an Equitable in-
stitution.

Looked Over Route.

Eight years ago Mr. Winston, with a
party of expert engineers and contraet-
ors, visited the isthmus in the interests
of a private corporation, which at that
time was considering the construction
of a ‘private canal. The syndicate back

either one might have over the other.
In speaking of the trip Mr. Winston
said: ‘‘It was the opinion of every mem-
her of our party that either route was
feesible; that the canal could be built
and maintained on either route. It was
my opinion and the opinion of a ma-
jority of the party, however, that the
anama canal was the better. It was
the natural location. Th eharbor facil-
ities at the terminals of the Panama
route were much the best.

Commission Was Capable.

““The canal commission appointed
by President Roosevelt went over both
routes and was unanimously in fa.vpr
of the Panama route. That commis-
sion was composed of expert-engineers
and its opinion should be final. Those
who are now eriticizing the president
and the commission are making state-
ments which are false, thru desire or
ignorance. J. D. Yeomans of Sioux
gi]‘:y has made statements and claims
that cannot be supported. Further-
more his remarks are a gross insult
to the engineering profession and to the
men who follow it. His statement that
no engineer has been found who would
recommend the Panama roite over the
Nicazagua route, unless he had been
paid to do it, is a positive insult to
every engineer who haa been on the
jsthmus. There is no more reliable
and conseientious body of men engaged
in ‘any profession. R

to admit has a slight advantage in the
matter of elimate.

GRAFT GERM BITES
CANADIAN SOLONS

Scheme for Filling Pockets of Par-
liament’s Members Is Lobbied
Thru House.

Bpecial to The Journal.

Ottawa, Ont., July 18.—Particulars
were disclosed today which tend to show
that practically every member of par-
liament gets a rake off and that retro-
active benefits are conferred on defunct
Canadian politicians. This arrangement
has been reached by an agrcement be-
tween the two parties irrespective of
publie interests. It shows more Iai.nl'ﬂ
than ever that parliament is after
little better than & social club when
such schemes for stuffing the pockets
of each member can be Ilobbied thra
without a single protest from even
those members most closely identified-
with popular interests.

The recent tussle over the Vancou-
ver and Victoria railway bill, where
votes were openly bought and sold by
rival corporation interests, and where
those interests. backed by the Grand
Trunk and the Canadian Northern, fin-
ally won out, demonstrates that a far
larger sum than that now voted m
be agpnrtmned to place the individ
members of parliament beyond the
temptation of graft.

Resolutions increasing the salaries of
members and judges are printed today
in the notes and proceedings of the
house. The increases in detail are as
follows: Salary of prime minister,
$12,000, increase $4,000; sala of
leeder of o position, additional session
allowance of $7,000; senators and mem-
bers’ sessional indemnity, $2,500, in-
erease $1,000. A deduction of $15 a
day is to be made for each day’s ab-
gence durinq the session. Instead of
mileage at 10 cents a mile each way,
only the actual travelin
tween residence and Ottawa will be
allowed.
