The adop­
tion of the boy followed the flight of his 
mother, Mrs. Brandt, who deserted her 
husb.xnd and two children. She is sup­
posed to be living in Europe.

San Jose, Cal., July 19.—Daniel Ma-
loney, who had made numerous suc­
cessful ascensions with Professor Mont­
gomery's aeroplane, fell 3,000 feet to 
his death at Santa Clara yesterday af­
ternoon. 

Maloney made an ascension from the 
grounds of Santa Clara college in hon­
or of the League of the Cross Cadets. 
About 2,000 persons watched the ma­
chine as it shot upward, attached to a 
huge balloon. 

At a height of 4,000 feet Maloney 
..cut,loose and begattrmaneuyering, the 
aeroplane. He sailed gracefully about, 
then essayed a deer*dip. 

Suddenly one wing gave way, the 
machine swerved, and then turned com­
pletely over. I t righted itself, sank 
down a considerable distance and 
turned over again. 

Maloney was clinging desperately to 
his seat and evidently endeavoring to 
regain his control. Again the aero­
plane turned in the air, the wings came 
together and the man and the machine 
plunged straight downward. 

As ' the aeroplane started to fall 
Father Bell, who was among the spec­
tators, gazing upward, raised his hands 
and gave the sign of absolution. 

A number of cadets carried Maloney 
to the college hospital. His head was 
fractured and blood was flowing from 
his ears and mouth. He expired with­
in a short time. The aeroplane was 
smashed into fragments. 

The tragedy has driven Professor 
Montgomery partially insane.

At least former Deputy Warden Foote 
and James Hazzard of Detroit, an ex-
convict, tells Governor Warner so. 
Foote and Hazzard, who have become 
angry at Vincent, cay all the convicts 
came back when the circus was over, be­
cause they had a better time m prison 
than they could have anywhere e l s e . l n 
a communication to the executive they 
declare affairs a t the prison were being 
run in a most amazing manner. Govern­
or Warner has ordered an investigation. 

According to the complainants, the 
circus episode is only a sample of eveii t t 
in the merty life led by the -jailbirds. 
The convicts are said to haye had a 
most hilarious day undeT the showman s 
tent , having shed their pnspn garb, 
and going back to jail later to spend 
the remainder of the evening in merry­
making. 

Murderer Runs Prison. 

Foote and Hazzard declare the prison 
virtually is run by John Higgins, a mur­
derer from Adrian, and James Burns a 
"gent leman b u r g l a r " from, Detroit. 
Vincent is represented as having taken 
part in the prisoners' revels, which are 
said to haev grown so unroarious as to 
disturb the peace of the neighborhood. 
Higgins and Burns, .leaders of the con­
vict band, says Hazzard, who is nust 
out of prison, spend their time in de­
vising new pranks for the amusement ol 
the " g u e s t s " a t the jail . 

Another charge is that a large num­
ber of convicts are morphine-eaters, 
Hazzard asserts morphine is obtained 
from the prison hospital wards and sold 
to the prisoners. Higgins, according to 
Hazzard, has the morphine "conces­
s i o n " from the warden, and has plied 
his t rade among his fellow convicts so 
industriously tha t many have become 
addicted to its use. 

Clings to Happy Home. 
I t is said tha t several of the jnmates 

have become so infatuated with prison 
life a la Vincent, tha t they have stayed 
in jail several years after their terms 
expired, ra ther , than be thrust upon the 
*cold world. , , 

Another charge is made by Hazzard 
against Vincent, which is regarded as 
still more serious. In his custody are 
the savings of the convicts from their 
labors, known as the " d a i l y balances.7 ' 
Vincent is said to have had this money 
out at interest and to have kept the 
earnings of the deposits, amounting to 
several hundred dollars. "Vincent, how­
ever, declares that such interst has been 
claimed by former wardens, and has 
been looked upon as a perquisite of the 
position.

Duluth, Minn., July 19.—In an Interview yes­

terday on the serious flood conditions along the 
Mississippi river Congressman J . Adam Bede 
said: 

" I have not Investigated the government dam 
situation on the upper Mississippi river, and un­
til I do I shall be reluctant to express an 
opinion regarding It. It may be true that the 
fear of what might happen really figures more 
prominently than what has actually happened, 
tho I believe that some damage already has oc­
curred. In any event, the damage done or the 
danger of damage Is having the effect of-keep­
ing away from that part of the country people 
who would settle there, anfl the investigation 
by government engineers doubtless will, give a 
clear Idea of the situation. 

"Originally built for logging dams, the dams 
on the Mississippi river-have been taken over 
by the government, whch has spent about 
$3,000,000 in their improvement for purposes of 
navigation. I do not believe that the dams are 
of any special advantage to navigation. Neither 
do I believe that, after so much money has been 
spent on them, that they should be abandoned 
in the sense of the word that they be de­
stroyed. • 

" I t strikes me that the, dams no longer need­
ed for navigation purposes could be turned into 
account in saving the lands.. 

"The conversion of the .dams In . to use In 
saving the lands Is not, of'course,--what they 
were intended for, but I.do not believe in aban. 
donlng them because they« were not'. " While the 
question of saving the, lands might and does 
come more properly under state authority, I 
can see no reason • why the federal government 
could not turn over the dams to the state to be 
operated to save* its lands. Again, I can see 
"no reason-why the federal government might not 
continue to operate the dams In' a manner to 
save the lands, much as the levee system is 
operated on the lower Mississippi" river."
