these things into consideration and made 
my plana accordingly. 

About the first of May I received a 
communication from Wallace G. Nye, 
secretary of the public affairs committee, 
s tat ing that business men of this city 
were interested In securing a complete 
count and ottered to ass is t this bureau 
financially. After qonferrlng with you and 
Hon, P. B. Hanson, we found that the 
appropriation made by the legislature was 
insufficient to cover the needs of taking 
a complete census in so populous a city 
as Minneapolis, and you gave me the a u ­
thority to use such help as the public af­
fairs committee of the Minneapolis Com­
mercial cluub gave, which was very bene­
ficial to this bureau. 

The public affairs committee of the 
Commercial club appointed the following 
members to act as a census committee. 
C. S Cairns, J C P Ely, C. W. Johnson, 
T. H Girling, B F Nelson, Fred R. Salis­
bury, W A Bggleston and Congressman 
Fletcher. These men represented different 
Interests, such a s Realty board, Chamber 
of Commerce, Lumbermen, Retail Mer­
chants associations, and the census bureau 
should thank this committee for ass is t ­
ance rendered. * * * By this aid we 
added 13,871 names to the census of Min­
neapolis 

The newspapers of this city rendered us 
valuable aid In arousing public sentiment 
to the point where the public realized 
how important a complete count would be 
to Minneapolis and the state.

census Minneapol is ever secured. I t i s 
a difficult th ing to count people, espe­
c ia l ly so in a large c i ty , where there 
are condit ions that b a m e the most 
watchfu l and v ig i lan t enumerator. I t 
i s a v e r y easy matter to count some o± 
the people at any g i v e n t ime , but i t i s 
a v e i y hard proposit ion to count al l 
the people at any g i v e n t ime . Such a 
consummation w a s not e v e n real ized in 
Minneapol is . I have e v e r y reason to 
th ink that the Minneapol i s census i s 
about as free from ' s t u f h n ' as a n y 
old bird of las t T h a n k s g i v i n g day is 
at the present t ime. I be l i eve the 
count to De a straight-from-the-shoulder 
bus iness census. M y work as census 
director has brought me in close touch 
w i t h the Minneapol is bureau, and I 
w a s more t h a n p leased—in f a c t dee-
l i g h t e d — w h e n Secretary of S t a t e H a n ­
son as superintendent of census inaug­
urated the supervisor sys tem for Min­
neapol is , St . Pau l and Duluth . Resu l t s 
h a v e a lready justif ied the w i sdom of 
t h i s pol icy . 

P r a i s e for Rahn. 

" S u p e r v i s o r Rahn has demonstrated 
his fitness and ab i l i ty m m a n y w a y s and 
has proved himsel f a v e r y thoro and 
pa ins tak ing official, but he could have 
accomplished but l i t t l e w i thout t h e v e r y 
hear ty co operation of the w i d e a w a k e 
bus iness men identif ied w i t h the Com­
mercial club of Minneapol is . I th ink 
t h e y are satisfied w i t h the work. I 
k n o w the s ta te census bureau is , and 
w i s h to say r ight here tha t all maior 
and minor c iv i l d iv i s ions of t h e s ta t e 
rece ived a square deal, so far a s i t has 
been possible for t h e bureau to g i v e 
them the same.

H O W I T W A S D O N E 

Supervisor R a h n Submit s H i s R e p o r t — 
Commercial Club's Work. 

The final resul ts of t h e census, an­
nounced t o d a y b v the s ta te census bu­
reau, are t h e first official figures to b e 
g i v e n out s ince the exc lus ive announce­
ment m T h e J o u r n a l of J u l y 1, 
w h i c h w a s complete to tha t date . The 
s l ight difference i s due t o addi t ions dis­
covered m the check ing that fo l lowed. 

A comparison cf the official figures 
of J u l y 1 as publ ished b y T h e J o u r ­
n a l , and of the final official figures 
a f ter al l check ing and addi t ions w e r e 
complete , shows tha t t h e differences in 
the various wards w e r e about equal pro­
port ionate ly . I n one case, t h e s e v e n t h 
ward, the difference 11 b u t s ix teen , out 
of a final to ta l of 16,362. 

Local Supervisor A . \ . D . Rahn sent 
a l e t ter to George F . Wright , ass i s tant 
superintendent for the s ta te work, ex­
p la in ing the work in Hennep in county, 
and the co operat ion of t h e Commercial 
club commit tee , known during the tak­
i n g of t h e census as the c i t i z e n s ' com­
mit tee . Mr. Rahn said in part : 

I divided the city of Minneapolis into 
ninety-one enumerating districts and 
twenty- two in the country These dis­
tricts varied In size Many of the enu­
merators finished by the 12th of June, 
while it took others until the last or 
June. Their work a s a whole was very 
satisfactory W e found many obstacles 
to overcome The directory company had 
just completed its work and the city a s ­
sessors were making their rounds a t the 
same time, which confused many house­
holders The school closing and many 
people leaving the city for pleasure re­
sorts were further handicaps I took 

Total $8,469 85 
Mr. Rahn also acknowledged in high­

est t erms the servKseg of h is chief clerk, 
E . B . Sanders of Wayzata , whose work 
he pronounced exceed ing ly efficient. 

N y e Commends Rahn . 
I n behal f of the Commercial c lub, 

W a l l a c e Gr. N y e has sent a l e t ter to Mr. 
W r i g h t i n w h i c h he sa id m part : 

I seize the opportunity to express to 
you, on behalf of the Minneapolis Com­
mercial club, our commendation for the 
careful, painstaking work of A A. D 
Rahn, supervisor for this c'ounty. In 
planning his work, in directing his force 
of enumerators, and In carrying out the 
many details incident to the taking of a 
census in so populous a district, he dem­
onstrated exceptional capacity. The 
schedules, we believe, show a fairly com­
plete count of our population, for which 
gratifying result he Is in very large meas­
ure responsible. 

I desire also to express to you and to 
Hon. P E Hanson, secretary of state, 
our appreciation of your Joint courtesy in 
accepting the co-operation of our citizens 
to the end that a complete count might 
be secured W e sought permission to 
supplement the work of your bureau be­
cause we felt that the appropriation made 
by the legislature would not enable you 
to employ the machinery necessary in 
order to accurately take the census of a 
large city * * * 

To arouse the sense of civic pride in our 
people w a s the first and most important 
thing we sought to accomplish W e suc­
ceeded in this to a marked degree by 
means of circulars distributed thru the 
schools, by articles in the papers, and by 
personal work among employees of our 
industrial plants Our people became 
deeply interested and were thus prompted 
to ass ist the enumerators in every pos­
sible w a y 

In addition to the work of publicity we 
supplied your supervisor with a force of 
clerks and special enumerators, whose 
work contributed greatly to the satisfac­
tory result obtained. This special force, 
however, a s you know, were under the 
sole direction of your supervisor and were 
not interfered With flte«atetated to»in any 
manner by our committee. 

W e cannot doubt tnat the result of the 
census in this county is as gratifying to 
you and other^officlals of the bureau as 
It is to our people, and we are especially 
pleased that the work here was com­
pleted without delay or inconvenience to 
your department.

BUCK'S RETURN TO

W a s h i n g t o n , J u l y 21 .—A te legram 

w a s rece ived a t the s ta te department 
th i s morning from Governor Johnson, 
s t a t i n g that t h e sheriff of B lue Earth 
county , Minnesota , had started from 
St. P a u l w i t h extradi t ion papers for 
Al fred Buck, under arrest in H a v a n a . 
H e i s due here tomorrow afternoon, but 
no bus iness can b e t ransacted unt i l 
Monday , a s the department wi l l close 
a t noon. Department officials say there 
need b e no hurry *over th i s matter , as 
under extradi t ion w i t h Cuba, B u c k w i l l 
be held s i x t y days for de l ivery to a 
representat ive of the s ta te of Minne­
sota. Officials brand as absurd B u c k ' s 
c la im that his apprehension w a s i l le­
gal , as he w a s m Cuba before the 
t r e a t y w e n t into effect; t h e y say a m a n 
can be arrested for a crime commit ted 
in another country a t a n y t ime af ter 
the t rea ty is ratified, no mat ter i f he 
w e n t there before or af ter the t r e a t y 
took effect. The extradi t ion t rea ty 
wi th Cuba w a s ratified in February .
