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DETERMINING BUSINESS 
CENTERS OB THE CITY 

A Process Which Has Been Gradual for Many Years 

and Is Now Nearing an End—How "Centers" 

Fluctuate and Finally Become Fixed—Activity in 

Real Estate and Building Continues Despite the Heat, 

H OT W E A T H E R seemed to have no 
depressing effect on the real 
estate market the last two weeks. 

Perhaps not so many deals were closed 
as usual, but the inquiry in regard to 
prices and the personal investigations 
continued thru the hot spell. The feel­
ing among real es ta te men continues 
good over prospects for the remainder 
of the season and for next year. Build­
ing goes on and the prediction is t ha t 
next year will see a continuation of the 
splendid record made in Minneapolis 
for 1905. With the big F i rs t Nat ional 
bank building to s ta r t and a large fol­
lowing of smaller s tructures costing 
less, the to ta l for 1906 promises t o 
break records. 

Conditions Have Changed. 

" W e cannot th ink of loaning money 
in Minneapolis unti l you settle your 
business centers. We cannot afford to 
place money on properties in your ci ty 
th inking t h a t they have a certain value 
as related to some center and then have 
someone come along and hire the ten­
ants a w a y . " 

I n substance this was the r-srden of 
a refusal with which the officials of an 
eastern financial ins t i tu t ion shut off % 
probable request for an opportunity 
of placing some of the company's sur­
plus funds in Minneapolis landed secu­
ri t ies . 

The conversation was at least two 
years ago. Minneapolis has come to be 
looked upon more favorably in the 
eastern money centers since t h a t t ime. 
I n fact, money has been out here look­
ing up openings. The chance to assist 
' in building operations and in promot­
ing business deals wi th real estate se­
cur i ty has been taken eagerly, as the 
ci ty has r ighted itself and s tar ted in 
for a long period of prosperi ty. 

Yet, the condition which led the 
financial company to tu rn down a 
chance to place money here still ex­
is ts to a certain extent. A b i t t e r ex­
perience, when a whole district of the 
c i ty was deprived of i t s t enants and 
business for removal to another center, 
which was being established, may have 
given some eastern money loaners rea­
son to make complaint the burden of 
thei r t a lk concerning Minneapolis. Such 
an experience may be repeated; but . 
al tho the possibility will still exisf 
unt i l centers are more firmly estab­
lished, every determination of a site 
by some big concern tends toward elim­
inat ion of the unset t l ing feature. 

Effect of Publ ic Buildings. 

Examinat ion of old pla ts of the city 
will show tha t the block between 
Third and Four th s treets and Henne­
pin and Nicollet avenues is ^narked 
" C o u n t y B l o c k . " I t was expected a t 
-one t ime tha t the city hall and court­
house would occupy tha t site. The 
block was not far from the building 
which then served as a ci ty hall, and 
i t seemed to be m the center of the 
business section of the city, accessible 
t o all interested taxpayers . "Selfish 
i n t e r e s t s , " said an experienced real-
es ta te man, "succeeded in get t ing the 
building located away down where i t 
now s t a n d s . " 

I t is not a t all unlikely, after i t was 
generally understood tha t the county 
and city building was to be built on a 
site which was then central, t h a t a 
change did displease property owners 
who expected an appreciation from the 
erection of the new building. Money 
interests in the east which nad made 
loans on adjacent property probably re­
sented the result ing bearish movement 
of their real-estate securities when i t 
was decided to buy another site. 

When the section north of Hennepin 
and west of Washington was deprived 
of i t s t enants in a body, as i t were, in 
favor of a new market and commission 
district , laments and protestat ions were 
loud, part icular ly from property owners 
and mortgagees interested in the de­
serted region. 

Ju s t now interest centers in the 
choice of a federal building site. Prop­
e r ty owners are unsett led because they

have no idea whether a location will be 
chosen in an entirely new par t of the 
city from the point generally accepted 
as central , or whether the commission 
will choose a block in the Hennepin-
Washington avenue distr ict . They do 
not know whether public policy is to 
win out. or whether selfish land inter­
ests will exercise such a pull as to se­
cure the federal building for some point 
t ha t may or may not meet general ap­
proval. 

The Process of " S e t t l i n g . " 

Minneapolis has been a turbulent sea 
of speculation as to the future. Events 
of the past four years, however, have 
tended to produce a feeling of security 
as to the downtown business dis t r ic t 
boundaries. Business firms have been 
going thru the process of development 
rapidly and have been selecting sites 
for new buildings in which they will 
continue to do business for years. The 
city is assuming form as i t acquires age 
and solidity. 

Na tura l conditions have made i t in­
evitable t h a t certain firms of enter­
prise will occupy the r iver bank for all 
t ime. • The flour mills and factories 
which use waterpower will always line 
the river. Railroads yards have been 
clearly defined since the ci ty was 
founded, and with the exception of t he 
establishment of addit ional yards out­
side and an expansion of the exist ing 
t rackage, the encroachment on ci ty 
property has been slight. Wi th these 
fixed points to s tar t from, the whole­
sale business early accepted nor thward 
from Hennepin as i t s center. The loca­
tion was clinched when Wyman, Pa r t ­
ridge & Co. buil t i ts huge s t ructure a t 
Four th and Fi rs t avenue N, among sev­
eral a lready established houses, and by 
the erection of many wholesale build­
ings by Major C. B. Heffelfinger, includ­
ing the Nor th Star Shoe company fac­
tory. The addit ion of the Winston, 
Harper , Fisher company grocery, and 
of the Cream of Wheat building, pro­
duced a feeling of final determination 
of the wholesale site. 

The farm machinery and implement 
distr ict was one of the next to emerge 
from the chaoa The Deere & Webber 
company decided upon Eigh th avenue 
N and Washington, building an enorm­
ous warehouse building. At the same 
time, several establishments choose 
Third street S, where A. M. Wright has 
put up four b ig warehouses and where 
the J . I . Case Threshing Machine com-
panv will build. 

The financial center was one of the 
next to follow suit in an adjustment 
to conditions. Wi th the repurchase of 
i ts former building by the National 
Bank of Commerce, the selection of a 
Pi rs t avehlie S site by the Northwest­
ern National , the choice of Second ave­
nue S and Four th s treet by the Secu­
r i ty bank and the lease of a big prop­
er ty at F i r s t avenue S and F i f th street 
by the F i rs t National i t became p re t ty 
clearly settled where the financial in­
st i tut ions would hover in the future. 

Uncer ta in ty as to Retai l ing. 
I n some minds the retai l center will 

make a change from what seems now 
a definitely determined point . Exper ts 
and investors disagree as to whether 
the retai l busines will re turn to Hen­
nepin, or continue south from Fi rs t 
avenue S, whether i t will settle upon 
Seventh street or move downward m 
the direction of Washington avenue S. 

The selection of a new location a+ 
Fi rs t avenue S and above Seventh 
street by W. L. Harr is , president of 
the New England Furn i tu re and Car­
pet company, is a substant ial evidence 
of the opinion enter tained by t h a t big 
company. At the same t ime the United 
Cities Real ty company, a large hold­
ing organization of New York city, not 
long ago bought the Nicollet hotel 
property in the opinion tha t it had 
chosen an investment in a definitely 
determined center of Minneapolis. 

Whatever may be the outcome i t is 
clearly evident to the real estate oper­
ators and to investors in real ty t h a t 
Minneapolis has made great strides to­
ward a definite determination of cen-

The heat ing and l ighting 
appliances we have would distin­
guish us to be far in advance 
of other nations did these two 
i tems represent the sum tota l of our 
excellence, which they do not. More­
over, the average American is so well-
informed upon the hygiene of domes­
tic science as to make i t hardly worth 
the w r i t e r ' s while to enumerate all .the 
discoveries we have ' made therein. 
Every owner of a country house can 
tell you offhand the numerous and va­
ried requirements incident to the up-to-
date dwelling. He can make you a 
.fair diagram, showing the arrangement 
of rooms and conveniences to besrt 
serve the mechanism of a part icular 
menage. I n a general way, he can 
specify from memory the sani tary 
plumbing apparatuses, the coal and gas 
ranges, the tesselated wainscoats and 
pavements, the parquet floors, the 
electric wiring, the gas-piping, the 
necessary amount of window-space for 
l ight and ventilation, the cold storage, 
the proper sort of icebox, the dry and 
airy cellar. He has his idea about 
drainage, about various pa ten t appli­
ances, and he is continually informing 
himself still fur ther upon the subject 
of improvements heralded from year 
to year by the building t rades. So far , 
the American leads the civilized world. 

But if we choose to regard our 
achievements no longer in the light of 
a science, but as an art—because ani­
mal comfort once at tained, there arise 
numerous spiri tual and ethical consid­
erations in the building of a home 
whi^h belong purely to the realm of 
a r t — i t is then whatever pr ide the 
American is just ly enti t led to b y rea­
son of his prodigious scientific a t ta in­

I t was the inventive genius of on« 
l i t t le New York woman tha t saved t h e 
day and her reputation for amiabili ty, 
when a dear old New England aunt 
forwarded by express, prepaid, a hand­
some but ponderous mahogany bureau 
for the embellishment of a two by-four 
boudoir in an uptown' flat of infinitesi- * 
mal proportions. I t was literally an 
epoch in the domestic economy of tha t 
household, when the br ight thought 
which finally crystallized in the evolu­
tion of a fine old hall settle popped into 
the mina of the ingenious woman. In­
stead of storing the beautiful, but to 
her absolutely useless, art icle, she de­
cided to t ry an experiment. For thwi th 
the cabinetmaker, who had been her 
confidant and adviser in more serious 
domestic complications, was consulted, 
and lo atod behold, the result—a set t le 
which hospitably filled the inglenook 
by the l ibrary grate . 

F i rs t , the top drawers of the bureau 
were removed, the solid top being la ter 
utilized for the seat. Sides were left 
in tact and the upright shafts which 
flanked the drawers were left in the i r 
original s ta te , being fluted columns 
wi th richly carved capitals atod claw 
feet. 

A friend following suit was the pos­
sessor of a bureau handsomely carved 
in the acanthus leaf and pineapple de­
sign which showed up effectively in t h e 
same way. A French Empire bed wi th 
the rolling head and footboard which 
another flat dweller was obliged to give 
up for obvious reasons, made not otoly 
a hall seat but an Empire chair. 

Still a th i rd offered a variat ion in 
tha t i t was upholstered. The back and 
sides of the bureau being of imitat ion 
mahogany, the deception was satisfac­
torily concealed by an upholstery of 
green velour. The front and sides were 
carved in a stunning design of graceful 
arabesques copied from a massive old 
Spanish chair of royal Ownership, bu t 
in this case the man of the household 
happened to be clever wi th the mallet 
and chisel. Not every women is so for­
tuna te . 

All is grist tha t comes to the mill of 
the originator of this new fad, and t h e 
odd leaves of an old mahogany table 
bought a t a storehouse sale came into 
play as a foundation for a piano bench 
of the sort t ha t musicians are par t i a l 
to, a long, roomy affair which corre­
sponded in length to the kevboard of 
the piano for which i t was designed. 

Given the original ideas, an ingenious 
cabinet maker and sufficient mater ial 
of the proper sort, there is ab­
solutely no end to the ar t is t ic 
things tha t can be evolved > out 
of undesirable or cumbersome pieces 
of mahogany.
