The residence of R. F. Jones 
now stands on the property and it is 
considered one of the most commanding 
locations in the city. .' 

I t w a s a lso an.nou.nced at t h e m e e t i n g 
of the executive committee that the first 
canvass of-the congregation had brought 
forth pledges amounting to $50,000. This 
does not include several large gifts 
which have not been announced. 

Archbishop Ireland spoke with en­
thusiasm of the gift, which he said 
made him feel fof the first time that 
the procathedral Was practically a cer­
tainty. The impetus of such a magnifi­
cent gift, coming at this time, would 
make progress from this time on natural 
and comparatively easy. To the act 
of Mr. and Mrs. Donaldson, he felt, 
the city would in great measure owe 
its most splendid ornament, its grand­
est creation. He thanked Mr. Donald­
son personally, and also in behalf of 
the committee of the parish and of the 
Catholic people of the city and the 
diocese. 

Work will immediately begin upon 
the preliminary sketches" for the pro­
cathedral.

Pyrethrum Burned Will Keep Insects 
at a Distance-and Is Used to Save 
Lives of Panama Residents from 
Yellow Pever Infection — Northern 
Variety Not to Be Trusted. -

Dr. J. P. Greaves, recently returned 
from Central America, who spent four 
years in Colon as an official of the 
sanitation board, is in Minneapolis' on 
his way to Japan. Dr. Greaves exhib­
ited t p a Journal representative half a 
dozen mosquitoes enclosed, in a small 
glass tube. ' "<; ' '"' J "v'••*••;' ;• 

' ' Those little devils,' ' he commented, 
" a r e anopholes albipes, or yellow fever 
on the wing. They come out of the 
swamps in such clouds that evading 
them is out of the question. They are 
filling the hospitals of Panama at a 
rapid rate, and will continue to do 
business at the old stand until General 
Wood finds some means of cleaning 
them out. 

" I visited one of your resorts yes­
terday with some Minneapolis friends 
and observed your special brand of 
'skeeter' with some interest. They dif­
fer from these chaps in the bottle ma­
terially,- T»nt they jk.no-w how to dig just 
as hard. I told my Menda how to f ool 
mosquitoes and you ma^ print the re­
cipe we use in Panama if you like. 

"Al l . there is to it is pyrethrum. 
I t comes in a powder and you burn it. 
The stuff is a tremendous boon wher­
ever mosquitoes are troublesome. The 
powder burns slowly and an ounce will 
last four hours. You-,will1 not find a 
mosquito within 100 yards of the smoke 
that comes from pyrethrum. A voli-
tile oil does the business, killing in­
sects by asphyxia with absolute cer­
tainty. Pyrethrum is nothing more or 
less than chrysanthemum powder. The 
real scientific name of, the _ plant is 
chrysanthemum ciierariaef olium, but 
out in California, where, they ,grow i\ 
in enormous .quantities, the stuff is-
called buhach. They gather the blos-
Boms in May and June with a sort of 
rake, and dry them, after which they 
are ground in- a mill. 

" I don't know what the cost of 
pyrethrum is here, but whatever it is 
it is worth the price as an insect ex­
terminator. In ' Central America we 
burn this powder inside the, houses, 
because no matter what you do it is 
impossible to keep insects out of the 
houses. 

"You have the healthiest country 
in the world here. At the same time 
mosquitoes are not to be trusted. No­
body ought to submit tamely- to mos­
quito' bites. The insects are disease 
carriers whereveK.yeu find thein.. They 
carry malaria -and a whole lot more 
things we have not yet officially accused 
them of carrying. • But pyrethrum will 
keep your ddoryard clear of them and 
you may take my word for that. If 
you lived in a yellow fever country you 
would rather be without meat than 
pyrethrum. Some nervous people spend 
most of their pocket money on powder 
smudges." . ,**•. ..*,.
