MAN WHO ASSAULTED OFFICER
GETS HEAVY DOSE.

Patrolman Gets the Best of Two Who
Attacked Him in a Saloon, and Brings

One Into Court—Judge Follows For-
mer Action in Backing Up Folice.

Police orders are likely to be respee-
ted after a few of the hoodlums of the
town are given severe sentences in the
workhouse, in addition to a thoro drub-
bing at the hands of the officers. |

The municipal court is now working
hand in hand with the administration in
the work of teaching the rough element
a wholesome respect for the law. In
nearly every ease where a riot has b_ccn
precipitated by an arrest or an officer
assanlted, the offenders have drawn
straight sentences and such instances
are becoming rare,

In carrving out this idea, Judge C. L.
Smith this morning sentenced: William
Brodemann to the workhouse for sixty
daya for assaulting Patrolman Shelly
of the North station. Brodemann ard
o companion started trouble in a saloon
at Sixteenth avenue N and Washington,
and when the officer entered and asked
them to desist they responded by at-
tacking him. "

Shelly, however, was there for busi-
ness and after using his elub freely he
arrestéd Brodemann, altho the com-
panion escaped during the scuffle.

jrodemann was found guilty in police
court todav, and in imposing sentence
Judge Smith said:’

““1 think we will teach young men
who assault officers a lesson. The po-
lice are doing their best to keep the
city orderly, and this court proposes to
aid them.’

Two weeks ago two young men at-
tacked Patrolman Daley, of the South
station, when he ordered them away
from Eighth avenue S and Fourth street.
After a short senffle Daley brought
two bruised men to the- station, and
thev were sentenced to sixty days each.

In times past it was a common thing
for a man to resist arrest if he was
surrounded by his friends, and a riot
followed. Some of the officers had
their prisoners taken away from them,
but such officers have been let out.

For a gang of roughs to start such a
proceeding now it means a fight to the
finish in which the gang is sure to be
“,:_\rﬁf?d. On top of this the offenders
will not be allowed to pay fines, and
will be given the hardest jobs Superin-
tendent O’Donnell has to offer at the
works,

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HORSES BURN WITH BARN

ISH IN FLAMES, AND ARSON IS
SUSPECTED.

A mysterious fire in the stables of
the Diamond Fuel company at Twenty-

first avenue N gnd First street yester-
day afternocon burned five waluable |

work horses.

The fire is supposed by some to have
been started by boys smoking near a
straw stack that stood near the barn,;
altho no one saw them. John Steffles,
the barn foreman, discovered the fire

and turned in an alarm, but it gained
so much headway before the depart-
ment arrived that little could be done.

Steffles after turning in the alarm
went into the barn and cut the halter-

ropes of the eight horses. Three of
them he brought out to safety, but
the remaining five tore loose from him
as they reached the door and went
back to their flaming stalls where they
perished. Steffles scarcely had time
to escape with his own life.

The department responded quickly,
but the gay in the loft had spread the

fire beyond econtrol.

The horses were valued at $1,500
and were insured for $500. The loss
on the building, which is owned by the
Eslg.‘pond‘ Ifon works, will be about

T!:Lo fire may have been caused by
an incendiary. The Diamond Iron
works suffered from fire early in the
summer and the Diamond Sawmill was

also destroyed, causing a loss of $60.-
000. Lumber -piles were deliberately

set on fire early in June and Fire Mar-
shal Ringer and the police were busy
looking for the guilty persons. Re-
cently, however, the firing of these

places stopped and the matter was
passed over until last night. An in-

vestigation will be made.

PLANNING FOR
HOCKEY CIRGUIT

International League May Get a
Foothold in Chicago This
Year,

Calumet, Mich., July 31.—Plans for the forth-
coming winter season of the International Hockey
league will be definitely arranged at a meeting,
probably in Chieago, within a few weeks. The
meeting has been delayed pending the decision
of Chicago parties regarding the erection of a
mammoth rlok In that elty and the organization
of a hockey club there, The owners of the
White City contemplate erecting n rink to cost
FLOO.000, with o seating capacity of 10,000, and
if this Is done, Chlcage will be represented In
the Internatlonal league. p
Many eitles in the United States are willng to
enter the league if Chicago does, but the diree-

tors of the organlzation have not decided to ad-
mit any others the coming seamon. Duluth and

Hancock are planning the erection of large rinks,
and in the event of the plans maturlng, hockey
elubs will be organized and application made for
franchises in the International league. Calumet,
Plttsburg, Houghton, Saunlt Ste, Marie. Mich..
and SBault Ste. Marle, Ont., are certainties for
the other clubs. As soon as Chicago and Duluth
are admitted to the league it 18 expected that
tenms will be placed in St. Paul, Minneapolis and
possibly Philadelphia.

At the recent meeting of the league managers
in Chicago, it was decided to place a limit on the
salarles of the teams next winter, and each e¢lub
has made a deposit of $500, which is subject to
forfelture to the league if satisfactory proof
can be furnished that the agreement has been
broken.

Many of the clubs are signing plyars for next
winter now, and It 1s lkely that the coming
season wlll see some of the greatest stars oft he
great Canadian elubs with American teams. The
International league clubs, even with the new
salary, pay better wages than the Canadian
teams can afford, and consequently they procure
the fastest men on the ice.

Hod Stuart has been mentioned as a possible
candidate for playing manager and captain of
Chicago's team. The pennant for the 1004-5
championship, won by Calumet, wlill he presented

to this ity In a short time. Nearly all the mem-
bers of last year's team will be avallable for

next winter. Lavlollette has been mentloned
ns one of the wings, In case Jimmy Gardner goes
to Chicago, as reported. Gardner Is one of the
greatest wing men in the country. Mallen will
be rover next year and Strike will again be cen-
ter, if he returns from Canada.
