Siever ranks second in strike­
outs, third in point of control, second in feature 
pitching, ninth in games won and sixteenth m 
hits off delivery, his combined rank being 82, 
the lowest in the association. 

Taking all the items given in these tables 
and averaging them gives Siever, Dorner, Dough­
erty and Veil as the four leaders ln the order 
named. Taking all the items except games 
won and lost, the same four lead, but Dougherty 
is above Dorner. Dorner has won the most 
games, and he has the lowest average hits per 
game. Camnltz leads in strikeouts and Reidy 
and Martin in control. 

The best work of the past month has been 
by Dougherty, Hlckey, Goodwin, Veil, Kenna 
and Dunkle. Veil's work has been particularly 
brilliant and consistent. Siever leads In shut­
outs, wi th six to his credit. Sessions i s the 
only man wno has let down a team with one 
hit this season. Bateman and Hickey each have 
four three-hit games and Dorner and Dougherty 
each have five five-hit games. 

Goodwin has won eleven out of his last twelve 
games, Dunkle-e ight out of the last nine and 
Kenna seven out of the last eight.
