Interest cannot he collected by the
state on delinquent taxes collected from
railroads, telephone companies, and
other corporations, according to an
opinion filed with the public examiner
by Royal A. Stone, assistant attorney
general. Mr. Stone says that in ‘the
absence of a specific statute to the con-
trary taxes do not draw interest, no
matier how long they may have been
delinquent. Within the meaning of the
law, he says, a tax is not a debt, and
therefore does not draw interest.

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REACHED BEYOND
THE CITY LINITS

HOW S8T. PAUL BOOSTED 1904
BUILDING RECORD.

Total Brought Nearly Up to Minne-
apolis by Including Fort Snelling,
State Fair Grounds and State Agri-
cultural School, All ‘Outside the City
—Other Novel Methods Used.

By including the building operations
at Yort Snelling, the state %air grounds
and the state agricultural college, and
by some clever juggling of figures, St.
Paul makes a very creditable showing
in the building hne for the year 1904.
The annual report of the department of
public works for 1904, which has just
appeared here, places the total building
irt 8t. Paul for last year at $7,033,116,
or _but little less than the amount in
Minneapolis, which was $7,820,000. In
other words St. Paul purports to have
done practically as much building last
year as did the larger twin.

Jesse H. Wakeman, elerk of the Min-
neapolis department of building inspee-
tion, disputes this and points to the re-
port itself to confirm his doubts. In
the detailed statement is ineyided an
item of $511,896 for the improvements
at Fort Snelling, altho the fort is mot in
8t. Paul and not even in Ramsey coun-
ty. Minneapolis has no intention of
including the building at the fort in its
totals," altho it could do so with more
justice thar.the other twin. Other
items are the state fair grounds, $70,
456, and the state agrieultural college
and experimental farm, $42,500, neither
of which are within the corporate lim-
ist of 8t. Paul, but in the town of Rose.

Then there is an item of $819,712 for
“‘twen'ty per cent of the estimated cost
added,”” and $200,000 for ‘‘miscellane-
ous improvements for which no permits
were issued (estimated).’’

I can’t unaf;ine why any of these
five items should be included in the to-
tals,”” said Mr. Wakeman. ‘‘The
building figures of St. Paul should be
limited to_that city, as is done else-
where, and For: Snelling and other
points outside cannot properly be in-
cluded, As far as T %Xnow, the cities
do not generzlly ada anything to the
estimates given when the permits are
issued, neither do they intlude in their
totals an estimate for minor improve-
ments for which no permits are re-
quired. There is also an item of nearly
one and a quarter millions for work
on the state eapitol. There can be no

articular objection to intluding a state
Euilding’ in the figures, but it will be
news to many that $1,238,986 was spent
on the buildlu[.; last year.

““The actual number of building per-
mits issued in St. Paul was 1,657, and
the estimated cost of construction was
$3,719,330. The number of plumbing per-
mits was 1,028, and the cost $379,200.
This is no doubt a ereditable showing
for St.-Paul, but that city should not
make a elaim of doing nearly @3 much
as Minneapolis. We issued last year
4,460 bmlrfing. ermits, the figures of
cust being $6,701,965 or nearly twice as
much as St. Paul’s, and the plumbing
Bermits numbered 3,032, to cost $612,-
939, It is not the practice here to in-
clude state or federal work unless per-
mits are actually apR}ind for, which is
not always done, either do we ar-
bitrarily increase the estimated cost by
20 per ecent or any other per cent, aril
we make no estimate on minor improve-
ments unless permits are issned.’”’

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NEW JOBS FOR
THE STRIKERS

PERHAM BSAYS HE HAS PLACED
450 TELEGRAPHERS.

Declares They Will Get Higher Wages
Than the Northern Pacific or Great
Northern Is Paying—Roads Said to

Have Advanced Salaries of Station
Agents.

Four hundred and fifty telegraphers
of the Northern Pacific and Great
Northern roads were given positions in
various parts of the country by Presi-
dent Perham of the striking operators,

This is Mr. Perham’s new way . of
fighting the roads. Thru it he intends
to make good telegraphers so scarce
thruout the rorthwest that the Great
Northern and Northern Pacifie, to get
satisfactory men, will have to pay
wages even higher than demanded by
the strikers.

Mr. Perham says he has been working
on this plan for some time, and now
has an organization thruout the country
by means of which he will constantly
have calls for telegraphers at higher
wages than the Great Northern and
Northern Pacific are paying.

‘‘Every one of the 450 men I haye
:c?da,v given new positions,”’ he said,

gets a job at considerably more
money than the one he had at the time
the strike was declared. Of the 450,
150 go to western railroads, and the
others to positions not in raflroad ser-
vice. To tell where the bulk of them
will be located would be to give the
Great Northern and Northern Pacific
opportunity to follow each man up and
cause him trouble,’’

The feature of the railroad side of
the strike today was information from
Butte, Mont., and also loeally, that the
Northern Pacific and Great Northern
have considerably advanced the pay of
stationmen in order to be sure n?keen-
ing them to operate their stations in
spite of the absence of telegraphers.
No - statement could be obtained from
railroad officials, but President Perham
said _he was aware of it.

“‘T know of at least one ease,’’ said

GONFER AS T LYNDALE

PARK BOARD WILLING TO PAY
PART OF COST TO PUT STREET
IN BHAPE FOR TRAFFIC.

It is estimated by City Engineer
Andrew Rinker that it will eost about
$20,000 to put Lyndale avenue in first-
class condition. This work will include
the repairing of the old macadam, grad-
ing the street to a proper crown and
surfacing it with crushed trap rock.
The estimate was made today at the
%umt. meeting between committees of
he park board and city council, to ne-
gotiate for the transfer of Lyndale
avenue to the eity.

The three park commissioners at the
conference thought this sum was more
than the board could afford for the
privilege of being relieved of Lyndale
avenue. In addition to assessments
against the abutting property the board
has expended about #$50,000 'on that
thorofare. It was constructed as a
parkway, and when opened as a traffic
road by the dietum of the ecourts, it
was almost ruined by heavy traffie.

The aldermen of the third and tenth
wards are willing to use ward funds
for maintaining the street in repair if
a transfer was made, but they declared
today that the funds were inadequate
to place it in first-class condition, as
suggested by the city engineer,

‘0 action was taken today, as there
was not a full attendance, but the sub-
jeet will be taken up at a later meet-

ng.

%t is believed that a satisfactory com-

romise will be effected. The park

oard has expressed a willingness to
improve Lyndale avenue, but the com-
missioners say the board should not be
called upon for an appropriation of
more than $8,000 or $10,000. They argue
that it is unjust to require the board
to build a traffic street for the city, in
view of the large sums already devoted
for that purpose.

If a man onece accepts public charity
it deprives him of his right to vote.

As the Associated Charities of Min-
neapolis expeet to run a wood vard .in
partnership with the Union City mis-
sion this winter, Mr. Marchbanks was
closely questioned.
