Swamp Lands in Beltrami Can Be Re-
deemed Economically.

BEMIDJI, MINN.—C. 0. Espe of Stu&:rtle':ri
who hus studfed the swamp lands of Beltram!
county carefully, wakes the following luterest-
ing statement in regard to dralnagé:

““The swamp lands of Beltraml county are all
high lands, most of them belug the real sources
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of the numerous streams which rise in this
county. By reason of this fact, dralnage can
be piished 1u Beltrami county much more

economically than In any of the countles of the
Ited Hiver walley. When the dralnage survey,
unuthorlzed by the leglslgture last winter, is
completed, it will show that the ditches which
must be dug in Beltrami county will be com-
paratively few and that the expense will not
exceed one-third of that in other countles of
the state, The highest lands in the state lie
in this country and a good proportlon of these
are now swamos; shot ditches will make every
one of these swamps rich tilable land.'

 LUMBER HOLD UP

SALES OF INTERIOR MILLS ARE
SIMPLY ENORMOUS. ¢

The East Is Taking All the Stock It
Can Get and the Movement from
Duluth and Superior Harbors Is as
Heavy as in Times Past—Large Lots
Cleaned Up.

Duluth, Minn.,, Aug. 17.—Lumber shipments
are very btavy, more so than expected by
those who have not been in closest touch:with
the iminense sales of interfor mills. The amount
of lumber avallable by distinetively deep-water
mills—that is, those on the harbor front' of
Duluth apd Superlor—is growing less, and, s
smuller this summer than In many years, and
this fact bhas led most persons Interested In the
trade to think shipments from here would fall
off correspondingly. “But the esales of lnterlor
mills to the cpst are enormous,

There are ftive large vessels loading at the
docks of the Duluth, Missabe & Northern road
at this elty, all lumber from the Brooks-Scanlon
mills at Scanlon. The yards of the Northern
I'aclfic today are full of lumber tralns from the
Weyerhaeuser mills at Cloguet, and very ocom-
pany of the three there s represented. There
are stendy end heavy ehlpments down the Mls-
sabe line from Virginia mill, amounting to about
400,000 feet a day, and the docks at Two Har-
bors are now handling from the mills of the
Full Luke and Tower Lumber companles about
350,000 feet dally. The St. Croix mill expected
to enter thls trade this year, but declded not
to do so at the last moment, and is still selllng
its éntire stork thru a well-known Minuveapolis
broker for the southwest.

Shipments from the head of the lake are now
amounting to about 70,000,000 feet a month,
and out of Lake Superior there s golng east-
ward the great total of, from 125,000,000 to
140,000,000 feet;” for July It was 145,403,000
feet. Of this half is from Duluth,

Sales are swall, for the simple reason that
all large lots have been cleaned up and there
18 little but odds and ends for the buyer. As
the sesson advances this will be changed some-
what, new lumber coming on the market iIn
wome guantity, “So nearly all the mills have sold
pretty well up U7 the close of navigation. There
are some Inquijes for next year, and the
product of a mudl or two I8 closed out for
severa], years to come at fgood prices. All
sellers are talking stiff figures, tho there Is
little change for the past month. They quote
No. 3 and better at $20.

A few days ago a large raft of wood was de-
livered at Grand Marals. This was more or
less of an experlment, as It has been thought
that green spruce was too heavy to raft well,
and jthat much of the wood would be lost, es-
pecially In case of any heavy weather; but this
raft was handled without loss of any kind.
