Arlvale of creamery butter continue to run 
•lightly under the call. This has lent a strong 
sentiment to all top grades, and indications 
point toward an advancing market. This un­
doubtedly •would have developed locally the past 
week if eastern points had not felt the de­
pressing influences of heavy withdrawals of 
storage goods at those markets. Quite a bunch 
of the butter coming in during the past week 
has shown defects due to the rank growth of 
weeds, and this has caused some offerings of 
firsts lower than is usually the case. The call for 
low grades 4s not as active as formerly, but is 
of sufficient proportions to hold paying pricea 
to a firm basis. 

The egg situation has been somewhat de­
pressed, owing to rather heavy offerings con­
sidering the outlet, while the average quality 
is so poor as to make the storing of them out 
of the question. Arrivals from country points 
are running fully 25 per cent heavier than a 
year ago. Some stock is being withdrawn from 
coolers, but not in large enough quantities to 
particularly cut off the demand for fresh ar­
rivals. 

The cheese market is showing good activity. 
Low grades are keeping well sold out, and the 
fall trade is quite likely to feel the good ef­
fects of having these makes out of the way. 

Both young and old chickens close the week 
•with lower prices than at the opening. Demand 
is of fair proportions, but not large enough to 
take care of arrivals readily, and prices hava 
had to be shaded in order to encourage consump­
tion. Ducks, turkeys and geese are in fair re­
quest, but large quantities are not needed. 

Potatoes are holding steady. There is a large 
movement out on carlots. Cabbage advanced 
the first of the week owing to light offerings, 
but later sagged back to former figures. There 
is a good outlet for red globe onions, and as the 
crop is a fine one this year many cars will go 
out the next 60 days. 

The apple outlook is in a rather unsettled 
condition. From present indications there will 
not be a large amount of fancy stock, and grow­
ers of fruit in those few districts favored with 
really desirable stock are anticipating a nice 
little bunch of money for their crop. At pres­
ent there is a fair supply of the early varieties, 
but the quality on the average is not all that 
could be desired. As only the finest goods can 
go out on shipping orders, this has caused high 
prices to rule on best selections and a compara­
tively low range on medium and poor grades. 
Fancy crabs are selling well, but there is the 
nsual oversupply of common fruit that never 
ought to have been forwarded to market. 

Best sizes of oranges continue to advance in 
i price. The supply of fruit is still ample to 
answer all requirements If buyers are not too 
particular as to the sizes wanted. Lemons are 

•" up to ?9 per box for the best, and the offerings 
'in sight are moderate. Bananas hold to former 
Hgures, with receipts running more regular. 

Receipts of western fruits are much heavier 
and values are on a more reasonable basis. The 
arrivals from Michigan of a good quality of 
peaches and pears had some influence in cutting 
down values on westerns. New York Bartlett 
pears are also in good supply and in great favor 
at the prevailing price of $6 per brl. 

Melons are down to a popular basis. "Water­
melons are selling at same price as a week 
ago. Muskmelons are much lower, homegrown 
selling at $1.25 per bu, with western in crates 
jobbing around $2.75.

Sioux City Stock Yards, Sioux City, Iowa, 
Sept. 2.—Receipts were only fairly liberal this 
week, and fell short of last week by close to 
1,000 head. Supplies have been more evenly 
distributed each day, which resulted in a great 
measure in prices being well maintained, and 
in fact, at the close of the week, prices were 
right up with the advance of last Wednesday. 
Fat cattle comprised a liberal share of the 
week's marketing, and all grades showed an 
advance. Dry fed cattle have been scarce and 
close the week about 25c higher, while other 
grades are 15@20c higher than last week's low 
time. The packers have been eager buyers, 
and have taken care of each day's receipts in 
good shape. Dry fed beeves sold from $4.60 to 
$5.25 and the range beeves from $3.35 to $3.65. 
Dry fed butcher stock sold from $3 to $4 and 
grassers from $2.25 to $3. More cattle are need­
ed by the packers, and prices paid this week 
have been right in line with other points. 

The condition of the stocker and feeder mar­
ket has been also satisfactory, and, with an 
increased demand, an impetus has been given 
to the trade. Feeders of desirable weight have 
been in demand and values ruled 10@15c high­
er on steers averaging 900 to 1,200 pounds, sell­
ing at $3.50 to $3.85. The 700 and 900 steers 
ranged from $2.75 to $3.40, and were bought up 
readily at a good strong figure with last week's 
best time. The yearlings and inferior grade of 
stockers were the hardest cattle to move, but 
the light marketing was handled on a basis of 
steady with last week, with sales $2.50@3.25. 
Stock heifers were in limited supply, showing no 
change with last week, with sales at $2@2.50. 
The yard traders have not had sufficient cattle 
at their disposal in the feeder line, and orders 
are unfilled. A good active trade is looked for 
and, with a good clean-up in the yards, the 
dealers will be eager buyers for receipts the 
coming week. 

Hogs—The week'B trade has been disastrous to 
the shippers, and the packers have taken ad­
vantage of a fair run of hogs at aU points 
and a light shipping demand to break values. 
The market here closes the week with hogs 
selling from $5.40 to $5.70 and the bulk of 
the sales at $5.50 to $5.60, which is close to 25c 

•lower than last week's close. The most of this 
decline has taken effect since Wednesday. The 
packers are very bearish in the hog situation, 
and a still further decline can be expected.

South St. Paul,' Sept 2.—Receipts of live­
stock at the South St. Paul market for the 
first days of this week totaled 13,341 cattle, 
1,230 calves, 5,897 hogs and 16,627 sheep, as 
compared with 12,040 cattle, 1,071 calves, 6,179 
hogs and 10,715 sheep last week and 9,427 cat­
tle, 945 calves, 5,200 hogs and 15,581 sheep in 
the corresponding week of last year. 

Cattle receipts were liberal the first two days, 
and while the number dropped considerably to­
wards the close, the total here was in excess of 
last week and the corresponding week of last 
year. Arrivals included a large share of western 
range cattle, some of which were billed thru. 
The quality of the range stuff on sale was gen­
erally very good, and top prices were made by 
some bunches of good steers and cows. Native 
offerings were moderate the first two days, but 
dropped off towards the close of the week, there 
being ha'rdly enough later on to test values. 
Receipts of cattle were heavy at all leading 
market points, and as a result there were de­
clines. Best beef and butcher cattle were not 
quotably changed here during the week, values 
remaining about steady, but the common me­
dium cows, which constituted the bulk of the 
native cattle on offer, were week to a dime 
lower than the preceding week. A one-head 
sale of a grain-fed steer at $5.50 indicates 
what packers here are willing to pay for good 
beef when it conies here. There has been noth­
ing like that here for some time, but demand 
is very strong and a ready outlet is assured for 
It when it comes. Veal calves advanced 25c, 
top reaching $5.25. Butoher and bologna bulls 
were slow and about steady. 

Stockers and feeders showed up better this 
week than they have for several months, de­
mand being strong and there being cattle here 
that buyers were willing to bid briskly on. The 
result was that some choice heavy feeders went 
up to $4. Many very good loadB changed hands 
at prices ranging from $8.50 to $8.90, and de­
mand was stronger than' supply was able to 
meet. There were a large number of outside 
buyers here the first two days, and the market 
was active and brisk./ Towards the close of 
the week receipts dropped off and buyers de­
parted. The market then ruled quiet, while 
the common medium grades of steers, which at 
no time were more than steady, showed a ten­
dency to be draggy. Yard dealers, however, 
were good buyers, and stuff was kept moving 
at about steady prices. Feeding bulls were 
slow and about steady. 

Hog prices were steady the first days of the 
week, but toward the close were on the down 
grade, values breaking fully 20c In two days. 
Declines were caused by the lower level of 
prices at eastern markets, tho offerings were 
light here and demand continued as strong as 
at any time. Chicago prices have been going 
down, and they have had a tendency to cause 
breaks at competitive points. The quality of 
offerings was generally fair, altho there were 
a number of good and choice loads on sale. The 
prices held over the $6 mark until yesterday, 
when the top was $5.95. Before the declines 
the bulk sold from $5.85 to $5.95, and later 
from $5.65 to $5.75, 

Sheep receipts showed a considerable Increase 
over last week, a big share of arrivals going 
to feed lots. Demand for feeders and killers 
is strong at this point, and buyers are taking 
everything coming and are looking for more. 
Prices showed no breaks, sheep values being 
called steady to strong and spring lambs ad­
vancing 10@15c. The quality of native offer­
ings has been generally good.

New York, Sept. 2.—The big men, not the 

so-called lambs, have made the present stock 
market. No such general participation of the 
outside public as in 1901—or for that matter, 
1902—has been seen, and yet prices average 
higher. Ever since 1902 it has been the big 
speculators who have occupied the center of the 
stage, taking the brunt of the 1903 slow panic 
—which reduced many of them to the ranks— 
and the fruits of the subsequent unexampled 
recovery. Today, flushed with their success, the 
future seems golden-lined, a belief based on 
bumper crops, large bank clearings, record* 
breaking railroad earnings and business proa* 
perlty. The highly satisfactory state of the iron 
and steel Industry, the barometer of trade, is 
alluded to, the big combine having all its mills 
full of orders for a long time to come. The 
concentration of railroad control in a compara­
tively few hands, which has worked such won­
ders in the anthracite coal industry, Is expected 
to bring like results in other directions. In a 
word, the natural exuberance accompanying good 
times, present and prospective, is making itself 
felt. 

The peace conference, of course, has been the 
Immediate factor in the market. Changes from 
day to day were bullish or bearish, according 
as Europe and this country interpreted the out­
look. Inferences, however, were oftentimes in. 
utter lack of harmony with Portsmouth advices, 
where both Japanese and Russian dignitaries, 
insistently proclaimed the probable failure ot* 
negotiations. London and the continent, how­
ever, had hopes for a settlement in President 
Roosevelt's unceasing friendly urging of St. 
Petersburg and Tokio to make concessions. Possi­
bly London optimism at times when Wall street 
saw no glimmer of light was due to a know­
ledge that pressure in the shape of a refusal 
to furnish further sinews of war might be effect­
ive where friendly suggestions would fail. The 
big financiers of the world were determined that 
peace must be arranged, and their influence was 
potent. The eastern conflict, serious as it was 
to the participants, did not serve any good 
purpose, at least In the later stages, and the 
moneyed powers were anxious that it should 
cease immediately. They consequently worked 
hard toward that end.

One who does not love Lawson has this to say 
about bis latest fulmination: "The keynote of 
the Lawsonian plaint is that 'enormous quanti­
ties of the metal, copper, are in the hands of 
stock gamblers'—hence 'the price of copper, 
the metal, will break suddenly to a very low 
figure.' A moment's examination of any re­
liable statistical publication will convince Law-
son's followers that his initial statement is 
wholly fallacious. The world's visible supply 
of crude copper, which In January last amounted 
to about 50,000 tons, has, notwithstanding the 
constant increase in the production of the metal, 
dwindled month by month, until -ftday it has 
reached the vanishing point and for all practi­
cal purposes may be considered as non-existent. 
Much has been sought to be made of certain 
alleged reserves of copper, which writers friend­
ly to the bear pool in the metal market have 
assumed exist in Shanghai, but an examination 
of the export movement to China will convince 
any dispaesionate mind that this reserve of 
copper in Shanghai is more specious than real. 
The export movement to' China began with the 
Russo-Japanese war, and has continued unin­
terruptedly ever since. 

"The world lost sight Of a considerable quan­
tity of this copper after,'it reached China, and 
upon the absence of tangible evidence as ip its 
final disposition' is pasf>d 'the theory that it is 
being held to await' a' further advance in the 
market. Only banking institutions of the first 
importance would be able to undertake the reck­
less, and well-nigh hopeless, speculation of 
Carrying this vast amount, of copper for months 
and it is1 a significant fact that supporters of 
this theory have never given, suggested, even 
tentatively, the name of any Institution or in­
dividual as the possible financial backer of this 
gigantic copper deal. 

"Is it not mote reasonable to believe, in 
consonance with nine-tenths of the mqtal trade, 
that a. large proportion of the copper which 
we have been exporting to China ultimately 
found its way to Japan, where it was utilized 
for military and naval purposes, incidental to 
the war? And does not this theory gain ad­
ditional force from the well-known fact that the 
Japanese copper mines ceased production when 
the war began, at identically the time that 
China began to draw the supply of copper re­
quired for her metallic currency and other pur­
poses from us?" 

The Big Crops. 

Bountiful crops of every description seem,to 
be% assured. A representative of a large west­
ern concern, which makes a specialty of keeping 
in closest touch -with the crop situation, says 
that the greater part of the wheat in the lead­
ing producing states has already been cut, and 
that the corn prospects are fully as good as 
has heretofore been expected. With peace as­
sured by tho successful conclusion of the labors 
of the Portmouth conference, market Interest 
is centering more and more in the daily bul­
letins from the wheat and corn belts. Some of 
these are conflicting, but, generally speaking, 
the crops are believed to be large and practically 
safe, , 

The anthracite stocks are in a magnificent 
position. The trouble ahead of them, as has 
been perfectly well known for a year, will come, 
if at all, next April, when the matter of wages 
must be adjusted with about 850,000 working-
men, of whom possibly 150,000 may be well or­
ganized. President Mitchell has come out very 
flatly that there must be a strict eight-hour 
day, or else mining In Pennsylvania will stop 
abruptly. Possibly he threatens more than he 
can fulfill. At all events, the stocks Immediate­
ly concerned do not show any signs of weakness 
outside of ordinary fluctuations.
