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W CHINESE TORTURE 

' AND KILL FRIESTS 
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Anti-Foreign Outbreak in South 
t China Is Marked by 
[ Bloodshed. 
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Victoria, B. C, Sept. 4.—Advices 
were received from Peking by the 
Bteamer Athenian that the uprising of 
the Kalohus, an organization similar 
to the Boxers, is assuming serious pio-
portions in southern Shansi. The m-
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surgents have burned many govern­
ment offices and vamens. 

Imperial troops, several thousand 
strong, consisting of cavalry, infantry 
and artillery, were sent on Aug. 6 to 
put down the insurrection, but were 
repulsed. 

Several high officials have been killed 
in Tai Yuan Lu, and it is reported that 
some missionaries have also been killed. 
The foreigners in the section were tak­
ing refuge in the government yamens. 

Priests Tortured. 
In YUIL Nan not only were churches 

destroyed and looted, sacred vessels be­
ing carried away, but in many districts 
French priests were cruelly tortured 
and killed. Twelve mission houses 
along the Soko were burned and in the 
outlying districts, where there were 
few foreigners, not a vestige of church 

property remained. 
The refugees stated that the upris­

ing was due to a general antiforeign 
movement spreading thru the south of 
China. 

Boycott Weakens." 
While the boycott is serious there 

are signs of weakening. I t was said 
that merchants seek to deal surrepti­
tiously with Americans and cases are 
quoted where contracts have been made 
and antedated to July 18, when the 
boycott began.
