Walter Scott, Liberal, Invited to
Form a Cabinet for the New
Province,

Regina, Bask., Sep. 6.—Seen late last
night by a news representative, Walter

Motherwell ran twice for
North Qu'ApJ)elle. but. in neither in-
stance succeeded in saving his deposit,
altho he has come to the front lately
as president of the Territorial Grain
association. It is doubtful whether he
could be elected in any Saskatchewan
constituency. o3

no announcement as yet, as the cabinet
is still in process of formation. 'He
added that it would be several days
before he issues a statement as to his
policy.
