A (Qivil 8ervice Dodge. _
The politicians of New York sit up
nights to find ways and means of beat-
ing the civil service law. The Boston
Herald has frequently exposed one of
the best schemes of the statesmen, one
by whieh a certain Dr. Hale, who took
a civil‘service examination, was de-
frauded of the honors and emoluments
which were his due, and a politician
who was ‘‘right’’ succeeded to the
¢ Dr. Hale took
his grievance to the supreme court and
has recently obtained a decision ousting
his © competitor and recognizing his
rights.

The facts as brought out on the trial
of the case are that Dr. Hale passed
a civil-service examination held for su-
perintendent and assistant superintend-
ent of public baths, and was third on
the eligible list. One Worstell, who al-
ready held a subordinate position in
the department as an attendant, was
seventh on the list, and one Murphy,
another subordinate, came out with a
standing that made him seventeenth in
rank.

When it eame time to make the ap-
pointments, Dr. Hale, tho highest of
the eligibles, did not get any considera-
tion. By a clever ‘¢ transfer’’ Worstell
was made assistant superintendent and
quickly promoted to superintendent.
Murphy was likewise transferred and
made assistant superintendent®as soon
as Worstell was promoted.

After a full trial, Dr. Hale has now
secured a deeision in Judge Gaynor’s
court, and Worstell and Murphy are to
be ousted.

In the absence of a civil-service law,
the method by which Worstell and Mur-
phy were promoted might have been
the proper ome. They were subordin-
ates. If they were competent subor-
dinates, they were entitled to promo-
tion. But with the law strietly en-
foreed, their rights were inferior to
those of a man who had no connection
with the department, but who was
eligible to go over their heads because
he had answered some, perhaps fancy,
questions hetter than they.

The politicians tried to get past the
civil-service law, but they failed in this
instance because:; Dr. Hale defended his
rights. But how many times do they
succeed, and how many people are t}'nt-
ting about taking ecivil-service examina-
tions and waiting for appointments
which will never comef?

The Graft of War.

X depréssing instance of the univer-
s?lity of corruption in Russian offieial
circles, comes from Port Arthur, When
General' Nogi captured the place he
demanded an inventory of all the pub-
lic stores, which was furnished by
Stoessel. Almost immediately discrep-
ancies in'the accounts began to appear.
While it had been reported to the czar
that there was not a ton of coal for
the ships at Port Arthur to make an-
other sortie, there was found 150,000
tons of good Cardiff coal on hand. The
explanation is that whenever a ship
emerged from Port Arthur she was ro-
ported as having taken on from one to
two thousand tons more of coal than
she actually carried. Whenever a suf-
ficient graft fund had been ‘ accumu-
lated by these false reports, the sur-
plus was sold to dealers, and by them
resold to the government. The wvast
store of coal found by General Nogl
would, in due course, have been 'gold
back to the Russian government, tho
it had already paid for it,"and the sales
officers would have divided with the
purchasers. -

. This' seems bad enough even in Rus:
sia, but when it is known that the
same thing was dome in South Africa
by British officers and made the subject
of. a searching inquiry by a royal com-
mission, one may realize to what depths
men may fall who are engaged in what
is known as the honorable profession.

Rapid City, Sept. 11.—The opinion is
becoming _wei’l ounded in this city
that Rapid will be the terminus. for the
Milswaukee railroad and that Deadw
will have a branch line from Pactola.
