Again today Minneapolis waa able to show up 
so good a cash w h e a t demand "that, against 
heavy receipts , the market not onfy fai led to 
decline, but even did better than yesterday dur­
ing the early part of the session. Sellers or 
smutty w h e a t found i t hard to g e t sat i s factory 
prices, and millers would not pay up for i t , 
hut good sound mil l ing wheat .moved all right. 
No. 1 northern was 2@3c over, a l tho 2MsC over 
w a s about as high as the millers would pay 
unless the lot w a s very choice. No. 2 northern 
w a s l @ 2 c under and No. 3 from 74c to 7<c, 
No. 4 sel l ing all the way from GSc to 74c. Some 
outside mil l ing demand s t i l l remained from Mon­
day. Elevator companies were wi l ing to pay 
l % c over for No. 1 northern and l ^ c under 
for No. 2, but the millers bought most of the 
wheat in the early business. Shipments of 
62,150 barrels flour, a larger quantity than 
has moved out on any one day for -a large 
t ime, and the report of the start ing up of more 
mil ls , was an important influence for price main­
tenance. The country also sent in some moie 
threshing returns that were low, but most of 
them came from local i t ies known to be less 
rpomising than the average, and so their effect 
was lost . The i t looked at an increase of 
223,000 bu- in local stocks and receipts this 
morning of 555 cars compared wi th 252 a year 
ago today, and went s low on the buying side. 
Predict ions of piobable showers for the north­
w e s t tonight and Thursday had l i t t l e effect, the 
general feel ing being that the movement is on 
i n earnest and is l ike ly to hold up, even wi th 
a l i t t l e unfavorable weather. Duluth got 138 
cars compared w i t h 85, but Chicago again fe l l 
off w i t h only 31 against 132. St Louis re­
ceived 82,000 bu against 108,000 and Kansas 
p i t y 154,000 against 208,000.
