Relations With Banks and Trust 
Companies Swell the Insur­

ance Coffers.

(•„-. i "Washington, Sept. 14.—Gossip regard­

ing the chairmanship of the house com­
mit tee on appropriat ions continues to 
1 evolve around the name of Repre­
senta t ive McCleary of Minnesota, and 
recently has t aken a more favorable 
turn , so far as McCleary is concerned. 
I t is now the ta lk tha t Colonel " P e t e " 
Hepburn of Iowa could have the place, 
bu t t h a t he prefers to remain a t the 
head of the impor tan t committee on 
in te r s ta te and foreign commerce, whose 
work he has made a special s tudy for 
many years. H e p b u r n ' s refusal of the 
position is said to throw the speaker 
back upon McCleary. t , 

Should McCleary be appointed, it is 
said, the speaker will provide for sev­
eral republican floor leaders, picking 
out the men best fitted for t h a t work. 
Such a course would meet the serious 
objection to McCleary, t ha t he is not 
readv enough in the running debate 
of the house to meet promptly and 
vigorously the inevitable crossfire of 
questions" from both sides of the cham­
ber . Wi th several able assis tants , how­
ever, there would be no danger of the 
commit tee ' s fai l ing to make i t s argu­
ments felt . „ , _ 

This proposed policy of several floor 
leaders would t ake away some of the 

Srest ige of Eepresenta t ive Payne ot 
Few York, chairman of t h e ways and 

means committee. 
Other Problems for Speaker. 

While the appropr ia t ions committee 
chai rmanship is the most troublesome 

Problem confronting the speaker, he 
as his t roubles wi th the committees 

on nava l affairs and postoffices and 
pos t roads. The former was led in the 
l as t congress by Representa t ive .boss 
of Chicago, who, it is felt, has not 
measured fully up to the opportunit ies 
of the place. There is a general de­
mand for a reorganizat ion of the com­
mit tee , so t h a t i t mav contain abler 
men. Some such progiam is in the 

f >eaker's mind, and he may displace 
oss as chairman. 
The chief t rouble wi th t h e house com­

mi t tee on postoffices and post roads is 
t h a t i t s chairman, Representat ive Over-
s t reet of Indiana , did not come up to 
expectat ions during the debates grow­
ing out of t he postoffice invest igat ions 
several years ago. This committee is 
also in need of a general working over, 
so a s to eliminate some of the weak 
men who have come up to impor tant 
places on i t th ru the automatic opera­
t ion of t he rule of s emon tv . 

Sha rp ' s Re-election Likely. 
I t seems quite likely t h a t the demo­

cra t ic members of the house will re­
elect Representa t ive John Sharp Wil­
l iams of Mississippi to the position ot 
minor i ty floor leader, a post which he 
filled wi th so much abi l i ty and energy 
in the fifty-eighth congress. Mr. Wil­
l iams, however, has arraved against him 

I a very respectable minori ty of his own 
* p a r t y . I t s opposition, however, seems 

unl ikely to crystallize, and even if crys­
tal l ized, it can hardly accomplish his 
defeat , especially since he wan t s the 
place again. Repiesenta t ive H ? y of 
Virginia has announced t h a t he will not 
again b e a candidate for the post of 
chai rman of the democratic caucus of 
t h e house, and in all probabi l i ty he 
wil l be succeeded by Representa t ive 
H e n r v of Texas. The two places jus t 
named having gone to southern demo­
crat ic membeis , i t is probable t h a t t h e 
nex t chairman of the democratic con­
gressional committee will be Represen­
t a t ive Jacob Rupper t of Tammany, a 
millionaire brewer of New York city, 
popular wi th his house associates. These 

j are all the positions of importance t h a t 
I t h e minori ty will have to fill. 

Rupper t an Unknown Quant i ty . 

I I t i s not known how good a chai iman 
of the congressional committee R^pre-

I senta t ive Rupper t will make He has 
5 money, and no doubt would_ be able to 
! secure fair ly l iberal contributions t o 
. t he next campaign fund. 4side from 

this , it is not figured tha t he will amount 
t o a great deal. As a member of con­
gress he has not taken high rank, and 
aside from his social qualities, is un­
known here. 

John Sharp Williams, if re turned to 
h i s old place, will have some difficulty 
in filling a vacant place on the ways 
and means committee wi thout exci t ing 
crit icism. Representa t ive Cooper of 
Texas, long a democratic member of 
t h a t committee, was defeated for re­
flection last fall, and the Texas dele-
f^ation has uni ted in the request t h a t 

epresentat ive Randell of t h a t s t a t e 
3 recommended to the speaker for t he 

•Vacancy. Mr. Will iams, however, is 
Believed to favor Representa t ive Sulli­
v a n of Massachuset ts . The south will 
insis t t h a t i t is ent i t led to th i s place, 
and if Mr. Will iams should fail i t , 
t he re will be a merry old t ime in the 
democrat ic camp—for a minute . 

Wil l Make Capi ta l of Tariff. 

I t is said to be the purpose of the 
democrats in congress next win te r to 

' m a k e capi tal out of the tariff situa­
t ion . They will emphasize the revi­
sion and reciprocity a t t i t ude of the 
pres ident and in every way t r y to 
jjaake the tariff a leading issue in the 
1906 campaign. They will also t r y to 
ge t credi t for support ing the adminis­
t r a t i o n ra te-making program. The de­
fea t of rai l road legislation would thus 
p u t into< the i r hands a club of consid-

-e rab le size and s t rength . Wi th such 
an advan tage , they believe t h a t they 
•would enter the off vear campaign wi th 
a chance of winning the house and 
t h u s blocking republican progress in 
t h e congress immediately preceding 
t h e nex t pies ident ia l campaign. 

New York. Sept. 14.—The relations 
of insurance companies wi th banks and 
t rus t companies were taken up when, 
the insurance invest igat ion was opened 
today. The first witness was Freder ick 
Cromwell, t reasurer of the Mutua l Life 
Insurance company, who continued his 
explanations or syndicate operations in 
which the Mutua l Life par t ic ipated. 

Balances of from $7,000,000 to $10,-
000,000 mainta ined in the Nat iona l 
Bank of Commerce of New York in 
1904 were explained by Mr. Cromwell, 
who said the reason for keeping such 
large sums a t t h a t b a n k was t h a t 
the bank paid the company 2 per cent 
interest , while the insurance company 
could not have loaned the money on 
call a t t h a t rate.. Mr. Cromwell de­
nied these balances were kep t there 
to help the Nat iona l Bank of Com­
merce make money.

Winnipeg, Man., Sept. 14.—Discussing 

the proclamation of the dominion gov­
ernment t a k i n g away the dis t r ic t of 
Keewat in from the government of Man­
i toba and adding i t to t h e Nor thwest 
Terr i tor ies , a member of t he provincial 
government today said t h a t no con­
demnation of the act was too strong. 
He said: 

' ' When the t ime arr ives for Keewat in 
to be reannexed to us an a t t empt will 
be made to modify our school system, 
as suggested by Mgr. Sbare t t i . The in­
tent is manifest . This last act in an­
nexing Keewat in to the terr i tor ies is 
the crowning deed in the conspiracy. 
The intent ion is to use i t as a bludgeon 
in d ic ta t ing te rms in event of any prov­
ince contiguous to Keewat in making 
application for an increased area. 

" A s regards Mani toba, I voice the

needed. Mr. Cromwell said t h a t la ter , 
when the market r a t e for money on 
call was 3Vo per cent, the Mutua l 
L i fe ' s deposit was still kep t in the 
Nat iona l Bank of Commerce a t 2 per 
cent. 

I t was brought out t h a t the Mutua l 
Life owns 36,088 shares of t he stock of 
the Nat ional Bank of Gommerce. 

The relations of the* Mutua l Life 
wi th the t rus t companies were touched 
upon. Mr Cromwell detailed the con­
nection of his company wi th the Tit le 
Guarantee & Trust company. 

Reaped by Millions. 

" W e thought th is company a par t ic­
ularly good investment a t the t i m e , " 
said he, " s o we took $1,120,000 of i t s 
shares. On th is we have drawn $1,-
220.000. These shares, therefore, cost 
us less than nothing. They are now 
selling a t over 600 (par value $100). 
We n'ow hold $500,000 of th is stock a t 
par . We keep $500,000 on deposit 
t h e r e . " 

A s ta tement showing the ra te per 
cent paid by various t rus t companies to 
the Mutua l Life, was given to Mr. 
Hughes. "(Now I find," said Mr. 
Hughes, " t h e Mutual company is only 
for ty first in the list_ of t rus t compa­
nies, according to the interest they earn 
as assets. Can you explain why, wi th 
all your facili t ies for syndicates and 
other operations, you cannot earn 
m o r e ? " 

Mr. Cromwell said t h a t as the com­
pany invested only in first-class securi­
t ies, it could not get the highest r a t e 
of interest . I t had only $5,000,000 in 
foreclosed property, whereas i t had ac­
quired proper ty now worth $33,000,000 
at a cost of $18,000,000." The large 
prof i t t h u s e a r n e d t h r u r i s e i n v a l u e s 
more thaw made up for any apparent 
loss th ru low i n t e r e s t , " said Mr. Crom­
well, i 

Mr. Cromwell was asked how far t he 
Guarantee Trust company was depend­
ent upon association wi th the Mutual . 

' ' The t rus t company is helped b y 
the assoc ia t ion , " said Mr. Cromwell. 
" I f i t ceased, no one can say what 
would happen, bu t I th ink the value 
would be mainta ined. The ma t t e r of t he 
managership of the subsidiary t rus t 
companies by the Mutua l Life is not a 
ma t t e r t h a t has been concealed. I t is 
all s t a ted in our books and the relat ions 
thereof are spread upon our r e c o r d s . " 

t 
Mr. Hughes I s Curious. 

" O t h e r life insurance compan ie s , " 
said Mr. Hughes, " d o not use t rus t 
companies, and make more money. I 
want to find out wha t exact value these 
companies are to y o u . " 

Mr. Cromwell repl ied: " W e have 
$240,000,000 of personal securities and 
there is not one t h a t is not pay ing in­
teres t . We could lend, no doubt, a 
great deal of money at 5 per cent, bu t 
not safely—and safety is our main con­
cern. The western companies can quite 
l ikely lend money on mortgages in Mil­
waukee and other places wi th absolute 
safe ty at 5 per cent, but we cannot 
here. Then we charge our policy­
holders only 5 per cent on our loans, 
while other companies charge 6 per 
c e n t . " 

Mr. Hughes then elicited from the 
witness t h a t the Mutua l Life received 
Sy2 per cent interest on debentures 
t aken from the Uni ted Statee Mortgage 
& Trust company, tho the l a t t e r 
loaned money on mortgages a t 4 per 
cent. The difference went to the t rus t 
company. 

J ames 1VL Beck, counsel for the Mu­
tua l Life , in te r rup ted by saying t h a t 
the Mutua l Life had the personal 
guarantee of the t rus t company beyond 
i te debenture besides the value of the 
securit ies against which they are is­
sued. 

Mr. Hughes remarked : " T h e person­
al guaran tee of the t rus t company of 
which the Mutua l is itself o n e - h a l f ? " 
H e elicited the fact t h a t the Mutua l 
had a committee to wa tch the t r u s t 
company. 

" W h y d o n ' t vou loan direct ly your­
self, t h e n ? " asked Mr. Hughes. ' 

" B e c a u s e we don ' t loan on real es­
t a t e securi t ies; we have not the ma­
chinery. ' ' 

" Y o u say you don ' t , b u t vou really 
d o , " said Mr. Hughes. 

Mr. Cromwell was excused wi th a re 

acre of addi t ional t e r r i to ry . If our 
boundaries are extended t added terr i­
tory must come in subject to t h e school 
laws of th is province. 

' ' Unfor tunate ly , th i s is the real issue 
between Mani toba and the separate-
school representa t ives in the federal 
cabinet . A solemn s t a tu t e which passed 
the depar tment has been wiped out b y 
designing poli t icians in the grasp of 
outside influence and for sinister pur­
poses. No oppor tuni ty was given for 
an expression of opinion. 

" O n the other hand, par l iament was 
given to unders tand t h a t t h e in tent ion 
was to leave Keewat in exact ly as i t 
was. A gross fraud has not only been 
perpe t ra ted on Mani toba, bu t also on 
par l iament . The outrageous action on 
the pa r t of the dominion government 
will be repudia ted and resented by all 
l eg i t imate const i tut ional m e a n s . ' ' 

The ra i lway commissioners, a f te r sit­
t ing for three days hear ing the griev­
ances of cit izens of Winnipeg and St . 
Boniface against the Canadian Pacific 
raidload and Canadian Nor the rn rail­
road, left for the west today and will 
deliver decisions on the i r r e tu rn from 
the coast a t t he end of the month. A 
b ig fight was pu t up by residents of 
Tor t Rouge, where t h e Canadian North­
ern Rai l road company is a t t emp t ing to 
get control of 1,000 acres of ci ty prop­
e r ty wi th wa te r and main h ighway 
frontage and to close seven s t reets . Op­
ponents of the r a i l w a y ' s schemes are 
anxiously awai t ing the commission's re­
tu rn . 

STRIKE CRISIS IN,THE

New York, Sept. 14.—A negress pos­

ing as a divorce detect ive has for 
months been paid by Mrs. Stephen 
Cross, daughter-in-law of Mitchell Val­
entine, the octogenarian millionaire of 
Westchester , N. Y,^ and had all bu t 
dr iven her insane wi th scandalous sto­
ries and led her to sue for a divorce 
before Cross, his neighbors and relat ives 
persuaded her of their fals i ty and con­
vinced her t h a t she was being bled of 
her money. The negress has figured in 
the police courts several t imes. 

The negress invented .a blonde wo­
man, and many t imes called Mrs. Cross 
to a telephone in a nearbv grocery 
store owned by James Lane to reci te 
stories of Cross ' alleged disloyalty. 
Lane asked Mrs. Cross wha t was t roub­
ling^ her. She confessed t h a t she had 
paid the negress $200 and had promised 
her more. H e told Mrs. Cross she was 
being deceived and laid a t r a p for t he 
negress. 

Monday, when the negress called them 
up by phone, Lane told her t h a t Mrs. 
Cross was ill and wished to see her a t 
the house. Then Lane, Cross himself 
and another man, hid in Mrs. Cross ' 
room. The negress appeared and relat­
ed to Mrs . Cross* more of her 3tOTies. 

Then the men appeared. The negress 
saw she was in a t rap , and when con­
fronted by Cross, admit ted t h a t she 
had never seen him before. She also 
confessed t h a t her stories were not t rue . 
Then she was put out of the house and 
ordered to leave town on pain of ar­
rest .

who says he is a clerk in the general 
offices of the Missouri Pacific rai lroad, 
was fined $300 by Judge Tracy in the 
first dis tr ict police court today on the 
charge of hav ing a t t empted to flirt 
w i th Mrs. A. W. Ecoff and annoying 
her a t the union s ta t ion Tuesday af­
ternoon. She is 25 Years of age and 
a woman of good appearance.

To be able to do this the young mil­
lionaire has been compelled to fore­
swear many of the pleasures of under­
graduate life, and par t icular ly to re­
sign the position of first assis tant mail1-
ager of the 'vars i ty football team, one 
of the coveted places of honor in the 
crimson universi ty. H a d he held this 
position th is fall by na tura l rotat ion he 
would have been manager next fall, the 
holder of which position is usually the 
most prominent man in the universi ty . 

Vanderbi l t is following out the ideas 
of Pres ident Eliot in deciding to gradu­
ate in three years instead of four. 
Such a course is advisable, President 
Eliot th inks , because college is only a 
prepara t ion for life work, and too much 
t ime should not be wasted in it . 

I t is a difficult ma t t e r to graduate in 
three years and Vanderbi l t has made a 
b r ave move in a t t empt ing i t . How­
ever, he is not the k ind of fellow to 
give up a th ing simply because i t is 
hard. He has nad many hard knocks 
in Harva rd , # and he *ha's stood them 
well. In' his freshmen year «he was 
manager of the 1903 football eleven. 
That first brought him into prominence 
and gave him an idea of business. Las t 
year he was assis tant manager of the 
'vars i ty team, where he gained more 
valuable experience, doing the " d o g 
w o r k " for a ha rd taskmaster , the man­
ager. Youthful and awkward in ap­
pearance, some of his fellow s tudents 
laughed a t him. But he performed his 
duties in a sat isfactory manner and 
made them respect him. 

Socially, Vanderbi l t occupies a prom­
inent position. He was a member of 
his freshman polo club, the swellest so­
cial college organization, and later 
joined the Porcellain, the wealthiest 
and most exclusive college club here, of 
which Pres ident Roosevelt was a mem­
ber. He also belongs to several other 
clubs. Owing to his re t i r ing disposi­
t ion he has few friends outside of his 
social affiliations, bu t what few he has 
admire him.

New York Sept. 14.—A vigorous de­
fense of syndicates and their operat ions 
in connection with the insurance busi­
ness and a f rank s ta tement of personal 
profits gained th ru their operations, 
made by Freder ick Cromwell, t reasurer 
of the Mutua l Life company, was the 
fea ture of yes terday af ternoon 's session 
of the special legislative committee ap­
pointed to probe methods of life insur­
ance companies in th is s ta te . 

An acknowledgment of personal 
profits was made in a tabula ted s tate­
ment which was presented to the com­
mit tee af ter recess. I t sohwed t h a t Mr. 
Cromwell had made a personal profit of 
$26,761 from syndicate operations dur­
ing t h e las t five years , in which he 
individual ly and the Mutua l Insurance 
company had par t ic ipated . 

Mr. Hughes, chief counsel for the 
committee, immediately took up each 
i tem of these sndicate t ransac t ions in 
an effort to ascer ta in the manner in 
which these profits were obtained. 

An in teres t ing point was brought out 
when the probing a t ransact ion in Penn­
sylvania ra i lway 3 % convertibles, in 
which Mr. Cromwell made no personal 
profit, he said: 

' ' Of course, we are grea t ly interes ted 
in the Pennsy lvan ia ra i lway. I might 
say we a re the heaviest s tockho lde r . " 

Answering Mr. Hughes , Mr. Cromwell 
said the holdings or t he Mutua l Life 
in the Pennsylvania ra i lway were 500,-
000 shares.

The appropriat ions 
there have never been asked in the in­
teres ts of navigat ion, as they have 
along the Mississippi river. ' In the 
early days, apa r t from holding back the 
floods, we had looked forward to the 
t imew hen barges and steamers could 
come direct to the falls of St. Anthony 
and receive the prodacts of our flour 
mills a t Minneapo l i s . " 

" W e cannot tel l t h e effect the locks 
and dams will have in the future, b u t 
I th ink they will make great naviga­
t ion along the Mississippi possible and 
will b r ing the products of our Minne­
apolis mills wi thin easy access to tho 
south. I myself d o n ' t expect to l ive 
to see the day, bu t there are many here 
present who will, for the day is not so 
far d i s t a n t . " 

I n addi t ion to t h e papers presented 
yes terday afternoon by the Minneapolis 
Commercial club, and the s ta tements 
of Eome G. Brown and Will iam de la 
Bar re for the waterpower interests , 
Minneapolis was represented by Pro­
fessor C. W. Hal l and J . T. Fann ing , 
who gave s ta t i s t ics to show the benefit 
derived from the reservoirs, and the 
advisabi l i ty of bui lding others and ex­
tending the system. Mr. Fann ing fa­
vored t h e creation of reservoirs a t the 
head of the Minnesota r iver.
