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EIR OF MILLIONS
IS UNDER ARREST

SONS OF RICH MILWAUEE WOM-
AN ALLEGE FRAUD.

Jacob Heyl, Son-in-Law, Who Went to

Milwankee b Work for $30 a Month, |

Is Given Control Thru His Wife of

Major Part of $8,000,000.

Milwaukee, Wis.,, Sept. ' 16.—Jacob
Heyl, the son-in-law of Mrs. Emil
Schandein, who died in Germa.r(?r a
year ago leaving an estate valued at
over $8,000,000 was last night arrested
on_a civil writ, and is under bail of
$150,000 demanded by the court to in-
sure his remaining in America until
the will contest is decided. The sons
of Mrs. Schandein are contesting the
will on the grcund that Heyl used un-
due influence with his mother-in-law, by
which she was persuaded to leave the
bulk of her estate to her daughter,
Mrs. Heyl.

Heyl had for years acted as her busi-
ness agent, tho when he came to Mil-
waukee he worked for a time for the
Pabst Brewing company at a wage of
#30 a month. He met and married the
daughter of Mr. Schandein against the
objection of some of the family, and
ﬁuqn became a favorite of Mrs, Schan-

ein,

The will was a peculiar document. It
left a toal of 5,000,000 in real estate
and included chiefly shares in the Pabst
Brewing companty. The surplus on the
brewing company shares due the estate
totals to between $2,000,000 and $3,-
000,000 additional. = Of this great to-
tal thé two sons of Mrs, Schandein re-
ceived less than $1,000,000.

While Heyl was living in the Shan-
dein mansion one son was permitted to
live in a cottage on the grounds which
was rejected by the gardener as unfit
for his family.

The confest has resulted in several
sensations. A previous will had dis-
appeared when' it was produced in court
by Heyl and it was seen that the
contestants would have received even!
less under it ‘than by the will_bein
contested, The lawygars caused Heyl's
arrest to prevent his leaving for Ger-
many before the estate was settled.

200 CHICAGO MEN
WEARING CORSETS

Stays Are Worn in Windy City,
Mostly with Evening
Dress. '

New York Sun Speclal Bervice,
Chicago, ' Sept. 16.—There are nearly
200 men i Chicago who wear corsets.
This bit of information was furnished
yesterday by Roland Spackman, eutter
for one of the largest tailors and haber-
dashers on Jackson boulevard, and an
aut¥ority on men’s wear, including cor-
sets. In fact. Mr. Spackman lays claim
of being Chicago’s only ‘‘stay,’’ or
men’s corset, expert.

MUTUAL LIFE’S PROFITS

Profits for Policyholders of More Than
$7,500,000 from Stocks Bold.

New York, Sept. 16. 1905.—Treasur-
er Edmond D. Randolph has concluded
his testimony before the legislative in-
vestigating committee. t appears
that the New York Life has been in
about eighty syndicate operations, and
that the profit for g‘olicyholders real-
ized is $2,390,000. he company has
not invested in or loaned upon stocks
of any kind since 1899. It realized a
profit from its stock holdings of §5,
400,000. Treasurer Randolph testified
that he had no syndicate relatmns him-
self of a personal character, and that
his sole compensation was his salary.
The stocks sold by the company since
1901 were those receive as profits
from syndicate operations, and were
immediatel sold 1n conformity with
the company’s by-laws.

TAINTED HONEY
“THPERILS CHURCH

" American Board of Danger
in Pending Action.

" 4 5 5 -

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 16.—Washing-
ton Gladden, in an address before the
American Board of Foreign Missions
yesterday warned the board apain
against ‘‘tainted money,’’ saying it

would be fraught with danger, not
only to the Congregational bodﬂr. but
to the entire ristian church. . He

said that the attitude of the board to-
ward the resolution in opposition to
the prudential committee’s statement
for the government of the board in
Eathering revenues, would "be accepted
y non-churchmen as indicating the at-
titude of the Christian church toward
‘tainted money,’”’ and _its non-rcjec-
tion would widen and deepen ghe
chasm between the church and the
masses. )

Despite the warning, the board by a

vote of 46 to 10 went on record as op-
posed to further discussion of any phase
of the subject.
Dr. Gladden drew a sharp distinction
between gifts offered without ostenta-
tion and from unknown sources, and
gifts demanding public acknowled-
ment. The latter, he said, endangered
the comunity’s ideals of honesty and
the former held no such danger. He
defended the phrase ‘‘tainted money,’’
holding that if mongy cannot be taint-
ed it eannot be sanctified. In this con-
nection he said:

Medieval Bandits.

The quality and the curse of tainted
money have been well enough known to
the saints of all the ages. Even when
medieval bandits were acquiring merit
by gifts to monasteries, the volce of the
church was clear in condemnation. It
is to be lamented that thes eflrst years
of the twentleth century have witnessed
the attempt to erase this distinctlon, to
repudiate the symbolical character of
money and to obscure the ethical judg-
ment respecting the use of It which
moral ‘teachers have always recognized.
Two simple rules for the solicitation
of money for Christlan work were lald
down by Dr. Gladden: *‘Churches,” he
sald, ‘“should not seek co-operation In
their work from persons whose  gains
have been and are belng made by scan-
dalous immoralities, and they should not
invite gifts from persons who are con-
splcuous enemlies of soclaty."

““Bnemies of Society.”’

Among enemies of soclety, Dr. Glad-
den placed ‘“persons who have rapidly ac-
quired enormous wealth.”” Of these he
sald: *T think that a man may, by means
failrly legitimate, accumulate a consider-
able fortune, but no man can possibly
render to soclety a kind and amount of
service which shall entitle him, within a
generation, to heap up for himself a’for-
tune of a thousand million or flve hundred
millions of dollars. The existence of such
a fortune is an enormous peril to a defmo-
cratic state; they could never have been
accumulated in a democracy without a
great deal of soclal and political rotten-

ness, and the men who 1
‘vantage of such-conditions, or have, per-
haps, helped to create them, in the build-
ing oftheir fortunes, are entitled to be
regarded as the most dangerous enemies
of soclety.”

“ Not Good Friends for Church.

The church, h® sdld. could rot afford
to cultivate the fhlendship or seek the co:
operation of such mien in'its work, "F:
added: il 8 ;

It must not do so because such solicita-*
tion Involves an indorsement of them
which it has no right to give. If the ac-
ceptance of ;& voluntary gift implies no
recognition of the giver, the solicitation
of a glft puts the matter upon a different
footing. The man himself has a right to
infer and the public has a right to draw
the same inference, that the church values
his friendship and does not disapprove
his conduct. ‘No other interpretation can
be put upon such an action. :

Danger of Givers.

The ohwatﬂls is noémg ise to sollcit the
gifts of multi-milllonaires because in this
quest Its own Power is apt to be paralyzed
and its natural resources dried up. Noth-
ing is more fatal than the habit of de-
pendence on such sources. Even when
there is no moral questign ralsed, the ex<
ploding of big donations lessens the In-
terest of the multitude of amall givers
on whom the work must mainly rest.
The gifts of the Congregational churches
to missions are less now than they were
ten years ago, tho their numbers have
conslderably increased and their wealth
has probably doubled. I think that one
main cause of this is an increasing ten-
dency to turn to the big glvers.

he received various sums of money from
Watt, who wanted him to kill the wom-
an by chloroforming her or by other

means. The witness also swore that
Watt incited him to kill.8ir Reginald
Beauchamp.

Detective Marshall testified that
Watt offered him $25,000 if he would
induce the woman to go to Watt’s flat,
where he proposed to kill her by the ad-
ministration of chloroform.

Watt was prominent in the divorce
court some years ago, when his wife
sued for a divorce, the co-respondent
Er of the late Lord Beauchamp, daugh-

r of the late Lord and Lady Roden,
and the divoréed wife of Sir Reginald
Beauchamp, whom Watt has gince mar-
ried.

PROFIT IN HERDS IN CUSTER

CUSTER CITY, Ok., Sept. 12.—The pos-

Aounty espectally, for stock ralsing and
dairying have been so thoroughly tested
and proved that the farmers of this sec-
tion are now devoting considerable atten-
tion to these branches, which promlse to
develop into a -business of vast magni-
tude.

There are exceptional reasons why cat-
tle thrive here and do better than in the
Northern states. The mild winters and
fine climate make this an ideal country
for the stock ralser. For one thing, the
cattle do not require so’'much feed dur-
ing the winter as they do farther North,
as the range is usually open and not cov-
ered with snow, as in some other sections
of the Unlon.

:.is sure of a paying business from the

rat.

The grass in this eection is “buffale,"
the most nutritious grass known. In fat
giving qualities It far surpasses the fa-
mous blue grass of Kentucky. In addi-
tion, there iz “muskeet,” and immense
guantities of millet, corn, and Kaffir corn
are ralsed, all of which make excellent
cattle feeds. Then there ls alfalfa, which
cattle take to with avidity, and which is
a great flesh producer.

Good for Hog Ralising.

For hog raising there is no finer coun-
try in the world. There is no such thing
as hog cholera known here. One farmer
who has been here gince the first days, or
'92, says that he has never known of a
case {n the county. A farmer living near
this city shipped a bunch of hogs a short
tlme ago that averaged 420 pounds in
welght.

Custer City has a hustling Commerecial
.club, the president of which is J, B. Chal-
|fant. This organization makes a special-
ity of keeping thoroughly posted on the re-
esources of this section, and its informa-
ition is always at the services of inquirera.
