Speculation relative to the yield of
North Dakota erops has been rife for
some time and various estimates have
been made by individuals and trade
papers that have provoked more or less
discussion.

Crop estimates are too often influ-
enced by the opinions and prejudices
of people in the localities wvisited and

by estimators who may have precon-
ceived notions as to the conditions pre-|
vailing in the territory covered. Many |
estimates are useless from the erro-|
neous ici:‘aa that prevail with regard
to the importance that should be given
to a particular locality in some state
or territorv.

North Dakota is a particularly good
example of the statement just made.;
The Red river valley has been known
as a great wheat-producing section for
many vears, and only ten vears ago
two-thirds of the wheat acreage of the|
state was found in the six counties;
lying on the Dakota side of the Red
Sueh being the case, the con-;
dition of wheat in the valley almost
made the condition for the entire state.
Consequently erop estimators visited
the vallev and based their estimates|
on valley conditions. Today the six|
valley counties contain less than ome-!
third of the wheat acreage of the state,!
and an estimate based on valley con-
ditions alone would be erroheous and |
misleading. i

The importance of North Dakota as ai
spring wheat stote attracts considerable |
attention to it from the market centers
and for more than two months experts,
many of them in name only, have regu-
larly published their estimates on the

wheat erop. ;
On the tenth of each month the

ture reports on the condition of all im-

government attempts no estimate of the
yield until October, but each month the

of Diekey county or her farmers, let |

Peter . Gemar, who comeg _from
Nebraska, bought a section of im-
proved land three miles west of Oakes
in 1904, says: ‘‘I’ve got more grain
than I know what to do with. I’ve
hauled and shoveled grain for seven
days. and the threshers tell me that
they have been threshing on an aver-
age 2,200 bushels a day. I’ve ﬁot
more grain than 1 would raise in Ne-
braska in five years with the same
amount of expense and labor.”’ T asked
him what he would takeé for his farm,
and he answered: ‘‘Well, I paid $20
an acre for it, I have been offered $30,
and I do not want to sell.”’

Yesterday, while driving a distance
of fourteen miles southwest of Oakes,
I met thirty-seven teams, most of them
four-horse, all loaded with grain and
coming to market.

To such the witer
wonld say the state has the best all-
around crop ever grown as here shown,
and he does not believe in making a
boom report that will take considerable
explaining later on. The average
yields are conservative, and the same
can be said of the estimates on acre-
age.

The estimates of yields are based on
the government report of condition
published on the 11th inst.

North Dakota has the largest total
crop ever grown in the history of the
state, but in. a number of instances the
average yield per acre has been con-
siderably greater than will be threshed
out this year. —W. C. Gilbreah.

Eastern Farmers

Are Heading for the Missouri
River Slope—Its Excellent
Crops Doing the Work.

Bpecial Correspond

Bismarck, N. D., Sept. 19.—In an-
other two weeks a farmer from the
east, coming to the city of Bismarck
and driving out thru its tributary
farm country, will notice the fall signs
of the summer’s agrieultural efforts.
Four and five-horse teams, six and
seven in a -row, are turning over the
sod preparatory to next spring’s seed-
ing.  Reports from everywhere are
eminently satisfactory as to the results
obtained this year. Alfalfa and speltz
are gojng to more than pay their share
of the obligation made by the new
settler this year and last, when he pur-
chased a farm. Corn, the king erop
of the east, is more than satisfactory.

With the ecrop “conditions as they

exist all up and down the Missouri

river slope, with Bismarck as a natural
center, there is every reason to believe
that the influx of landseekers during
the balance of the fall and early next
spring, will be the equal, if not over-
shadow, any other section of the agri-
cultural west. It has been so thoroly
demonstrated the past few years that
this country is mot an arid belt, but
that it is a wonderful crop rod_ut_:er,
that there is no longer any skepticism
or hesitancy on the part of the eastern
farmer about coming to this section
of the state of North Dakota. Three
yvears ago a stranger coming to the
city of Bismarck would have gotten
the impression, from talking with land
interests in the state, that there never
would be an immigration movement to
the Missouri river slope country. They
were all blue and discouraged. Today
the conditions are all changed and they
see the results of their. efforts being
crowned with success, and there 1is
every' reason to believe that another
yvear will see the titles of many quarter
sections and half sections pass from
those who have owned them in larﬁe
tracts,. to the individual farmer, who
will devote his time and attention to
their improvement and the cultivation
of erops.
