TONKA LINE WILL
OPEN THIS WEEK

BUT REGULAR SERVICE CAN'T BE-
GIN TOMORROW, AS EXPECTED,

The Opening of the Line Will Not
Mark the Full Completion of .the EX-
tension, as Work Gangs Are to Be
Employed Thruout the Winter and
Spring. '

By Sunday it will be possible, barring
accidents in the meantime, to go to

new line of the street railway company.
The line will not be formally opened
tomorrow, as announced, as the Hop-
kins bridge still lacks a few finishin

touches, but it is probable that severa
cars will be sent thru to test the sched-
ule and the line. On Friday or Satur-
day the line will be fully opened for
business.

The lake system of the street railway
company will not be completed with the
opening of the line this week. The
substations at Hopkins and Exeelsior,
tho not finished, can be wused now
and fully completed later, At Excel-
sior a large amount of bridge, fill and
track work will be done thru the win-
ter and next sprmE. A part of the line
will later be, double-tracked to faecili-
tate closer operation.

Following the completion of the pres-
ent line and the fleet of lake ferries
that is not yet started, will come the
1m_?rovement and renovation of the old
Milwaukee line to Hotel St. Louis. In
addition to these lines to the lake, the
company has also the Walker line from
Hennepin avenue and Twenty-nintl
gtreet to St. Louis Park and Hopkins.

At the lake considerable work will
have to wait until spring. A crew of
fifty men is engaged in clearing the
Big Island property, that will be used
for a mammot pu‘blm picnic ground
and amusement park. All brush and
gerub timber will.be removed this fall,
and shrubs and ornamental trees
planted. In the spring more seeding
and sodding will follow. No buildings
will be erected until spring, when the
property will be taken in hand by ecar-
penters and builders. Landings at the
principal points on the lake will be
dredged and docks built for the boat
service,

The present line has been held up
nearly sixty days by the delay of the
bridge company in completing the Hop-
kins bridge. At present the bridge-
work is holding up all operation, tho
little remains to be done on the strue-
ture. The streetear eompany had its
rails, poles and wires in place, and as
soon as the last rivet in the bridge is
cold, will start cars moving. The fare
will be 25 cents each way, with a pro-
portionate fare for intermediate points.

EYES OPENED AT
TAYLORS FALLS

MAGNITUDE OF WORK SURPRISES
. PARTY FROM MINNEAPOLIS,

Large Porton of Huge Concrete Dam Is
Already In and Work Is Being Rushed
Night and Day, Altho Company Finds
It Hard to Get Workmen—Construc-
tion Imposing for Solidity.

_The visit of Minneapolis aldermen
city officials and members of the Retail
Dealers’ association to Taylor’s Falls
yesterday to inspeet the immense water-
Eowar improvements being carried on

v the St. Croix Falls Minnesota Im-
provement company opened the eyes of
the Minneapolis ‘men to the magnitude
of the work. It thoroly convinced them
that the company is building on a_sub-
stantial basis and is spending hundreds
of thousands of dollars, and that is
what. the company wants the ecitizens
of Minneapolis to know.

Picturesque Taylors Falls will not
know itself in a few short months, At
the foot of the big cliff of traprock on
the Wisconsin shore ,will be a power
house filled with the latest electrical
machinery, while extending in a long,
wide curve up and across the river
there will be a concrete dam 50 feet
high and 740 feet long. A large por-
tion of the dam is already in, enough
to give some idea of the magnitude of
the improvement. It is all being done
for the benefit of Minneapolis, for the
company will develop 24 008 horsepower,
convert it into e[ectnciiy and transmit
it to Minneapolis, forty miles away.
Only 40,000 horsepower 1s developed at
St. Anthony falls and the comparison
indicates in a measure what the under-
taking amounts to. =

It was sixty or seventy years ago
that Caleb Cushing secured the land
where the village .of 8t. Croix Falls
now stands, and with it the waterpower
rights. He foresaw their possibilities
and intended to improve them, but his
plans, for some reason or other, came
to naught, and _his right later came
into the ownership of Isaac Staples, the
wealthy lumberman of Stillwater, who,
however, also failed to improve the
property.

Eventually the wa.tagmwor rights
came into possession of Stone & Web-
ster of Boston, gﬁperal managers of the
St. Croix Falls Minnesota Improvement
company, the Minneapolis General Elec-
tric company and other large enter-
prises. They have secure flowage
rights ten miles above the Nevers dam,
which ig eleven miles above the new
dams. They will raise the water of
the river fifty feet, and_ where the
stream is a busy ra ids rushing thru a
narrow gorge, it will become virtually
an immense lake, more than twenty
miles long and, in some places, a thir
of a mile wide, suitable for all kinds
of eraft, from a_skiff to a sailboat or
steamer. In addition, the company has
secured a private n%ht of way sixty
feet wide from the falls to Minneap-
olis, a distance of forty miles, for its
transmission line. The right of way has
been cleared of trees and underbrush,
and is about ready for the transmis-
sion wires. When the big electrie plant
will be in operation cannot be given to
the day, but it will be by next spring,

at least. The work is delayed by the
inability of the superintendent of con-
struction to get more men. He has 200

men on the day shift and 100 on the
night, but would be glad to double the
force could he find the men, 4

It is the hardest task he and his as-
sistant engincers ever undertook., The
traprock, of whieh a mountain 18 be-
ing removed o -make room for the
canal, pewer-house tail race, wasteway
and log stuice, is so hard that it makes

ranite look like a pieee of putty. The
diamond-pointed steam drills seem to
have no effect whatever, while the stone
erushers are broken every few days.
Seven or eight shafts have been broken
straight across in the little while that
the work has been going on, and as
these shafts are, eight inches in diam-
eter and of the best steel, it shows
that the traprock has some powers of re-
sistance. In return, however, it is about
ag fine material for conerete work as
an engineer could wish. Immense masses
are set in the conerete wall for binding
the courses and the different sections
of work.

The company has erected a large of-
fice building on the main street of St.
Croix Falls, which is the largest build-
ing in the village. It is a two-story
brick structure, and is being used by
the engineers, draftsmen and the cleri-
cal foree employed in the construetion.
The old Perkins house has been rebuilt
by the company and supplied with mod-
ern improvements, including wide ver-
andas, and is fitted up as a home and
club house for the engineers.

70 TRAIN “PRINTS”

EMPLOYING JOB PRINTERS WILL
BAOK THE INSTITUTION.

They Are Fully Prepared for One of the
Hardest Contests Ever Precipitated

Here for the Opén Shop—Work for
Months Ahead Done in Anticipation
of Strike.

. Schools for training operators of
linotype and monotype type-setting ma-
chines are to be opened in Minneapolis
and St. Paul as a result of the general
strike of the Typographical union,
which is scheduled to begin Oct. 1.
The schools will be fostered by the
Typothetae of the two ecities. Other
branches of typographical work will be
taught and graduates will be compe-
tent to take 'positions in shops imme-
diately after graduation.

In the history of the printing busi-
ness there has been no crisis such as the
present is said tor be. The union will
walk out to secure the enforcement of
the closed-shop policy, and in addition
will demand an eight-hour day, with
nine hours’ pay, and other privileges.
The Typothetae, organized to secure the

y allied interests, will hold out abso-
lutely against the closed-shop rule, and
with it will refuse the eight-hour-day
demand.

It is contended by the employers that
an eight-hour day would put them out
of business, as not enouxii men could
be secured to do the work. Owing to
the policy of the union restricting the
number of apprentices allowed in union
shops, there are fewer printers now
than five yearsago. At present there are

union to do the work on a mine-hour
schedule. With eight hours it would
be impossible to kceﬁ up with the needs
of the business, so the employers sa.K.
