> Fredriksten, one of the forts which 
.ijrway will be permitted td retain un-
erj the -new treaty with Sweden, has 

an interesting history, of which 
rwegians are proud. Tho subject to 
attacks and sieges, it has never been 
rendered to the enemy. The begin-

iig of the fortress was some earth-
rks raised in 1644 by Hannibal Sehe-
d as a protection to the military 

i>res at Halden, now Fredrikshald. A 
fronological outline of its history is 
[ follows: 
11658—Attacked by General Stake in 
(e war against Denmark and Norway 
\ Carl X. After the repulse of the 
-Vedes the fortifications were strength-
j.ed. 
i 1659—Second attack by General Stake 
om the north. Swedes again repulsed, 

i'ter which they withdrew. New ram-
irts constructed and the fortifications 
•eatly strengthened. 
1660—Six thousand Swedes, under 
enerals Stake, Horn and Kagge be-
eged the works for six weeks, after 
hich the siege was raised. 
>1661—Fredriksten foit was begun. 
1682—The outer works, known as 

yldenloeve, Stortaarnet J and Over-
Fjerget, constructed. 

, 1716—Attacked by Carl XII, who cap-
cured Fredrikshald and besieged Fred-

iriksten." The city was put to the torch 
/ sby the inhabitants and the enemy was 
' fdriven across the river. The capture of 

fthe transport fleet by Tordenskjold com­
pel led Carl to return to Sweden. 
V 1718—Carl returned with 30,000 men 

and besieged the works after capturing 
j J

fGyldenloeve. He was killed by a rifle 

shot on Dec. l l t and eight days later 
the siege was raised. 

1814—Surrounded by Carl Johan 
(Marshall Bernadotte). Sie£e termi­
nated in a fortnight by peace conven­
tion at Moss. r , 

Fortress at Kongsvinger. -** •"$* 

'Norway's other old fortress on the 
eastern border is«at Kongsvinger, where 
minor works were thrown up in 1628. 
The fortress was built in 1683 by Field 
Marshal G. W. Wedel-Jarlsberg. In 1814 
the post had 1,200 men and upwards of 
100 cannon, hqwitzers and mortars. 
Kongsvinger has never been subject to 
direct attack, as the invading forces 
were stopped or turned aside east of 
Glommen. 

There are any number of protected 
points along the fjord on which Fred­
rikshald is situated and in Tisteda-
len and about Kongsvinger. Of the 
more modern ones, the only important 
ones are at Orje and Dingsrud. Many 
of the old ramparts and earthworks 
have been dismantled and evacuated for 
many years, such as Blakjer,* in 1820. 

Not Menace to Sweden. 

Verdefis Gang of Christiania is trying 
to convince Aftonbladet of Stockholm 
that it is wrcmg in assuming that the 
forts in southeastern Norway were ever 
intended as a menace to Sweden. 

The object of the fortifications was 
to secure the capital and the richest 
parts of the country against an invad­
ing enemy, says Verdens Gang. 

A glance at the m*p will show that 
one natural line of defense protecting 
these districts is along the Glommen 
river to the straits of Drobak-Dram-
mensf jord and the Drammen river. The 
aim has been to strengthen this line by 
fortifications. But in order to ensure 
mobilization outposts, fortifications had 
to be placed beyond this natural line. 
These latter forts, which likewise have 
been placed along natural lines of de­
fense, extend eastward along the Fred­
rikshald water system, along the west­
ern side of the Kristianiafjord over the 
Tonsberg district, which is defended 
not only by coast fortifications in sup­
port of the fleet, but also by the land 
forts above Sandefjord and towards 
Larvik. There is further planned an 
advanced line of defense works outside 
th,e straits of Drobak over the Kristi-
aniaf jord off Horten, in support of the 
fleet. The fortifications on the eastern 
side of Kristianiaf jord .are, consequent­
ly, in no respect essentially different 
in their strategic purpose from those es­
tablished on the western side. 

How untenable is the contention that 
the fortifications on the eastern side 

have been built with a view to atta^kd 
upon,Sweden is further shown by the 
fact that, while even in earlier days" 
there have been fortifications along 
the advanced line to the east, it has 
also been found necessary, simultane­
ously with the rebuilding of f orts^along 
this line, to a r ranges similar advanced 
line on the western side of the fjord, 
where formerly there never were such 
fortifications; and it may be assumed 
that even the most suspicious cannot see 
any menace against Sweden in that. 
The whole of this complex system for 
the defense of southeastern Norway 
has been constructed in conformity 
with a previously elaborated general 
plan for tile defense of Christiania 
against attacks 'froin any quarter or 
any enemy. . „ »

Swedes Accuse the; Norwegians of Per­
secutions and Deportations. 

Norra Bohuslan, a toewspaper publish­
ed at Stromstad, Sweden, tells of a 
Swedish, family, which was so perse­
cuted in Norway that it was compelled 
to flee to Sweden. No names are 
given, but the family lived in Sarpsborg 
where the husband was employed. On 
account of his loyalty to Sweden he and 
the members of the family were threat­
ened, abused and assaulted with, stones, 
until the game became too strong, and 
a"flight to Munkedal, the husband's old 
home, was necessary to escape from the 
Norwegian " f renzy ." 

The Swedish border counties are 
greatly disturbed by what they allege is 
an unusual exportation of paupers from 
Norway to Sweden, since the separation 
and the communal authorities are de­
manding that the government and riks­
dag take notice or the conditions and 
stop the practice. At a political meet­
ing held recently at Flicksater in Val 
bo, on the border, the speakers declared 
that there should be some arrangement 
whereby Swedes who located in Nor­
way should acquire a home there after 
a certain number of years. "After a 
Swede had worked m Norwav for sev­
eral decades, raised a family, paid the 
taxes it was 'n'ot right to deport hiha to 
Sweden in his old age, when ha was in­
capable of doirig a ctay's^work thru old 
age. This line of argument met with 
the approval of all those present and it 
was decided to present the case to the 
Dlalsland representatives in the riksdag 
with a request that some arrangement 
be made with the Norwegian authorities 
'or the national government assume the 
expense of caring for the deported ones. 

SCOUTS KAISER'S PLAN * 

Vor Tid Declares German Emperor Had 
Subtle Scheme. 

The September number of Yor Tid, a 
Norwegian monthly magazine published 
at Minneapolis, has this to say about 

| the German emperor: . -
"The, chief of police of Europe is 

always about. Last he was in the Bal­
tic. There he had a successive confi­
dential conversation with the three 
northern monarchs, Nicholas of Eussia, 
Oscar of Sweden, ah'd Christian of Den­
mark. No wonder that the whole world 
stands on tiptoe to find out what he 
now was after again. Wilhelm is in­

calculable and bobs up where least ex­
pected. 

" I n the face d*f all assertions to the 
Contrary, the world believes that he 
tried to stiflen the backbone of Nich­
olas against Japan's conditions of 
peace, so as to continue the war rather 
than consent to indemnity and cession 

i of Bussian territory. Wilhelm evident­
ly hoped that Japan would insist on 
these conditions atod the war thus con­
tinue. 

"But what interest has Wilhelm in 
the continuation of the war? Thisi 
that Russia at last should suffer total* 
defeat and internal dissolution. The* 

' three^ rich and fertile provinces, Esgv 
, thonia, Courland and Livonia, belongea 

originally to Germany, and are" today 
more German than Russian, and the 
kaiser is evidently after them, and i r 
he lives longenough, he will probably! 
get them. With Russian defeat ancL 
revolution and the strong German syn# 
pathies in these provinces, there would 
be excelled opportunity for the prov-

/ inces to take part in the revolution, 
which they already partly have done, 
declare themselves "seceded from Russia, 
and call on the kaiser for help. And 
that- would likely not nave been diffi-, 
eult to obtain. 

" B u t what about King Oscar and,? 
King Christian? Well, here is room for 
guesswork and speculation. Did he 
Wot try to win the approval of the.se 
two monarchs for his plan? Sweden, 
Denmark and Germany can entirely 
control* the Baltic, and in case of war 
with Russia, these three powers could* 
shutf in all Russian ships, and even St. 
Petersburg might easily be taken. And 
did he promise Christian that he, in 
such a case, would relinquish into his 
hands southern Jutland, which is really 
Danish, and did he hold out to King 
Oscar that with such an alliance, it 
.might be possible for him some-day to 
regain Finland as a restitution for-
Norway's departure? And then 
Russia would be driven out of the Bal­
tic as Japan has driven her from the 
Pacific. , 

" B u t then came an awkward inter­
ference. Theodore Roosevelt came for­
ward with his peacemaking. These two, 
RooseVclt and Wilhelm, have inany 
traits in commoW. but they seldom find 
themselves on tne same- side of 
cause.' '
