of grain have been received iu Superior the 
past three days, and every car has been in­
spected by the Wisconsin officials in spite of 
the fact that they are laboring under an in-
junctlonal order threatening them at every turn. 
The order prevents thenx from inspecting or 
weighing grain consigned to the Great Northern 
elevators and the flour mills. 

The restraining order is- returnable this after­
noon in circuit court, and Judge Vlnje is heat­
ing arguments as to why the order should not 
be made permanent." The suit will be in court 
several days, and one. of the questions upon 
which Judge Vinje will probably have to pass 
will be the constitutionality of the Wisconsin 
law which created the grain and warehouse 
commission. 

In the meantime matters are shaping them­
selves in a manner satisfactory to the local in­
spectors. The railroads &ve displaying a ten­
dency to act more favorably to the commission 
than formerly, even the Great Northern having 
softened to no small extent. This road at first 
refused to recognize the commission in any way, 
but yesterday gave the inspectors information as 
to the consignees and consignors of grain when 
data was demanded. 

The steamer Superior cleared late last night 
for Buffalo with a load of grain from Great 
Northern Elevator A. Minnesota inspectors did 
the weighing. The Wisconsin men were unable 
to get in on account of the injunction, and 
the police let the boat clear, notwithstanding 
orders to hold it. While the boat w # loading 
the inspectors were guarded by a force of a 
score of employees of the elevator. 

Operations' were suspended for an hour, ac­
cording to a reliable report, because Officer Wil­
liams was seen in the yards in quest of car 
sweepers. I t was thought he had been sent 
there to prevent the loading of the boat and 
to arrest the inspectors. Every precaution was 
taken to have the alarm sounded in case an 
officer was sighted.

The Indictment charges that Alderman Murphy 
before the grand jury Sept. 25, 1905. testified 
falsely in alleging that Horace A. J. Upham 
gave him twenty $20 gold pieces to influence 
his action on the ordinance then pending befote 
the common council. 

Two occurrences were the subject of much 
comment.
