DURUM IN DEMAND a 
! FOR EXPORTATIftN 

FOREIGNERS TAKE IT "UNSIGHT 
' : ' ' AND UNSEEN.'* - o * ' f x»

Exporters Are Wondering What Will 
Happen When the Buyers Dome to 
See the Grain—20,000,000 Bushels 
Grown in Territory Tributary to Du-
luth—Hundreds of Oars Marketed 
Daily. _J ' 

Special to The Journal, ' ' 
Duluth,. Minn., Oct. 6.—An odd sit­

uation has developed in the grain 
trade here with reference to the expor­
tation of special wheats. Within the 
East year or two the government has 

eon exploiting a new wheat for semi-
arid belts, what is called the ' ' durum'' 
variety; it is practically the oldtime 
"goose wheat." Farmers of the north­
west have been sowing it in consid­
erable quantity, tho they have been 
cautioned against it by millers and 
sellers of grain. This year the crop 
of durum in the territory tributary to 
Duluth is probably 20,000,000 bushels. 
I t is coming in here at the rate of somo 
hundreds of cars a day, and forms .just 
now about a third of the receipts. 

In the past few days durum has ad­
vanced 5 cents a bushel in price, 
and is in sharp demand by foreigners 
for export. Indeed, it is the only 
wheat that they seem to want from 
this district. They are still buying it. 
None of the durum has yet reached 
the other side, and the buyers have 
not seen it. Shippers and exporters 
here are wondering what will happen 
when they do. 

No. 1 durum is selling here at 71 
cents a bushel, while No. 2 northern 
spring is bringing 79 cents. The lat­
ter they do not seem to care for. It 
takes five bushels of durum to make 
a barrel of flour, while less than four 
and a half bushels of No. 2 northern 
will do the ; same thing, 

In other words the wheat to make a 
barrel of flour will cost, of durum, 
$3.60, and of spring about the same. 
After the flour is made the barrel of 
durum will sell at a discount of from 
75 cents to $1 under the barrel of 
spring. That is to the baking and dis­
criminating trade; to the housekeeper 
the two probably will sell for< about 
the same. 

But the foreign miller sells almost 
exclusively to the baker, for there is 
no household flour trade in Great 
Britain. What the foreign millers ex­
pect to do with this durum wheat 
when they get it. is the puzzling ques­
tion before the northwestern grain 
trade iust now.
