submitted an exhaustive report on.the
health conditions of the army to Secre-

ta?r Taft. . :
he report says the enlisted strength
of the army, as shown upon the month-
ly sick reports, was 58,540, and on the’
returng of the military secretary, 60,
809, and calculations are made ug on
the latter figures. There were 79,580
‘‘admissions to the sick’’. report dur-
ing the year, 408 deaths from all causes
and 1,779 discharges for disability.

The figures, he says, show a steady
and progressive improvement in the
haultﬁ of the army.

The Evil of the Army.

important diseases affecting the effi-
ciency of .the army during the year
have been those resultinf; rom immor-
al habits, which caused 16 per cent of
all admissions. This class of diseases
advanced from third to first place in
number of admissions to the sick re-
port. There were constantly on sick
report for this class of diseases 713
men, equal to the loss for the entire
year of the services of eleven full com-
panies of infa.nti?’.

As to causes of death, pneumonia ad-
vanced to first plac® and tuberculosis
second. The report says:

‘“There were 206:-admissions for gun-
shot wounds, with 44 deaths, and 2,850
admissions for wounds other than gun-
shot, with 15 deaths, Twenty-one men
were killed in action and 42 wounded;
of the killed, two were by gunshot, of
the wounded, 28 were by gunshot.
