Washington, Oct. 14.—The depart­

ment of commerce and labor has a spe­
cial agent in China and Manchuria to 
investigate general trade conditions 
and the outlook for Americans there. 
In a report made public today, this spe­
cial agent discusses the outlook for 
American flour in China, and arrives at 
conclusions, which were some time ago 
accepted by close observers at home. 
He fnvds that Australian dealers hope to 
benefit very considerably as the result 
of the recent boycott, but he predicts 
that neither Australian, nor Americans 
can hope long to hold any large flour 
trade in the Chinese orient. 

The exploitation of Manchuria, which 
is now being undertaken on a large 
scale, is to result in the growing of 
wheat and the grinding of n t into flour 
in that country, alvd Manchuria will 
certainly supply all the demand for 
eastern Asia. On this particular phase 
of the question, the special agent says: 

Mills for Manchuria. 

" I t is known that wheat can be 
grown in Manchuria, comparing favor­
ably with the best quality raisea in the 
United States atod this, it is maintained, 
will lead to the erection and operation 
of flour mills, which will be able to sup­
ply good grades of flour at prices far 
better than those at which American 

flour can be sold. Not only will the cost 
of production be less, but freight and 
insurance charges will be extremely low 
as compared with rates from the Pacific 
coast, and the cost of labor may be 
estimated at approximately 25 cents 
(Mexican) a day. With these advan­
tages the grinding of Manchurian 
wheat into Hoar by mills owned wholly 
or in part by Chinese is merely a ques­
tion of opportunity and capital, and 
that eventually the flour made in Chi­
nese mills of Chinese wheat will control 
the market of liorthern China appears 
to be assured. 

' ' The out uok therefore for continued 
control by the United States of the 
flour market of north* rn China is not 
especially bright, while the promised 
venture of Australians in to this field 
of commercial activity seems predes­
tined to failure. 

Quality a Consideration. 

"The price of food is a first consid­
eration with Chinamen, and the day 
has passed when the manufacturer ca­
tering to this market can afford to dis­
regard the quality of his product. The 
competition is now keen, anil will grow 
stronger with the opening and develop­
ment of Manchuria, so that American 
flour producers will be compelled in 
time to meet lower prices or abandon 
this field to the Chinese. Of course, 
there is Wow and will be in the future a 
strong demand for high grade American 
flour, but this lsiconnnea almost exclu­
sively to a small percentage of the 10,-
000 foreigners in Shanghai and a few in 
out ports ."
