Fast Disappearing—Five Thousand
Men Find Steady Employment in
Marquette County’s ‘rwenty-eight

worklng fullianded, the ore shipments already
above all past records, and the assurance of
apother prosperous Jyear in the iron trade,
the outlook for the Lake Superior region is
the brightest it has ever been. In practically
every field the companles are preparing for a
and with
the great amount of development work neces-
sary to malutain the expected output, there
will be no reduction of forces, underground at
least. .
Especially pleasing to the people of the min-
ing country is the dlsappearance of the.stock-
plles. These are and have been golng forward
at a rapid rate, and with few exceptions the
close of the scason of navigatlon will see the
acenmulations of the past and former Jyears
practically wiped out.
