HOME RULE PART
OF FINNISH PLAN

Ozar Sends Large Force of Sol-
diery and Three Warships to
Helsingfors.

London, Nov. 4—The second edition
of the London Times today, which ap-
ears about 1 p.m., published the fol-
owing dispatch from St. Petersburg,
dated Nov. 3:

‘‘Finland has won her freedom. A
manifesto embodying all the demands
]}vlrasented by the popular delegates at

elsingfors to Prince John Obolensky
the governor general, will be ‘submitted
by Becretary of State Lmider for the
imperial signature at Peterhof tonight.
The keystone of the new Finnish con-
stitution is the responsibility, not of
the monarch, as hitherto, but of the sec.
retafly of state and the diet,

‘“The presence of Russian wa._rshi?s
off Helsingfors is intended to signify
that altho the emperor grants consti-
tutional freedom, he intends to prevent
the severance of the grand duchy from
the empire.’’ .

Russians at Helsingfors.

Helsingfors, Finland, Nov. 4—Three
Russian battleships, a eruiser and 10,000
troops have arrived here from Reval.
;I)‘ha warships are anchored in the har-

or.

The general strike continues. The
situation is threatening on account of
the attitude of the socialists. The other
classes are disposed to be content with
the imperial manifesto. There is no
light and no communication by railroad
or telegraph with the interior. A single
wire is working intermittently to St.
Petersburg.

Copenhagen, Nov. 4,—The foreign of-
fice has received a telegram from the
Danish consul at Helsingfors, Finland,
announcing that a large force of Rus-
sian troops has been landed and dis-
tributed thru that city.

Prince Alexig Obolensky Ohosen to Suc-
ceed Pobiedonostseff.

| St. Petersburg, Nov. 4—Prince Alexis
Obolensky, a member of the couneil of
the amglre, has been appointed chief
procurator of the holy synod in suec-
cession to M. Pobiedonostseff.

The text of the imperial manifesto
g'rantinE amnesty to Npolitical prisoners,
signed by Emperor Nicholas yesterday,
declares that by virtue of the intention
expressed in the manifesto of Oet. 30
to accord the population inviolable prin-
ciples of civil liberty, free pardon is
granted to political criminals of wva-
rious categories, whiech are enumerated
and also to participators in strikes an
those responsible for breaking con-
{tracts, The pardon extends to those
inow in prison and to those not tried
or -on whom, sentence has not been pro-
nounced.

Persons convicted of erlmes commit-
!ted over ten years ago are to be-re-
'leased and will be sent to the Biberian
colonies, Those who are now colonists
there will be allowed, after four years,
to choose their place of residence, but
are prohibited from living in the capi-
tals; St. Petersburg and Moscow, for
three years. :

Conviets not falling under these cate-
gories have their sentences reduced by
'one-half, and persons condemned to im-
‘prisonment for life have their sentences
reduced to fifteen years’ imprisonment.
The pardon extends to all prisoners who
beneflted by previous manifestoés, Per-
sons arrested by imperial or adminis-
trative order 'are released. Those con-
démned to death or liable thereto have
the penalty commuted to fifteen years
imprisonment at hard labor. Y

MEDICAL STUDY IN PARIS

Difficult to Carry on, but the Best
Place in Europe. ;
Brooklyn Eagle., -

Dr. Philip Kilrti;' of Springfield,
Mass., has been in Paris nearly a year,
making a special study of skin diseases,
In one of his visits to the Paris office
of the Eagle he gave some interestin
oﬁmxops_an medicine in-Paris. He is o
the opinion that for the seientific stud

the best ]glaca in the world, provided
one can stay here a long time. It is
difficult to obtain medical knowledge
%mckly in the French capital, because
the various mediecal schools and eol-
leges do not work in unison, and are
widely scattered over the city. Several
eminent professors will lecture on the
same subject, on the same day, and at
the same hour, If medicine in all its
branches eould be tau%lht in one great
central building, so that the student
could go directly from one professor,
teaching one branch of the science, to
another explaining another subject re-
lated to the first, it would be a great
gain. . This is what is done in Vienna,
where: the doctor studied medicine in
general several years ago, and where
88 he expressed it, the professors Cfig
into one another.’” , It has created .a
large body of what are known as ‘‘do-
cens,’’ duated physicians, but not
necessarily professors, who make a spe-
cialty of teaching foreign students,
whose number exceeds that of the prac-
ticing physicians, and who are a great
aid to scholars. It is generally ac-
knowledged that Paris is the very first
eity in the knowledge .and treatment of
skin diseases. One great Jah_vswi.an
after patient research, has discovere

a method of tempering the force of
radium, by mixing it with some chem-
ical so that it does mot burm the skin,
and only causes temporary injury to
the hair, as the roots are numbed with-
out being destroyed. He applied this
preparation with suecess in _frestmﬁ
ringworm in the head. The skin woul

not blister, and the hair, though it al-
WAays “fell’ out,’’ always ‘‘came back’’
again. Dr. Kilroy is of the opinion that
if one only shows any French scientist
that one is really interested in his work,
that is all the introduction that is neces-
sary.

We
mention this fact in our report, as the
nearest approach to justice that we are
able to render under the circumstances.
And we wish to add, in this connection,
that we question the wisdom of a stat-
ute of limitations for eriminal offenses
—certainly so short a limit. Such a
statute is apparently an inheritance of
the days when the government repre-
sented a dreaded tyranny, against
which the eitizen or subjeef should be

rotected at all hazards.” We believe
hese statutes have outlived their use-
fulness and should be abrogated, or at
least the time limit should be greatly
inereased.’’

The indictments returned today will
precigitate one of the most hotly con-
tested legal fights ever waged in Min-
neapolis. Time, money and legal tal-
ent will be used lavishly by the de-
fense, and some nice questions of law
will be raised for the first time in this
state, The prosecutors admit that it
is-a grave question of law as to the

some¢ of the acts that. are unquestion-
ably wrong, The trials will undoubt-
edly elarify and erystalize the laws
and may result in needed legislation.
Civil suits for restitution of funds
alleged to have been: wrongfully di-
verted are another prospective feature.

ADVALOREM TAX LAW

.The small town pays high rates, the
big town low rates.” And this is the
chief cause of the enormous growth of
our cities, the amazing expansion of de-
partment stores and city factories, and
the great rise in valuation of city prop-
erty compared with countrv property.
There is a constunt suction toward the

city, because the low railroad rate
makes the conduet of the business
cheaper there. So the strong boys are

drawn off the farms and out of the little
towns with irresistible foree toward the
metropolis. 8o rents go up, so sky-
scrapers are built, so the East Sides be-
come erowded and filthy and diseased
and so the West Sides are enervated
with luxury, so boss politicians gather
strength in city slums, so eorruption
grows in the city hall, the statehouse
and the national capital.

For transportation is the key to
ulation. New York was planted where
it is in the first place, because of its
splendid harbor where ships could reach
its docks easily and cheaply. And when
the railroads eame they continued to
give New York an advantage in service
and in rates which tended to Rarry
everything there. 'In the same way the
[:rospority of every important city in

he connt;y is based almost ‘wholly
upon the favor of transportation agen-
cies, either ithe natural advantages of
a water or river fropf, or tho artificial
a_dvantg.fe of low railroad rates. Cities
like Pittsburg, Indianapolis and At-
lanta are almost absolutely the erea-
tures of the railroads. Inquire why
one city Eows and another seemingly
with equal advantages, does not grow
and the cause will almost invariably be
found in a railroad rate. Inquire simi-
larly why ome o0il refiner, or one
beef butcher, or one sugar maker pros-
pers and grows rich, while others, ap-
parently of equal talents and means,
slowly dwindle into failure, often with-
out even knowing why, arnd in a large
number of ogses the cause will be found
in a certain railroad rate. And I am by
no means inferring that the success of
a’ town or a man is due only tn illegal
or secret rates or discriminations; the
dishonest successes, like that of Roecke-
feller, a‘re comparatively rare; the great
proportion are the natural outcome of
what is at present ?erfectlv open favor-
itism on the part of the railroads,
