J o h n I n g l i s , t h e crop exper t , w h o w a s 
i n t h e n o r t h w e s t w h e a t fields in A u g u s t 
s i z i n g u p t h e crop and in M i n n e a p o l i s 
j u s t prior to Sept . 1, surprised t h e gra in 
t r a d e s t o d a y w i t h a cab legram i r o m 
Russ ia , w h e r e he i s n o w l o o k i n g i n t o 
crop cond i t i ons . A b o u t in id -Augus t , 
first reports b e g a n t o come across t h e 
due t o a smal ler acreage caused b y t h e 
w a t e r of losses in t h e R u s s i a n crops, 
d r a w i n g of m e n f r o m t h e f a r m s i n t o 
t h e a r m y and subsequent u n f a v o r a b l e 
w e a t h e r .

m a k e a forced t r ip , s p a r i n g no e x p e n s e , 
and t a k i n g a d v a n t a g e of e v e r y ava i l ­
ab le m e a n s t o reach the R u s s i a n fields.
