consumption, according to Dr. E. Luther Stev­
ens of Des Moines. 

He made his estimate from census figures. 
The census of 1SOO showed 1,830 deaths from , •» 
tuberculosis; that of 1!K)0 showed 1,841. In •• 
using 2,000 as the inside number who die every • 
year of the disease in Iowa. Dv. Stevens be- ( '* 
lieves his estimates are conservative. For ;* 
each person who dies, four are infected,- one V 
fatally, thus creating an endless chain, 3,000 * 
loday being sufferers from this disease in i :„ 
this state. That is the conclusion also of the i » 
board of control. In 1000, smallpox, scarlet '» 
fever, appendicitis, croup, peritonitis, diphtheria > 
and typhoid fever killed 1,411. .Tuberculosis 
alone killed 1,841. This does not include ^those 
who left the state for treatment. Dr. Stevens 
believes that no less than 2,500 dieyevery year. 
Therefore 2,000 is a conservative estimate. Yet, 
he says, it is a preventable disease; 

The adjudicated value of a human life is 
$5.O00. If 2,000 die, the economic loss to the 
state is $10,000,000. This does not include two 
y oars' loss in earning capacity. Take it an­
other way. The average age at which con­
sumptives die is 37.4 years. According to the 
mortality tables, then the expectancy is 30 
vears. Of these, certainly twenty-five would be 
"full of earning capacity. Counting 300 days 
at earning capacity of $1 a day there is a 
loss of $7,500 for each individual who dies. 
As there are 2,000, the annual loss is $15,-
000,000. But the average duration of the dis­
ease is three years. '

Eau Claire, Wis., Nov. 18.—Judge Helms of 

the eighth judicial circuit has granted a stay 
of proceedings in' the case of the Eau Claire 
Water company against the city of Eau Claire, 
and William Rowe as mayor. 

The stay was sought by the plaintiff pending 
plaintiff's appeal to. the state supreme eour* 
from Judge Helms' order denying the plaintiff's 
motion for a temporary injunction to restrain 
the city from proceeding further under the city 
ordinance authorizing appraisal of the water­
works plant with a view to purchase by the city. 

The order granting the stay of proceedings 
provides for bond of $100,000 by plaintiff, which* 
has been filed, but the statute provides that the 
stay may be vacated by the defendants if they 
furnish a bond of one-half that amount. This 
bona will be filed by the city immediately. 

The water company will then in all probability 
apply to the supreme court, to which the case 
has been appealed, for a stay pending such 
appeal. City Attorney Wickham represents the 
city in the litigation. The defendant attorney 
is former Judge W. F. Bailey, and several Mil­
waukee attorneys are of counsel. 

The litigation is regardexl as a striking ex­
ample of the law's delays which may frustrate 
the purpose of the people of Eau Claire, legally 
expressed at the polls, to purchase the water­
works under the franchise granted twenty years 
ago. If the water company succeeds in the 
courts its franchise is good for forty years 
more, and is of enormous value.

in the climate, rainfall and soil, un­
doubtedly lead the procession. I t is 
only because they are gradual and at 
our very doorsteps tha t we fail to feel 
their full significance. The ' ' s t ranger 
within our g a t e s " who visited Nor th 
Dakota ten years ago and who now 
conies again, s tares about him, rubs 
his eyes and says: " I would not have 
believed it unless I had seen i t . " 

Here is a brief summary of a few 
of the na tura l changes in North Dakota 
with the popular reasons for such 
change: 

Climate More Temperate. 
Our winters are milder and we shiver 

as we read in the papers of blizzards 
in Chicago, the lake cities and New 
York. " W i r e s Down A g a i n , " " A l l 
Traffic Suspended ," and the like are 
familiar headlines in the eastern papers 
as we go about our outdoor work in 
J a n u a r y and February . 

We ascribe our more temperate win­
ter to the fact t ha t huge t rac ts of our 
lands have been cult ivated during the 
last ten years, the snow more quickly 
disappearing in the plowed ground and 
the seasons being more nearly equal­
ized—a na tura l sequence t h a t follows 
'tifre eji'HiYation'.of the soil. - ; | ] j j 

--*;_-':•• Increased Rainfall . U i 

From an average of 20.37 inches for 
the period from 1892 to 1901, iii'dusive, 
to 25.68 inches during 1901, the last 
year for which official da ta has been 
furnished. "(Twelfth Annual Keport of 
the Nor th Dakota Agricultural Experi­
ment" Station.) 

This increased rainfall is our best 
crop assurance and is unquestionably 
due to the cult ivation of the land. When 
the two Dakotas were the feeding 
ground of millions of buffalos, the 
ground was trampled down* hard and 
the grass grazed close to the earth. The 
soil absorbed l i t t le or no moisture, the 
rainfall quickly re turning by the big 
na tu ra l -wa te r courses. I n early days, 
too, t h e Indians burned off the grass: 
and vegetat ion every year to force the 
game into the river and creek bottoms. 
This unprotected, " b a k e d " prairie, 
would not retain moisture and the rain­
fall was lost. The plowed earth now 
absorbs the rainfall an'd holds it like a 
sponge from which the sun ' s rays evap­
orate the moisture to be re turned in 
crop-making rainfall . 

-r '• Larger Crops. 
These are. of course, due in great 

measure to the increased rainfall , but 
the taming of the soil is doing i ts part . 
The Illinois farmers did not raise fifty 
and seventy bushels of corn to the acre 
twen ty years ago, as they do now-and 
our Nor th Dakota soil is very similar to 
the rich loam in the Illin'ois cornbelt, 
wi th the addit ional advantage tha t our 
land will "n'ever need tile or other 
draining, without which the corn 
land of Illinois would be next to worth­
less.. .Our soil does bet ter every year, 
as i t ' i s worked and cultivated, and sur­
prising results will some day follow the 
closer farming made necessary by the 
dividing of our big t racts into smaller 
farms.
