HAD X DEER HUNT
IN HEART OF CITY

LOWRY HILL WATCHMEN CHASE
A BIG BUCK.

The Animal Was Thoroly Aware of His
Superior Speed and Played Hide and
Séek with His Pursuers for an Hour
or More Before Seeking Cover. *

For more than an hour early yesteg
day morning an exeiting deer hunt was
in progress all thru the Lowry Hill dis-
triect and out along Mt, Curve avenue.
John Hannon, who operates an exten-
sive private patrol system in that dis-
trict, was the chief huntsman, assisted
by R. G. O’Neil, one of his patrolmen,

It was about 2 a.m. when Hannon
saw some large animal in a vacant lot
near Fremont and Summit avenues. Its
outlines seemed wholly unfamiliar, as it
was too large for a dog and too slender
for a cow. Finally it browsed into a
clear pateh of moonlight, and the ob-
server nearly lost his breath when he
realized that several hundred pounds
of choice venison were within ten rods
of him, As he advanced a little nearer,
the animal threw up its head, display-
ing a fine set of antlers, and loped
gracefully westward on Summit avenue.

Hannon hurried for his bieycle, which
was about half a Dblock away, and,
mounting, succeeded in regaining sight
of the buek before it had gone a block.
As the deer perceived that it was fol-
lowed, however, it began to put on
more speed, and even with his most
strenuous pedaling, Hannon was hope-
lessly outclassed.

Three blocks west, at the corner of
Irving avenue, O’Neil was standing
under an incandescent gaslight. Han-
non whistled to attract his attention,
but as O’Neil turned to see what was
the matter, the huge shadowy shape
sped by him as noiselessly as tho its
hoofs were shod with velvet, startling
him beyond- measure. At Irving ave-
nue the quarry turned northward to
Mt. Curve, and for an hour or more
Hannon and O’Neil played hide-and-
seek with the buck all over that part
of the eity. The animal did not appear
to be particularly worried about fire-
arms, for after the game was once on,
he would simply run up a street to a
corner, and when followed, would be
found not more than half a block away
from the intersection of the streets.

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SUNDAY FUNERALS
~S00N 10 GEASE

MANAGEMENTS OF LOCAL CEME-
TERIES STAND TOGETHER.

The Movement Began with the Minis-
ters and Has Been Indorsed by Un-
dertakers and Liverymen—New Plan
Will Go Into Effect with First of the
Year.

After Jan. 1, 1906, there will be no
Sunday funerals in Minneapolis, Res-
olutions to this effeet were passed by
the board of trustees of Lakewood cem-
etery this week and the managements
of Layman’s, Hillside and Crystal Lake
cemeteries have coneurred in the move-
ment,

The effort to do away with funerals
on Sunday was begun by the Minneap-
olis ‘ministers. The movement hag been
in progress for over a year and has been
the subject of much discussien among
the several classes of persons directly
interested in funerals,

-The ministers brought the question to
the attention of the trustees of the vari-
ous cemeteries and statements were so-
licited from ministers, undertakers,
liverymen and the managers of the
cemeteries. For some time these ex-
pressions have been coming in to the
trustees of Lakewood eemetery. and
with all in they were considered.

To the surprise of the trustees, tho
they have lonfz favored abolishing Sun-
day burials, the sentiment against Sun-
day funerals was almost unanimous. Of
something over gixty ministexs who ex-
pressed their views by letter, only three
weie opposed to the mew order. The
undertakers unanimously indorsed the
plan and the liverymen, tho the most
divided, showed a majority for the pro-
posal. 1

Discussing the reasons of the minis-
ters for asking the end of Sunday
funerals, Rev, L. T. Guild said today:

‘‘We oppose Sunday funerals because
of the great amount of extra labor they
demand of undertakers and cemetery
workers. Sunday has heretofore always
been the busiest day for these men, as
well as for the ministers, who are fre-
quently compelled to add funeral serv-
ices to their already heavy Sabbath
work. Of course an element of Sabbath
desecration enters into the argument
when it is considered that often the
bodies are held several days for Sunday
funerals, when bands and fan-fare char-
acterize the ceremonies. In this day,
when it is possible to preserve bodies
for long periods, we fail to see where
the abolition of Sunday funerals can
work hardship or inconvenience.’’

THREATEN A MILK FAMINE

RICE AND GOODHUE COUNTY
DAIRYMEN ARE DEFIANT RE-
GARDING HEALTH DEPART-
MENT ULTIMATUM.

Rice county and Goodhue county’ dai-
rymen threaten a milk famine in Min-
neapolis if the health department en-
forces its ultimatum requiring them to
have their milch cows tested for tuber-
culosis on pain of, having their milk
dumped into the sewers on 1ts arrival in
Minneapolis.

Several delegations from the big
dairy country east of Northfield have
called on Milk Imspector W. D. Me-
Call, during the past fortmight, to pro-
teet agaiust .the y.enfprcement. of the
‘milk -ordinance
shippers. Their attitude in the confer-
ence was one of defiance.” =~ They an-
nounced that all the shippers had united
to resist the inspeetion and threatened
that if Minneapolis became too aggres-
sive in the erusade they would cause a
milk famine here by shipping elsewhere.

That they could cause great inconven-
ience is gemerally admitted, as several
of the largest creameries and milk de-
pots rely wholly on outside dairies for
their_supply, but the ineconvenience
would be only temporary at best anl
if the ahlp{-em persisted in their posi-
tion it would greatly benefit the dairies
under the direct jurisdiction of the Min-
neapolis health commissioner. -~ Many
of the owners, knowing of the prospec-
tive row, have been Eu}‘iug up mileh
cows and will greatly increase their
herds if the country shippers stand pat.

It is not believed that the dairymen’s
insurrectxo_n will prove serious. Dr. A.
A. Keys, city veterinarian, has received
several applications for tuberculin from
veterinarians in the disaffected dis-
tricts, which indicate that some of the
dairymen have not joined in the resist-
ing movement or are playing traitors.

SELF-SUPPORTING
HELPER OF POOR

SALVATION ARMY INDUSTRIAL
HOME DOES GREAT WORE.

Provides Lodging, Food and Clothing
for Sick and Unemployed at Same
Time Affording Them Easy Opportun-
ity to Pay Their Way and Derive
Financial Return—Has Double Pur-
pose,

Staff Captain W. H. Gooding, mana-
ger of the Balvation Army Industrial
Home, has just issued his report for the
vear ending Oct. 31. i8  report
gives an insight into the working of
what is probably the only self-suppora
ing charity in the city., =The industrisa.
home derives its income chiefly from'
the sale of ‘‘salvage,’’ consisting of old
clothing, furniture and junk, which is
of no value to the owner, i)ut which,
when collected by the agents of the
home and sorted, is made to yield an in-
come of about $20,000 a year.

Two hundred and fifty men, many of
them temporarily too ill to obtain work
or support elsewhere, were cared for
during the year, In return for their easy
tasks of sorting and polishing up dis-
carded articles hangled by the home
they received not only clothing, fooc
and lodging, but Froportiunate shares of
$6,158.18, derived from the sale of the

articles,
Has Double Purpose.

In addition to the benefit the home
is to this class of homeless men, it
serves a double purpose in putting
clothing and other articles, as durable,
if not pretty, as could be purchased in
down-town sgures, within reach of the
limited purses of the poor. Tor a few
cents poor persons, who otherwise would
be compelled to do without overcoats
or other warm garments above those
absolutely necessary. to keep them from
freezing, ean buy heavy coats, suits,
shoes and any other article of clothing.

Religious lines are razed at the home.
Jew, Catholic or infidel is as welcome
ag a Christian, and each may enoy the
accommodations of the institution,
which consist of well-equipped gymna-
sium, reading room, gameroom, clean
sleeping and lounging quarters and the
?esé quality of well-cooked, wholesome
ood.

Nursed to health at the home, each
man is assisted in a quest for a per-
manent position, and recommendations
from the institution have earried many
men to good employment.

Inmates Not Paupers.

An invitation is extended to every
reputable citizen of the city to help a
needy person to temporary shelter at
the industrial home. The worthy may
enter it without disturbing their pride
too, for the work that is required a_nrf
the division of money obtained, lift
the man above the plane of pauperism,

The following items, eulled from the
most interesting report of Captain
Gooding, illustrate the extent of the
good done by the industrial home:

‘“Provided 2,500 garments to scamtily
clothed men; furnished 2,000 men with
free baths; furnished 1,000 men with
free beds; served 16,621 free meals;
provided 87,000 clean beds, with option
of free bath, for nominal sum of 10
cents a might.”’ >

Not a cent of the income of $24,127
derived from the sale of clothing, ol
paper and other junk; was held by the
home, the entire amount not disbursed
for the large expense of the institution
being divided among the mén who were
gubjects of its welcome aid,
