I ' l l tell you about it if you care 
to listen, but as a beginning, and to give 
an idea of what the man who goes 
deer hunting these days is liable, to 
butt up against any old minute, just 
listen to this bit of naively-told news 
from the Duluth Herald, which brought 
the old horror I spoke of to my mind.

The Story. 
"Says Mr. Kinsman: 'We came 

across the Perdue brothers, John and 
Earl, who live up in that country, and 
they told us a story that certainly shows

South Dakotans Proud of Record 
of Football Eleven — Play 

Morningside Thursday.

Vermillion, S. D., Nov. 25.—The uni­

versity of South Dakota football team 
will close one of the most successful sea­
sons on the gridiron at Sioux City on 
Thanksgiving day, when the eleven will 
line up against the Morningside Meth­
odists. The record which the coyotes 
have made during the fall is one to be 
proud of, and even should they lose the 
final game no kick will come.* 

Out of seven games played the wear­
ers of the vernmion have lost but one, 
and this they had no hope of winning. 
They were defeated at Lincoln by the 
university of Nebraska 42 to 6. They 
have won over Yankton, Mitchell, 
Brookings, Madison and Creighton. In 
each instance the coyotes were out­
weighed, but their speed, together with 
an excellent code of plays and signals, 
have won the games that they feared 
would go against them. 

1 Almost from the very beginning the 
team was handicapped for material. 
Plenty of men were out for the first 
practice, but the majority were not the 
sort that Coach Whittemore thought 
could win games. Another handicap 
was the loss of Captain Harry Brown 
from the game, he having received a 
bad knee injury which kept him from 
playing in any of the games. Un­
daunted, Coach Whittemore and Man* 
ager Newcomb set to work to develop a 
team that would at least make a good 
showing. As the season wore on more 
men kept getting in line, and by the 
time the hard games arrived the "coy­
otes showed up strong.

" I made for the spot where the old 
man had disappeared, calling for help 
as I ran, and founn him lying on his 
back, shot thru the stomach, the most 
horrifying object my eyes ever rested 
on, and something you may thank God 
you have never seen and are never 
likely to see. The rest of the party 
were soon at the spot and what could be 
done was done, but little it was. We 
cannot give to human beings the merci­
ful release from pain we can to dumb 
brutes, and we had to listen to the poor 
man's frantic appeals to us to kill him 
and put him out of his agony, until 10 
o'clock that night, when death finally 
came to his relief. 

"There was no doctor nearer than a 
range town twelve miles away, and tho, 
of course, a fleet foot traveled the dis­
tance at flight speed after one, it was 
only to find him unable to come until 
after all was over.

In consideration of what the eleven 
has accomplished, Coach Wittemore is 
receiving a great amount of praise. This 
is his last year at the institution in all 
probability^ as the ojd Brown college 
student has been in the harness here 
for three years, and feels that that is 
long enough at one place. The majority 
are not in favor of his leaving, and may 
insist that he be retained. 

One big feature in the "winning of 
games this year has been the fine work 
of Case at quarter. Without any re­
flection on any of the students who have 
served in this capacity in times past, 
Case is probably the best quarter eveT 
seen in South Dakota uniform. He has 
a good head and is quicker than light­
ning. 

Naturally interest now centers on 
the big game next Thursday. The 
coyotes have all along felt that they 
would win, but realize that they have no 
easy proposition ahead. They are not 
over-confident, however, and will not go 
into the game with the thought that it 
is won before play begins.
