BY FOOTBALL ACT

Columbia Abolishment Scheme
Arouses Amazement and Or-
ganization of Opposition,

New York, Nov. 80.—Columbia students were
amazed when they learned that football has
been abandoned at the unlversity. It is mno
exaggeration to say that 190 undergraduates
out of 200 are violently opposed to glving up
football, altho bardly 1 per cent of the students
actually play.

The board of student representatives—the
presidents of the four classes in college and
in sclence—hustily came together and agreed
to holidd A mass meeting next week to discuss
the football problem. All the prominent old
graduates favoring football who can be found
will be asked to speak, and the faculty will be
petitioned to rescind thelr order abolishing foot-
hall and joln a movement to modlfy the rules.

Action Not Unanimous.

Professor George Clinton Dinsmore Odell, a
member of the faculty committe¢ on student
organizatlon. which killed football, was greeted
with much stamping before he lectured his class
in English. L

“Gentlemen,” he declared, “I am not re-
sponsible for the strange action of the com-
mittee.”" :
This was the’ first intimation the students
recelved that the actlon was not unanimous,
and they derlved what satlsfaction they could

from it. '
: ‘‘S8hame,’’” Says Curtis.

been changed. ~Abollshing football hurts the
university.”"

‘‘The step which has been taken,’ says the
college paper, “ls altogether too radlcal and tar-
reaching.
