Trade broadens, to a hea l thy manner In re­
sponse to -lower temperature and holiday de­
mand. Staple l ines o t heavywe ight wearing ap­
parel are 'read i ly distributed and the movement 
of Christmas goods promises to add one more 
to many new high records established by 1905. 
Many manufacturers In these l ines a te unable 
to ni l orders, notably those producing Jewelry, 
candy, toys and novelt ies . 

Wholesale business i s on a scale that prom­
ises w e l l for n e x t season, shipping departments 
are taxed to the utmost and mercanti le collec­
t ions are sat isfactory wi th a few exceptions, 
which are confined chiefly to southern districts', 
where cot ton has not been marketed promptly. 
Prices have made further advances, Dun's i n 
dez number being $105,312 on Dec . 1 aga ins t 
$103,858 a month previous, and the pas t week 

)«E £ i ' has brought a st i l l higher level . 
There w a s nothing in the s ta te documents t o 

disturb confidence, industrial act iv i ty i s showing 
greater progress than at any previous t ime and 
rai lway earnings in November were 6.1 per cent 
l a i g e r than las t year's . Foreign commerce at 
this poi t for the la s t week showed a gain of 
$1,119,395 in imports and a decrease of 
$2,421,005 in exports as compared w i t h the same 
week of 1004. 

New business in the iron and steel industry 
may be coming forward a l i t t l e less freely, but 
the demand for many products i s so far ahead 
Of supply that there i s l i t t le interest in current 
operations. More new high record prices for 
recent years have been establ ished in the mar 
kets for minor meta l s . 

In the cotton-goods industry i t h a s a t Inst 
become necessary for producers t o recognize the 
higher position attained by the raw material 
Had there ex is ted any large supply of goods 
Ht the mil ls or in primary markets , buyers 
might have res isted the upward tendency by 
postponing purchases in antic ipation of an early 
1 caution in raw cotton. 

Some standard brands have not y e t joined 
the movement, but brown cottons tend upwards 
and heavy sheet ings are from %c to Me higher. 
Export trade i s not encouraged by the new 
quotations, a l tho moderate orders are received 
for certain heavy goods on which prices were 
quoted before the crop appeared. A few low-
grade goods in men's woolens have been opened, 
but there is no general disposition to show l ines 
for next year, chiefly because of the uncertainty 
in the raw wool market . 

Recent large purchases of hides supplied the 
leading tanners for some time to come, in a 
f e w cases contracts covering sa l t ings as re­
mote as "February, and packers' s tocks are so 
l ight that they do not force sa les . Consequently 
tliis market i s l ight . Leather i s firm but quiet.

$154,000,000 DEPOSITS 

Iowa State and Savings Banks Show 
Large Increase. 

W E B S T E R CITY. IOWA.—The s tate bank 
s ta tement Just issued for Iowa, shows an in­
crease in deposits in the s ta te and savings 
banks of this s ta te of more than $3,000,000 in 
about t w o and one-half months. They now 
amount to more than S154.000.000 in this c lass 
of inst i tutions alone. In the national and private 
banks probably a lmost as mych more Is de­
posited. 

The increase i s surprising for the reason that 
the fa l l of the year usually results in the 
wi thdrawal of funds w i t h which to move the 
crops or to feed l ivestock pending marketing. 
Bankers have been predicting that the s ta tement 
would show a fal l ing off in deposits—nothing ma­
terial , but s t i l l a decrease. The s tatement shows 
the contrary. 

Bi l l s receivable shbw an increase of about 
$6,800,000. This is accountable for on the basis 
of the money borrowed for stock feeding and 
kindred purposes, pending the t ime to market. 
The averace reserve in the s tate and savings 
banks has fal len off about half as much as the 
loans have increased, and Is now about 20 per 
cent. 

There has been an increase o f more than $22,-
000,000 in depo&its in the state and savings 
banks of Iowa during the year. There h a s 
also been an increase in the number of this 
c lass of banks of e ight In the l a s t quarter. B u t 
t w o of the s t a t e banks have become national 
banks in the meantime, and one loan and trust 
company which teported formerly, i s not in this 
report. The increase of five banks Is therefore 
1.01 whol ly responsible for the Increase of a lmost 
$4,000,00') in deposits during the same period. 
There w a s an increase of but $01,000 in capital 
stock, as compared w i t h the l a s t report, but th i s 
was due to the fac t that the banks which were 
added were of small capital and the t w o that 
were nationalized had $50,000 each and the loan 
knd trust company not now included, had $100,-
000.
