It was one
of the first districts to. be placed on
the market in what has been called, in
the phraseology of real estate circles,
“‘package form.’”’ This means that the
innovation of selling lots in condition
for immediate building was practiced
firat in extensive form in this district.

A good deal of good-natured tacit
rivalry has existed between Lowry Hill
and Blaisdell addition as to which
would be the star residence district of
Minneapolis. Both are being blessed
these days with frequent accessions,
- The Blaisdell district is somewhat more

notable as being a younger meighbor-
hood, and therefore showing more uni-
formity, as Lowry Hill has been under

construction for several years.
Sold Several Acres.

The Blaisdell neighborhood came into
special publicity at the time former

overnor John 8. Pillsbury bought the
former Dayton building at Sixth and
Nicollet from George D. Dayton and
gold him several acres in the meighbor-
hoor of Franklin avenue and Blaisdell.
Before there had been no activity in the
region. At the time of the sale Mr.
Dayton determined to place the prop-
erty on the market at once. He turned

The Family’s Tenacity.

The history of the Blaisdell property
is interesting as showing the tenacity
with which the family held on, notwith-
standing the meal which taxes and in-
terest was making on the land. John
T. Blaisdell took up the land from the
government about 1857. For many
vears he used it as farm property, and
within a decade it was still ealled the
Blaisdell farm. The property was
finally platted, but not solg oi{ Mr.
Blaisdell and
a high price, compared with values of
surrounding property, that mno one
would buy. The expense of carrying
the land was such that little improve-
ment was made during the life of the
owner. In time it passed unde mort-
§a§e foraeclosure to the hands of others.

None of the streets are
less than 80 feet wide and no lots
are less than 165 feet deep to the alley.
Thus the section has one less street
and one less tier of blocks, as com-
- pared with neighboring propartq. The
effect of this is very noticeable in a
gneral view of the region. As soon as

e land passed into the hands of Mr.
Davton it was prepared for sale.

Badger controls is not so large, the
Blaisdell district extends from , Clifton
to Twenty-sixth street and from Nie-
ollet to Pleasant, crossing Blaisdell and
Pillsbury avenues.
