Minot, N. D., Dec. 14.—Lost in the 
darkness of night' among the rolling 
hills of Tagus, N. D., Stephen Egan, a 
prominent Ward county farmer, per­
ished from exposure. 

He started to his farm from Tagus 
on Monday night with William Carter, 
the latter 's wife and another farmer. 
After traveling a mile the sleigh was 
disabled and Carter, with his wife and 
child, started to walk to Egan's house, 
while Egan remained to guard the 
sleigh, which contained their household 
effects. 

Fearing Carter might get lost, Egan 
started to follow and lost the right 
trail. He wandered over the hills all 
night searching for his house, and called 
at two farmhouses to inquire his posi­
tion. His wanderings are a mystery. 
The cold and rigid body was found by 
two lads in a searching party yester­
day, near the road. I t was almost 
buried in the snow, four miles from his 
home. Evidence shows that he was 
frozen to death. 

The body was removed to a shack 
and Judge Lynch of this city left to­
day to hold an inquest. Egan was a 
brother of the editor of the Tagus Mir­
ror. , He was 20 years of age, 

MOTION IS MADE TO 
DISMISS FFISTER CASE

Milwaukee, Dec. 14.—Those who have 
h e a r d t h e t e s t i m o n y i n t h e t r i a l o£ 
par i e s Pfister, charged with larceny of 
$14,000 as bailee, are convinced that 
the district attorney's office has failed 
to sustain the charge. The state closed 
its case late yesterday and the defense 
at once moved for a dismissal. Argu­
ments on the motion were heard and 
will be continued today. A decision is 
expected before evening. 

In his argument on the motion to dis­
miss. Attorney Ge.orge Lines said in 
part:. 

"There was not a scintilla of evi­
dence to convict the defendant of the 
alleged offense. Having the opportunity 
to contradict Mr. Poster's statement, 
the state has, utterly failed to do so. 
They have not.shown anything which 
in the slightest degree contradicts any 
statement made in his deposition. 

" T h e r e i s a b s o l u t e l y n o t h i n g i n t h i s 
case on which a jury could base a ver­
dict Of cmilty, and therefore the de­
fendant should not.be prosecuted.'' 

Mr. Lines was followed in his argu­
ment by Mr. Kearney for the defense. 
He said that he would address the court 
on two questions;, first, "was there a 
bailment"; second1,.''was there a con­
version?" 
. Proceeding to analyze the first sub­
ject, he said that the question of bail­
ment depended upon where the legal 
title to the money in question lay. If 
the legal title was in Mr. Pfister'shand, 
there could be no conversion. He said 
that the state had failed to show tihat 
there was anything to show that the 
title was vested in the Wisconsin Ren­
dering company. He then called atten­
tion $0 the indictment. He said that it 
alleged no offense uiider the statute,
