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RIGH MINE LOBBY 
FIGHTS STATEHOOD 

Mine Owners .at National Capitol 
to Block Admission of 

Arizona. *i #* <

Chicago, Dec. 16.—Walter Wellman, 

in a Washington special to the Kecord-
Herald says: 

Lobbies are thick in the corridors of 
. the national capitol these days. There 

is the railroad lobby, well artd persist-
ontly maintained. But the m0st stren­
uous and dangerous, as well as tjhe most 
picturesque lobby of all is the mine 
owners' lobby from Arizona,, tyere fight-
irig statehood for that territory. I t is 
picturesque because of the bold methods 
it employs, and because ' i f has at least 
two United StateB senators among its 
owners and backers. I t ~isr dangerous 
because of the . possibility that grave* 
scandals may result from i t s operations. 

It is a lobby with hundreds of mill­
ions of dollars back of it. The agents 
and manipulators of its schemes are too 
smart to offer outright bribes. - But 
they have mining stock for sale—stock 
which is sure lo earn a'big, profit—-stock 
that will " p a y big to all wno get in on 
the ground flood. And just now we are 
letting a little of it out to our friends." 

Beware the Mining Stock. 
Sen&tors and representatives who 

value their good names should beware 
sleek fellows who have Arizona mining 
siock to sell. Take warning from the 
fate of Senator? Burton and Mitchell 
and the Oregon congressmen. Some day 
there may be a congressional investiga­
tion of Arizona mines and speculations 
and stock sales.- Men who are caught 
owning such securities will not be com­
fortable. • 

It was knowledge of the operations 
of this mine owners' lobby that led the 
leaders of the house to call the caucus 
on statehood whicjh was held Thursday. 
Speaker Cannon and lite lieutenants 
wanted to line members up on the ques­
tion in order to defeat the machinations 
of the lobby and also to protect mem­
bers against the insidious influences 
that might bo brought to bear upon 
them. 

It is not often that a lobby is able 
to fill the minds of party leaders with 
alarm for the safety of their flock. The 
Arizona operators may take a little 
pride m the achievement, even if they 
are not successful in preventing state­
hood. As energetic and courageous mem­
bers of the third house, they have estab­

l i s h e d a record, and men' who would en­
gage in such an enterprise are natur­
ally of the soit who would take pride in 
even that much of a success. 

They Own the Territory. 

Tt seems rather strange that the rich 
mine owners of Arizona should be here 
fighting statehood, either single or 
joint, out the reason for it is not far 
t o seek. They own the territory now. 
They run it. They are lords of the 
estate. Naturally, they do not want 
to run any risks by a change to state­
hood. These mining corporations have 
had things their own way all along the 
line, but in no particular so emphati­
cally as in the assessed valuation of 
their (property upon which they are 
called to pay taxes. 

For instance ,the Tombstone Con­
solidated Mining company is a corpora­
tion in Arizona that has put out $15,-
000,000 worth of bonds, of which 
amount $6,000,000 already have been 
sold. They bear interest at the rate of 
6 per cent and this interest has been 
promptly paid. This great property is 
assessed at $79,000. 

Then there is the United Verde Cop-
ger company, mainly the property of 

enatcr Clark of Montana. I t has been 
estimated that the copper mines owned 
by this company have ^"been yielding 
about $10,000,000 annually for some 
years, and that there i s i $130,000,000 
worth of ore now in sight. This almost 
inexhaustible mine of wealth is as­
sessed at $312,923 and the company's 
'buildings and machinery are assessed dt 
$582,500, the total assessment being 
about equivalent to one month's in­
come from the property. 

Opposed to Statehood. 
These powerful corpoiations do not 

want statehood. They can operate more 
independently and profitably under a 
territorial form of government, and 
they stand ready to devote a big share 
of their millions to the work of pre­
venting the passage of a bill giving 
Arizona either single statehood or joint 
Statehood with New Mexico. 

There are other members of the 
"United States senate who a-re interested 
jn these companies besido Senator 
CJ.uk. 

The influence *of the lobby is being 
fel t , , Up to this time, as far as is 
known, its operations have been within 
the lines of propriety. There have been 
pi'Umors afloat, however, that members 
of the house and senate may find an 
opportunity for gilt-edged investments 
in mining property if they are so 
minded. These investments would be 
on the square; actual cash would be 
paid for them and they could in no 
wav be classed as bribes. But the op­
portunity to get into such real*"good 
t h i n g s " is not enjoyed by everybody. 
In tact, most of these bonanza mining 
propositions are in the hands of close 
corporations and an outsider is con­
sidered wonderfully fortunate to be let 
in on the ground floor. 

If the lobby operators do t r / to lead 
statesmen up into the mountain with 
their gilt-edged investments, it is to be 
lioped for the reputation of the Amer­
ican congress that none will yield to 
the temptation.

Washington, Dec. 16.—State Auditor 

Iverson and Attorney General Young 
of Minnesota are in Washington in con­
ference with officials of the land of­
fice and the interior department re­
garding the claim, of the. state to. abaut 
100,000 acres of land in the "> limits of 
$he Minnesota forest reserve, under the 
swamp land grant. The state has filed" 
selections for about ,155,000 acres of 
.this land, 'and department has approved 
iJts-j3election of ,51*000 acres. * 

When the sale of 95 per cent of the 
timber in the reserve was arranged, 
exception was made as to these lands. 
In 1903 the secretary of the interior 
decided that they were due the state 
under the swamp grant, and the object 
of , th is conference is to ascertain why 
the formal claim for them has not been 
allowed. 

Iverson and Young say they are not 
opposed to experiments in forestry nor 
to the forest reserve, but they believe 
the state should not be restrained in 
any wav fro mthe use and benefit of 
occupation. 

The presumption is that no timber 
has been cut from it, and it is pointed 
put that there is danger of its destruc­
tion by fire. Iverson and Young hope 
to clear the matter up at this confer­
ence, but i t is possible they may have 
to file a brief in support of the state's 
claim, in which event the settlement 
will be delayed some time. 

E L i O f FOR OPEN ; 
rPOOR TO TOEERS 

President of Harvard Denies In­
flux of Labor Menaces Ameri­

can Workers. 

Boston, Dec. 16.—In an address be­
fore the Economic club of Boston last 
night, President Eliot of Harvard, 
speaking on "Immigrat ion ," said: 

" I t is the labor unions who teach the 
doctrine of contract labor exclusion. 
That is the source of all the agitation 
along these lines. The Americans who 
have got into the good trades want to 
keep out all the newcomers from those 
trades. 

"Mr. Gompers the other day in New 
York opposed the admission of Chinese 
students and educated travelers on' the 
ground that Chinese coolies might smug­
gle themselves into the country in that 
guise. 

" I want to protest against that line 
of argument, that we should try to keep 
out new rivals because our earnings will 
be reduced. That is not the real dan-
gor. Have wages fallen in1 the last 
fifty years or risen? Yet immigrants 
have been coming by the millions. 
Our laboring class—if I may use such 
a term—hold a very unmannerly opin­
ion about the newcomers. They have 
not confidence enough in» their own su­
periority resulting from their own ad­
vantages. We ought to have a pro­
found confidence from our own exper­
ience on this soil of the trustworthy ef­
fects of freedom for every m a n . " 

REVENGE NOT MOTIVE 
OF JEWS, SAYS HIRSGH

Chicago, Dec. 16.—"Not revenge, 

but a victory for humanity is what 
we w a n t , " declared Dr. Emil G. Hirsch 
while discussing the recent Jewish mas­
sacres in Russia last night at Temple 
Israel. ' ' The men who committed those 
crimes did not know what they were 
doing. They do not realize now what 
they have done. They are to be pitied. 
What the Jews want is a victory for 
humanity that will make repetition of 
those outrages impossible. 

' ' When I was a younger man I used 
to think with others that a new day > 
was dawning for the Jews, but I have 
been sadly disillusioned. There is still 
a hard fight ahead of us, and we have 
still to watch for the first light of a 
new day. ' ' '

A MONtrMENT TO CRIME 

Bonrke Cockran So, Stigmatizes Rocke­
feller's Portune. 

Journal Special Service. 
Washington, Dec. 16.—-"Rockefel­

ler's fortune is a monument of crime," 
Representative Bourke Cockran said 
yesterday in the house, while speaking 
on the iniquities of insurance. 

Mr. Cockran, in a fervid speech, de­
clared that "anything so iniquitous is 
not to be regulated, out is to be up­
rooted. ' ' * 

He argued that life insurance com­
panies should be compelled to do busi­
ness in only the states in which they 
were chartered, and then only upon the 
same conditions as savings banks. Re­
ferring to the salaries of $150,000 and 
$100,000 a year paid to presidents of 
insurance companies, Mr. Cockran said: 

"Where he has commanded this 
great salary it has not been for a pe­
culiar capacity to serve the policy­
holders, but for peculiar skill and effi­
ciency in swindling them. I always 
fear and apprehend a repetition of 
crime; but the distressing feature of 
this display is the avowal of criminali­
ty by the criminals, without the con­
sciousness of their own infamy. Nay, 
they cheerfully mounted the witness 
chair and confessed their crimes as 
tho they were making professions of 
excellence. -

" W e are edified by the spectacle in 
New York city of the attorney general 
and district attorney working day and 
night to deliver over to justice men 
who, in small districts, have violated 
the purity of the ballot boxes, and 
every one bids them godspeed, and the 
penitentiary has already received a ma­
jority of those so accused. But there 
has not been one question advanced 
by an officer of the law to these Crim­
inals who have confessed the plunder 
of millions. 

" H a s any one of these criminals, 
whose confessions of infamy were evi­
dently based upon cheerful assurances 
that the size of their fortunes gave 
them immunity, has one of that clasd 
found the door of his office battered 
down with an ax? Has any grand jury 
been .called to consider his offense? 
Now we find the house-cleaning of 
which they boast is being inaugurated 
by the rogues who brought around the 
condition. I do not believe there are 
resources sufficient to send any man 
who is worth eight or ten millions of 
dollars to prison. It is a humiliating 
confession to make, but it might, as 
well be done. The whole tone, the 
trend of public opinion, is to sit down 
helpless before this colossal v i c e . "

and invited a statement at the outset 
from the street railway office. That it 
did not have as complete a statement as 
that now furnished by Mr, Goodrich 
and given by authority was no fault of 
T h e J o u r n a l ' s effort in that direc­
tion.

Such a result would 
certainly justify the recent expression 
of public sentiment on the question. 

The Official Statement. 
The statement of Mr. Goodrich is as 

follows: 
" T o the (Patrons of the Street Railway 

Company: 
' ' We have seen of late some criticism 

on the use of gates on the cars of the 
street railway company. In this con­
nection statements have been made to 
the effect 

First—That the gates were put on 
the cars solely for our own benefit. 

Second—Contrary to the wishes of 
our patrons. 

Third—In a spirit of reckless defiance 
of public sentiment and 

Fourth—That our duty to the public 
did not require us to do so. 

' ' The first statement is true in part. 
" T h e second statement could not be 

true as our patrons did not have and 
therefore could not express any pref­
erences about gates until after they had 
been installed. 

" T h e third etatement is absolutely 
false. Our respect for 'public senti­
ment ' when it is right is supreme. When 
it is wrong or based upon erroneous as­
sumption, we frankly admit we are 
afraid of it. In either contingency, 
however, our respect for it is entirely 
too healthy to meet i t in a 'spirit of 
reckless defiance.' 

"That the fourth statement is also 
untrue will appear from the following 
quotation from a supreme court decision 
rendered in one of our cases. 

" 'Street railway companies, as car­
riers of passengers for hire, are bound 
to exercise the highest degree of care 
and diligence consistent with the nature 
of their undertaking, and are responsi­
ble for the slightest iieglect. This rule 
extends to the management of the cars 
and track, and to all the arrangements 
necessary for the safety of passengers 
as respects accidents from collision or 
otherwise.' 

' ' If gates on street railway cars is an 
'arrangement' which will minimize acci­
dents and not inconsistent with street 
street railway business, then it Wot only 
was our duty to the public to equip our 
cars with gates, but the above ruling of 
the supreme court was tantamount to a 
mandatory order instructing our com­
pany to do so. 

^vEt will not be contended that gates 
to prevent passengers from getting on 
an'd off moving cars are inconsistent 
with tho work of carrying passengers. 

" A s to whether gates minimize acci­
dents the following figures speak for 
themselves. 

" I n the year 1894 the year before 
gates were installed we had 1,655 
caused by people getting on and off cars. 

" I n 1904 ten years later notwith­
standing the^fact that we handled more 
than tvpee as many passengers, acci­
dents due to getting on* and off our cars 
were only 259., These figures include 
both cities. 

" I f the 1894 percentage of accidents 
to passengers handled had prevailed in 
1904 our accidents due to getting on and 
off cars would have been over 3,500 in­
stead of 259. 

" I f human life an'd suffering are en­
titled to any consideration, then 'our 
duty to the public' would seem to bo 
apparent. I can and do understand 
fully that at times the gates may prove 
an annoyance, but taking all the condi­
tions into consideration I do not be­
lieve or at least I do not wish to be-' 
lieve that anyone familiar with all the 
facts in the case would wish them dis­
carded. 

" N o consideration of the case will be 
complete which does not take into con­
sideration the fact that fully 65 per 
cent of our passengers are either wom­
en, children or elderly persons.
