The stock market felt the brunt of it and prices
of leadlng speculative lssues fell quickly after
the opening. In wheat there were no doubt a
good many holders of leng lues In Chicago who
let go, fearing more financlal trouble to come
and difficulty about borrowlng Inoney. Men
trading In both stocks and grain felt the call
for margins In stocks. Some sold their stocks.
Others held them agalnst the break and let go
wheat to Hghten up. Hence, altho there were a
number of things lu sight that would ordinarily
hove firmed up the market, prices on. the con-

trary turned downward, and May wheat, after |
bobbing around In uncertaluty for a while and |

selling up to S6e, fell off .to 8Bc. December
sold down to Slige. At 11 o'clovk the market
was very weak and much selling was golng
on. Tvaders on the short side found it & good
time to put the pressure om, and houses with
walting orders in hand to buy wheat on a
break to S6e or lower helped along the weak
feeling that they mlight execute them. Even
