final government figures on wheat production be-
fore submitting econclusions as to the wheat
erop. In August we estimuted the wheat erop of
the United States at 624,000,000 bn agalnst 683,-
N,000 by the government in October. During
the fall we have made Investigation of results
and find that on the hasls of leading mill and
elevator oplnfon in the several states that our
figures were too high at 624,000,000, The gov-
ernment’s  filnal flgures, issued yesterday, in-
erease the Octoher estimate to 694,000,000, while
state resnlts indicate not above 616,000,000, and
more conservative opinion suggests 600,000,000,
In our judgment, the government makes two im-
portant errors. They report the yleld by meas-
ure. then by applying thelr weight figures, their
xleld of 694,000,000 should be reduced on winter
12,000,000 and on spring 16.000.000 bu, bLringing
the total down to 664,000, We estimate an over-
eatlmate of wirter acreage by the government
of 1,50,000, and of spring 1.000,000. Thils ealls
for further reduction of winter wheat of 21,000,
000 bn and of spring 12,000,000 a total of 38,.-
000,000 or ouly 7.000,000 more than our August
figures. The government estimate 1s too high
on the states of Callfornia, Texas, Oklahomn, Ne-
vada, South Dakots, lowa and the Ohlo valley.
