These s torms sometimes 
form ear l ie r in t h e season under more 
local conditions, b u t t h e months of 
September and October general ly fur­
nish the most favorable conditions for 
the i r development. I n these la t i tudes , 
the re is a general drif t of the lower 
atmosphere to the nor thwestward as 
before mentioned in desGribing the gen­
eral circulation. This movement, over-, 
coming the friction of the higher east­
ward drif t , usually carr ies t h e hurr i­
cane in a nor thwester ly direction to the 
Flor ida coast or in to the Gulf of 
Mexico. Here t h e nor thwester ly drif t 
gradual ly lessens and the upper east­
erly dr i f t i n overcoming th is tendency, 
carries t he storm up the At lan t ic coast. 
The movement of t ransla t ion in a north­
wester ly direction is usually very slow 
and admi ts of ample t ime for warnings 
to be well circulated, bu t a f t e r reach­
ing the tu rn ing point in the i r course 
i t i s not uncommon for these storms to 
sweep the ent i re At lan t ic coast to the 
New Eng land s ta tes in a single twelve 
hours.

TO FORM AUXILIARY 

Women to Assist Nor thwes te rn Mis­
sionary and Bible School. 

Prel iminaries for the formation of a 
women ' s auxi l iary to the Nor thwestern 
Missionary Tra in ing and Bible school 
were ar ranged yes terday a t a ga ther ing 
of women at the school buQding on 
Eleventh s t reet . Next week another 
meet ing will be held, when staff officers 
will be completed to assist in magnify­
ing the work and efficiency of t h e 
school. 

The election of officers will be held a t 
a meet ing in February . The husbands 
of the women interested in the project 
will be present a t a dinner a t t h a t t ime 
and other enter ta inment is to be pro­
vided. Meanwhile those who are al­
ready engaged in tho auxi l iary work 
will ask other -women to t a k e places on

I n the list will b e a social committee, 
a committee for soliciting for needs of 
t h e inst i tut ion, a committee on finance 
and others. 

The smallest bu t most intense of 
vor tex storm formations in th is coun­
t r y is the tornado. These storms are 
f requent ly bu t erroneously .called 
" c y c l o n e s , " a t e rm properly applied to 
t h e l a r g e l o w p r e s s u r e a r e a s s h o w n 011 
t he wea ther maps. They are similar to 
the hurricane and cyclonic formations 
in t h a t t he air circulates in the same 
manner as in the larger storms and 
also they are caused b y a rush of air 
t o res tore*-^ci l ibr ium or equalize den­
si t ies. They a re unlike t h e hurr icanes 
and cyclonic areas in t h a t the i r area 
of disturbance is extremely small and 
the i r power for destruct ion wi th in t h a t 
a rea Is almost unlimited. The cause 
of t h e intense action of these storms 

dentat ion in the wate r surface above 
the outlet is caused b y the centrifugal 
force of the wa te r as i t circulates in 
i t s downward movement. As the wate r 
lowers in the t a n k so t h a t th i s cen­
tr i fugal force becomes more pronounced 
a t the surface of t h e water , the small 
indentat ion develops into a funnel-
shaped vacuum so fa r as the wa te r is 
concerned. Now the same principle 
tends to produce a vacuum in the tor­
nado funnel and while an actual vacuum 
does not occur, sti l l the air pressure is 
very much reduced. The normal air 
pressure a t sea level is about fourteen 
p o u n d s per square i n c h . S u p p o s e t h i s 
pressure to be lessened b y three pounds 
per square inch in the tornado funnel 
and note the effect. I f the funnel were 
suddenly suspended over a building the 
pressure on the outside of t h e build­
ing would be ins tant ly reduced by 432 
pounds on each square foot of surface 
and this would cause the air wi thin 
t h e bui lding to act wi th an equally 
powerful explosive effect. Now add to 
th is t remendous force the effect of a 
wind velocity of 200 miles per hour 
and upward, and you can easily under­
s tand why the strongest buildings are 
unable to wi ths tand the dest ruct ive 
power of these storms. 

Other forms of lesser air movements 
exist, bu t in every case we observe the 
same mot ive fdrce behind them, viz. : 
a tendency to equalize densities. I n 
t h e case of tho diurnal land and sea 
breeze as obse rved 'nea r the shores of 
large bodies of water , the a i r over t he 
land surface warms more in the day­
t ime and cools more a t n ight t han t h a t 
over t h e wa te r surface. This condi­
t ion causes the a i r to drif t a l te rna te ly 
from the land to the wa te r and vice 
versa, in t h e regions contiguous to 
the shore line. 

* * + 
Thus wo have seen t h a t on© force is 

paramount in all atmospheric move­
ments . This force is t he tendency to 
equalize densities, and i t can operate 
on a sca le l a r g e e n o u g h t o m a i n t a i n t h e 
general circulation of the atmosphere 
over the ent ire globe or on a scale 
small enough to genera te the small dust 
whirls t h a t you have seen in the road 
or crossing plowed fields, bu t every­
where i t ig the same force. I t is not 
a mysterious force and does not ema­
na te from the moon or the planets . I t 
is brought about b y the combined ac­
t ion of t he expansive power of heat 
and the force of gravi ty . We will next 
discuss tempera ture and precipitat ion.
