In accordance with the earnest desire 
of Eder H. Moulton, secretary and 
treasurer of the institution, that he be

"Wel l , I admit my guilt and am will­
ing to stand any punishment the jury 
may vote , ' ' declared the foreman. The 
plea of guilty was received, the trial 
dispensed with and Mr. Stevenson was 
fined a box of cigars. The smokes were 
purchased without delay and the rest 
of the session passed smoothly.
