GARTTAN OF PRESTON SCORES
RECKLESS OHAUFFEURS, °

Opening Session of Minnesota Agricul-
tural Society Is Enlivened by Spirit-
ed Arraignment of ‘‘Automaniacs,’’
Who Are Branded Dangerous to Life
and Limb—Annual Meeting Under
Way.

Denounced as a modern Juggernaut
and declared unworthy of passage on
the highways until proper restrictions
are secured, the automobile fared badly
at the opening session of the Minnesota
State Agricultural society in the Nicol-
let hotel today. The paper of M. T.
Grattan of Preston, Minn.,, words by
Mayor David P. Jones on the subject
and the testimonials of farmers in the
diseussion had the result of instructions
to the resolutions committee to take ac-
tion ow the matter, and probably a spe-
cial legislative committee will be ap-
pointed to earry the automobile ques-
tion to the legislature.

‘“Automaniacs’’ was the term ap-
plied to the owners of autos, in the %a.—
ger by Mr, Grattan, which was read by

ecretary Randall in the absence of its
writer. Self-defense was urged by Mr.
Grattan in his radical paper, the open-
ing paragraph of which was as follows:

‘“An irrepressible conflict between
people who maintain ynd of npcessity
use the highways, and the few who con-
scate them for pleasure, is in progress,
Every day in the year this murderous
minority run over one or more vie-
tims, always maiming and often kill-
ing, until the ecasualties equal those
of war. Every time onc is oblize&l to
risk an assault from these death-deal-
ing monsters, the same sentiments stir
the breast that control in battle—ter-
ror, anger or grim determination, ac-
cording to temperament.: In statin
this fact I am not drawing on imagi-
nation; for I wear an iron bhutton and
was in Banks’ Red River expedition,
over forty years ago, where fighting
and death from exposure was as con-
stant as.the automobile holocaust.’’

‘Mayor Jones’ Views,

‘Mayor Jones, who had made the ad-
dress of welcome, opened the discus-
sion. His views, tho in sympathy with
Mr. Grattan, were not so radical. Ha
urged the necessity of legislation, but
declared it should be sane. He denied
the justice of barring the highways to
autos, but declared that a law must
make a decidedly legible number a
Emrmanent fixture of every machine.
{e recommended no merey toward the
many reckless chauffeurs that imperil
lives, and- promised that the est-
minded owners of automobiles would
assist in any movement to control the
insane speeding of men who bring the
automobilist in general into disrepute.

Cosgrove of Le Sueur, the serious ill-
ness of whose mother prevented his
attendance, First Vice President B. I\
Nelson of Minneapolis presided today.
George H. Bridgman, president of Ham-
line university, offered the invoeation,
The address of welcome of Mayor
Jones, who paid tribute to the agricul-
turist, and reckoned the society of
equal importance with the state uni-
versity, followed.

ROSING ARRAIGS.
THE STEEL TRUST

DECLARES IT HAS ROBBED STATE
' OF IRON MINES.

President of Minnesota Municipal and

* Commercial League Delivers Spirited
Address at Opening of Session—Gov-
ernment Control of Raillroad Rates
Strongly Indorsed and Rurxl Exodus
to Oities Commented On.

. Minnesota’s Municipal and Commer-
cial league convened today in the housa
of representatives’ hall in the old eapi-
tol, St. Paul, with a goodly attendance,
The opening of the convention was
taken up with the routine work of ap-
pointing committees and organizing. -

The event of the day was the presen-
tation of the annual report of the
president, I.. A. Rosing, a lengthy doe-
ument of twenty-three typewritten
pages. The g.apar reviewed at length
economic conditions thruout the states.
In opening, Mr. Rosing asgailed the
United States Steel corporation for its
practical seizure of the iron deposits
of the state and for the small return
the state is getting from the mines.

‘‘The United States Steel company
has obtained possession of this vast
wealth thru its control of the avenues
of transportation; by its ownership of
the railroads that tap these ranges, and
by its power to fix its own rates for
transportation,’’ said Mr. Rosing, ‘‘By
having this power the United States
Steel company hss been able to prevent
the operation of mines owned or con-
trolled by independent owners or cor-
porations. It has practieally closed all
mines not owned or operated by itself
or its henchmen. I believe one or two
independent mining companies are still

ermitted to live, but they have had

o promijse to be good. \

Independent Owmers Discouraged.

‘“By_the control of the iron range
railroads the Unite t

any has been enabled to discourage
independent owners and the indepen-
dent operation of mines, and, as a con-
sequence, has been enabled to buy up
these wonderfully produective iron
lands at practically its own price, and
the great bulk of the discovered iron
is now in the hands and under the con-
trol of that company. In return for all
"this wealth you, fhe stockholders in
the Corporation of Minnesota, have
received #$679,000, and you have been
permitted to pay a constantly increas-
ing price for your iron. I am informed
that fifteen or twenty years ago Iron
billets were returned to Minnesota at
a cost of $9.75 a ton, while now you
have to pay over $26
same material.’’

The speaker then gave detailed re-
ports of the finances of the iron ore
railroads. They have of late failed to
declare. any dividends, but they have
on hand today a surplus of $10,857,764,
or $27,564 per mile of ° road. Mr.
Rosing strongly indorsed legisldation for
further governmental rate control of
railroads. ‘‘The battle of rate control
has just commenced,’’ he said, ‘‘and if
the people are to win the ﬁght must be
aggressive and continuous.”” Mr, Ros-
ing spoke of inequalities in rates with-
in nnesota and of the need« for
stronger control of railroad corpora-
tions by state authorities.

In concluding the spéaker devoted
some time to illustrating from figures
of the last census, how the rural popu-
lation is drifting to the cities and vil-
