Such seems to be the 
case with the - January music - Last 
week there were but minor musical 
events. This week, the . only leading 
©vent will be the Scottish concert to be 
Ifiven by Miss Jessie Maclachlan and her 
company- at the Auditorium, while next 
week there will be two orchestra con­
certs, one of which, will be devoted to 
JWajrner,«< Parsifal, ' ' and Mme. Kirkby-
Lunn, and the other will introduce Wal­
ter Damrosch and the rejuvenated, am­
plified and up-to-date New York Sym­
phony orchestra, with a soloist, yet to 
be announced, but hinted to be a tenor 
with a romantic history from Poland. 

If there could only be a sort of mu-
aical trust to see that dates would not 
conflict and that things everybody 
wanted to hear did not come three 
nights in succession, as was the case 
at least once during the present season. 
So long, however, as there is no such 
trust, and artists, and orchestras, and 
bands and companies persist in being 
handed aTound '^ie country on the salv­
ers of^ private managers, with no re­
gard for each other's receipts, con­
gested points are sure to be reached 

. periodically. 
Even at this distance a great deal of 

interest has been manifested in musical 
circles over the results achieved by Dr. 
Richard Strauss with his new opera 
" S a l o m e , " which was given its first 
presentation at Dresden last month. The 
critics were unable to get seats for the 
first performance and were compelled 
to attend the dress rehearsal. Repre­
sentatives from the leading papers of 
London, Paris and Berlin were present 
and the consensus of opinion was that 
in liSalome" Strauss had achieved an. 
operatic work, greater than has ever be­
fore been written, not excepting the 
operas of "Wagner.

Being a loyal 
subject of the British kingdom, Miss 
Maclachlan sang "God Save the 
Queen" as an^encore to one number 
and in response*to this was requested by 
the audience to sing the "Star Span­
gled Banner." This she did in so 
charming a manner as to arouse in­
tense enthusiasm from .the large au­
dience. 

During her short stay in Minneapolis 
Miss Maclachlan will be the guest of 
Mrs. William Donaldson on Groveland 
avenue. Mrs. Donaldson was the host­
ess of the charming singer during her 
stay in Minneapolis last year. Miss 
Maclachlan was a great favorite of the 
l a t e Q u e e n "Victoria, a n d dur ing m a n y 
of the informal receptions at Bucking­
ham palace and at Windsor castle, the 
charming Scotch lassie was the greatest 
attraction.

MME. KXBKBY-LTJlfN' TO SING. 

Mme. Kirkby-Lunn, the English con­
tralto who is to be heard here with 
the Minneapolis Symphony Orchestra 
company, next week Tuesday, evening, 
is one of the most brilliant singeTs now 
before the English speaking public. 
She began her career as an artist in 
1893, -and was so successful that she 
was commanded to appear before Queen 
Victoria the next year, an almost un­
heard of honor. Two years later she 
made her operatio debut singing the 
part of Nora in "Shamus O'Brien." 
This' brought her the offer of a five-
year contract from Sir Augustus Harris, 
whose death alone prevented its ful­
filment. 

In 1899 she was again allied with 
the Covent Garden forces where she 
took the leading contralto roles in 
English, French and German opera. In 
1902 she first came to this country for 
a concert tour and ten special appear­
ances with the Metropolitan Opera com­
pany.. This added to her fame which 
was still further augmented last year 
by her singing of the role of Kundry 
in Wagner's "Pars i fa l ," as produced 
by the Savage English Grand Opera 
company. In this role she was superb. 
Her voice is a rioh, warm,- vibrant con-
traltoj of such extended range and 
volume that most of the mezzo roles 
are well suited to her. She has force, 
power and volume, yet the quality of 
her voice is so sympathetic and tender, 
and it is under such perfect control, 
that the lightest aria, and the dulcet 
songs of Kundry with the flower maid­
ens, are beautifully adapted to her 
use. 

It is very fortunate that the next 
Symphony concert is to be devoted to 
"Wagner ." The masterful German is 
such a wonderful musician and his. 
musical thoughts are so intensely in­
teresting that a program of his music 
could not only be greatly .varied, but 
would . be exceedingly enjoyable. The 
orchestra has been thoroly drilled in 
the numbers to be played. I t includes 
a full complement of instruments for 
the adequate presentation of the Wag­
ner scores. Mr. Oberhoffer i s devoted 
to the music of the great seer, and in 
the role of Kundry. from whose solos 
Mme. Kirkby-Lunn is to select some of 
her .numbers, she will find an oppor­
tunity to display her vocal accomplish­
ments to the greatest advantage. In­
deed it has been freely Btated that she 
is the most admirable Kundry that has 
ever been heard in the English speak­
ing world. 

The Wagner concert will be one of 
the features of the musical season here, 
and will call for one of the largest 
aadionces5-<5f the season. .---.--

In an instant there was a mass of fire 
near, the front of the stage.

The action was one of considerable 
peril for the prima donna, who was 
clad in long,-sweeping white draperies, 
and was herself carrying .a lighted 
torch, so that she could not : raise her 
skirts to prevent them from igniting. 
The audience gasped as they "saw her, 
Btill singing,.standing directly over the 
flames, which could Tae seen shooting 
thru the flimsy draperies. - "v . * ! 

Finally, when Mme. Nordica had con­
quered the fire and had finished her 
singing, the audience rose to its col­
lective feet and cheered her repeatedly, 
bringing her forward time and again. 

/Mme. Nordica when seen after the 
performance, tho composed, seemed 
fully to realize the great risk she had 
taken. 

" I saw at once ," she said, " t h a t 
there was a double danger' in that 
burning alcohol. I waited for a mo­
ment, thinking one of the men of the 
chorus would do something. None of 
them did. Instead, I noticed that they 
were edging away from the fire, and 
I heard murmurs of 'Come, come, let 
us get away! ' That decided me to do 
something myself, and do it quickly. 

" H a d I not been carrying a torch I 
should have bent over and beat out 
the flames with my hands, or better 
still"—here the prima donna smiled 
"have promptly sat upon them. But 
I couldn't get rid of the torch by 
throwing it away, of course, so there 
was no other way but to tramp upon 
the fire." \.

DAMROSCH NEXT WEEK. 
Damrosch and his New York Sym­

phony orchestra are to be in Minne­
apolis Wednesday evening, Jan. 24, at 
the Auditorium, and when the curtain 
rises on this splendid organization, the 
audience will see the largest body of 
men ever gathered together to give an 
orchestral concert in this city. There 
will be an entire complement of eighty-
one men all told, and this immense 
orchestra .is formed from the nucleus 
which Walter Damrosch inherited from 
his father, Dr. Leopold Damrosch, 
twenty years ago. 

The New York organization has, 
within the last three years, been greatly 
augmented. Forty New York citizens 
fired with civio pride are behind it 
financially. In 1908 it was reorgan­
ized and additional players were se­
cured from among the finest musicians 
to be found in the old world or the 
new. The latest acquisitions are the 
seven French wood-wind instrumental­
ists, whose advent into the orchestra 
has made it one of the finest if not the 
very best organization of its kind in 
the world. From fifty concerts a sea­
son three years ago, the orchestra has 
now come to play in nearly 300 concerts 
a year, and it is the only symphony 
orchestra which is kept together dur-

KUBBLIK'S RARE VIOLINS. 
When Jan Kubelik, the celebrated] 

"Bohemian virtuoso, comes for his re> 
eital on Friday, Feb. % he, k i l l , briihg 
with him his three famous violins, ^ i e , 
Stradivarius and two Amati. These'in-
struments are known to connoisseurs'the 
world over and Kubelik's possession 
of them is the envy of every great 
violinist. * The Stradivarius once was 
the property of Ole Bull and is per­
haps • the finest and most costly speci­
men of its make in existence. It has 
further value in Kubelik's eyes thru 
having been given to him by Emperor 
Franz Josef, of Austria. The two 
Amati are scarcely less historic and 
valuable than the " S t r a d . " 

Kubelik uses the instruments-in: pub­
lic in rotation, tho when he has a par­
ticularly diffioult program of Pagan-
ini's compositions, he always uses the 
" S t r a d , " as its tone and action lend 
themselves particularly well to produc­
tions of the pyrotechnical effects latent 
in the Italian wizard's works. 

When playing Beethoven, Bach, Mo­
zart or the other classics Kubelik 
wants his Amati. They have the depth, 
the purity of tone and the sonority de­
manded by the works of the old mas­
ters. Sometimes Kubelik uses all three 
violins in the same recital. The pre­
cious instruments have a special keeper
