Some s tar t l ing testimony is expected 
a t the coroner 's inquest tomorrow morn­
ing, when the jury will endeavor to fix 
the responsibility for the West hotel 
fire of Wednesday, which csrf&ed the 
dea th of ten persons. 

Notwithstanding tha t several of the 
hotel employees have stated tha t there 
was water in the house standpipes and 
t h a t water was thrown from them on 
the fire several witnesses will testify to 
the contrary. Fi re Marshal Charles 
E m g e r and several of the firemen who 
were the first on the scene will swear 
t h a t there was no water in the pipes and 
t h a t thoy tr ied for several minutes to 
get- a stream into the hose. The hotel 
employees say t h a t the wa te r was turned 
on, but t ha t i t was used before the de­
par tment arr ived. Employees of the 
c i ty wate r depar tment will show tha t 
t he hotel standpipes are connected with 
t h e regular ci ty mains and t h a t all the 
w a t e r supply could not have been ex­
hausted, as there was an unlimited sup­
ply. The fire was extinguished by the 
depar tment wi th water from the same 
mains . 

Promised Watchmen. 

Building Inspector James Gr. Hough­
ton will test ify in regard to the fire-
escapes and an alleged s tatement made 
b y the proprietors of t«ie hotel a year 
ago assuring him t h a t there would be 
Bomefene on each floor constantly, day 
and night . F i re Marshal Ringer will 
also relate an alleged conversation a 
year ago when he suggested to the man­
agement tha t more fire-escapes be placed 
ou the building. His suggestion was 
ignored. 

The wood used in the elevator shaft 
wil l be another strong point. Testimony 
will be introduced to show tha t there 
•was enough wood to carry the fire from 
one floor to another, no mat te r where 
i t s tar ted. The inquest may last thru 
t h e ent ire day, as County At torney Al 
J . Smith has also conducted an investi­
gat ion and promises to produce some 
good evidence. 

Survivors Improve. 

The condition of the survivors of the 
fire is good. Miss Mary Rowan is still 
confined to her bed a t the city hospital, 
and Mrs. B. D. Barlow is improving 
slowly a t St. Barnabas hospital. Gordon 
Sapp, also a t the St. Barnabas hospital, 
33 improving. B. W. Swisky at the 
Swedish hospital is reported bet ter . All

Can the street rai lway company re­
ject old transfers when the holders 
offer them on the first car whicii they 
are able to board?

Since the definite an'n'ouncement of 
the national G. A. R. convention t h a t is 
to be held in Minneapolis next August, 
jnerchants and business men have beCn* 
annoyed by solicitors for scores of 
valueless advert is ing propositions. 
When arrangements for t he entertain­
ment of the convention were first 
ta lked over by the committees of rep­
resentatives of the local G-. A. R. posts 
and the Commercial club, i t was decid­
ed to discourage all advert is ing games. 
The entire work of raising funds for an 
encampment was placed in the hands of 
the financial committee working under 
the public affairs committee of the 
Commercial club, which with the G. A. 
R. committee will have complete super­
vision of the entire encampment. 

For further economy and efficiency i t 
was decided to employ no solicitors and 
to avoid all other methods usually 
adopted. There will be an official 
program, bu t i t will not be conducted as 
an advert is ing enterprise. The contrib­
utors to the general fund will be cred­
ited in the publication, but there will 
be no display advertising. Every bi t 
of the space will be devoted to the en.-

24 to 
celebrate the opening of the thir ty-
second year of the reign of Kwong Sui, 
emperor of China, and to recall the cus­
toms of their fatherland. While the 
Chinaman of the northwest has adopted 
the costume and the customs of his 
white neighbors his New Year ' s day is 
the occasion for recalling memories of 
the land of his bir th . 

New Year ' s day in China is preceded 
by a religious ceremony of purification 
which is intended to wipe out the sins 
of t he past year and s ta r t the devotee 
upon the new year with a clean record. 
All debts are paid and the women of 
the family set the houses in order. 
Every dhinaman believes tha t if any 
debts are carried over into the new 
year his debts will be doubled before 
i ts e»d. All this is preliminary to the 
real celebration. 

Ear ly in the morning the calls begin. 
They are usually made the occasion for 
an exchange of gifts and et iquette de­
mands t h a t the caller leave his eard, 
which is a highly" decorated document 
about the size of a four-page newspaper. 
The la t t e r pa r t of the day is spent in 
feasting ana celebration in which fire--
works and firecrackers play a large 
par t . 

Owing to the fact t h a t a large pro­
portion of the Minneapolis Chinamen 
are members of some Christian church 
and t h a t there is no local priest or Joss 
house, there will .be no religious services 
here. Those of the Chinese colony who 
still follow the religion of their fathers 
will pay their respects to the gods in 
pr ivate and burn incense before pict­
ures of an old man surrounded by num­
erous descendants, symbolic of long life 
and prosperity. 

Moy S. James, who is t he leader in 
the preparations, says t h a t he will t r y 
to secure a permit to give a display of 
fireworks in front of the Shanghai Low 
chop suey house, but if it is refused will 
reserve then*-till the Four th of Ju ly . A 
banquet , served in mandarin style with 
all the delicacies dear to the Chinese 
palate , will be the great exent of the 

'day . All the " b o y s " who own Chinese 
^garments will wear them. 

There are about eighty-five Chinamen 
in Minneapolis and fifty more from 
cities in Minnesota and Wisconsin are 
expected to come in for the celebration. 
The year which begins with J an . 25 is a 
leap year, according to the Chinese cal-_ 
endar, and will contain "3M days, di­
vided into th i r teen months. The ordi­
nary Chinese year is divided into 
twelve months and consists of 354 days.

to support him is not true. The Issue be­
tween them was that of street commis­
sioner. Mr. Starkweather was opposed 
to McMullen's continuance in office and 
ha says: 

"When I came to the conclusion that I 
could not support Mr. Merrill if he in­
sisted upon acting contraiy to the wishes 
tof the citizens of the ward by retaining 
McMulIen in office. I went to Mr Merrill 
and told him that I must withdraw my 
support. Later I learned that it was cus­
tomary for the holdover alderman to 
name the commissioner.

The Minneapolis Real Estate board will 
hold its regular annual ©lection this week, 
probably on Friday.

The date, of 
the postponed election will "be fixed and 
and announced by Mr. Thorpe as soon as 

D'espite the large number of de« 
sorted wives and children and t h e 
numerous complaints made to the au­
thorit ies there has not been, during 
the past year, a single conviction un­
der the s ta te non-support law and dur­
ing the past few months there has not 
been a single indictment on this for­
merly popular count. 

This surprising condition has been 
brought about by the efforts of Agent 
S. L . Van E t t en of the Minneapolis 
Humane society, i&ided by the judges 
and officers of The municipal court. 
I t is a result of t he crudeness and in­
adequacy of the non-support law tha t 
requires persons accused of this crime 
to be held to the grand jury, indicted 
and tr ied in the distr ict court before 
they can be punished. 

Successful experiments in dealing 
wi th this class of cases has led to the 
gradual growth of a new system con­
sisting of the suspension of municipal 
cohort sentences for drunkenness and 
the placing on probation of the de­
fendants with the humane society 
agent act ing as probation officer. 

Fully three-fourths of the men ac­
cused of the oaon-supoprt of their wives 
and families are now tr ied in the 
municipal court for drunkenness. Con­
victed, they are given s t ra ight work­
house sentences of from th i r ty to ninety 
days. The sentences are then sus­
pended for six months or a year and 
the defendant ordered to report weekly 
or semi-monthly to Mr. Van Et ten , who 
keeps t ab on the man, influencing-him 
to tTod the s t ra ight and narrow path. 

The other one-fourth of the defend­
ants , against whom charges of drunk­
enness cannot be substantiated, are 
bound over to the grand jury and held 
in the county jail unt i l they are made 
to understand their duty, after which 
they are allowed to go on their own 
recognizance during their good be­
havior and in t ime their cases are 
nolled. 

I n explaining this revolution of the 
court procedure in non-support cases 
Mr. Van E t t en said: 

" T h e non-support law in th is s ta te 
is very unsatisfactory. I t requires 
t h a t a man charged wi th th is offense 
must be bound over and indicted by 
the grand jury. This often necessitates 
his" being thrown in '"the county jail 
and kept there for days, weeks and 
even months. I n the meantime the 
condition of his family* is not helped 
in any way and is often much worse 
than * when he was a t l iberty. Both

WANT TRAIN SERVICE 

People on Milwaukee Branch Ask for 
Passenger Train. 

Towns along the Milwaukee 's branch 
line from Wabasha to Far ibaul t have 
petitioned the railroad and warehouse 
commission for a regular passenger 
service, and a hearing will be held a t 
Wabasha Jan . 30. There is now one 
mixed t ra in a day each way, which 
makes twelve miles an hour, and is 
subject to all sorts of delays. 

The old service spir i t and a longing 
for the sight of the navy uniform 
drew Lawrence J . McGuire to the na­
val recruit ing stat ion in the federal 
building today. 

McGuire first enlisted in the navy in 
1877 and served under Admiral ( then 
Lieutenant) R. D. Evans , on his first 
cruise. The old salt put a complete 
stop to the work of the office for the 
rest of the morning, for the entire 
force, all much his juniors in length of 
service, gathered around to hear him 
tell of the days when ships were built 
of wood and guns loaded from the muz­
zle. Sailormen had str iking accom­
plishments in those days—they could 
run up and down ropes in a way which 
would make the modern jacky pale 
wi th envy' and their fancy w o r k , w a s 
excelled by none. The t a r who could 
not make his own clothes was not fit 
to leave the t ra ining ship, and the man 
who could not crochet his own ties, 
work wonderful pa t te rns upon his 
handkerchiefs and show featherbone 
stitches along the seams of his trousers 
was looked down on by his mates as a 
mere landlubber. 

After serving almost continuously ti l l 
1893, McGuire deserted, and tho he 
longed to get back to the white decks 
once more, was compelled to lie low 
till the outbreak of the"' Spanish-AmeriT 
can war, when an enlistment won him 
a pardon signed by William McKinley, 
now' one of his most cherished posses­
sions. He found the navy changed. 
When he took leave of it, wooden sides 
and tall masts were still the most com­
mon; when he came back everything 
was iron and steam. 

Fai thful service on the I r i s and New 
Orleans let McGra th out of t he navy 
with a clean record. H e is now en 
route to Duluth, where he expects to 
nnd employment on the crib work of 
the new government bridge. His spe­
cialty is diving.

An erroneous impression as to the 
condition of the c i t y ' s current revenue 
and expense fund has been created by 
the publication in a morning paper of 
a statement purport ing to show a defi­
cit of about $37,000 in tha t fund. 
City Controller Dan C. Brown said to­
day tha t while many of the departments 
had overdrawn their accounts in th is 
fund there was no actual deficit. The 
final s tatement had not .yet been pre­
pared, but he expectetl t ha t there 
would be a surplus of about $20,000. 

The 's t ree t l ighting account was over­
drawn $24,881, bu t the overdraft was 
reduced $2,000 over tha t of a year ago.
